From the Desk of the Pastor:
22nd Sunday in Ordinary Time

Dear brothers and sisters, one might assume that being called
by God for a special mission would be a welcome honor.
Speaking for God, however, has never proven to be a very
popular or enjoyable enteprise.

Prophets often speak of the burden they feel and the abuse
they receive, as Jeremiah does in our first reading today. “The
word of the Lord has brought me derision and reproach all
day.” Yet, the prophet feels compelled. The word of God is a
powerful force, and he cannot relinquish his vocation to speak
it.

The reason for this ill treatment of prophets is indicated in
today’s Gospel. Jesus reproaches Peter when he objects to
the passion that Jesus has just foretold. “You are thinking not
as God does, but as human beings do.” It is that gap between
God’s ways and human ways, God’s thoughts and human
thoughts that brings about rejection of the prophet and his or
her message.

Of course, this is not only an ancient problem. It persists in
every age, including our own. Preachers are perhaps the first
who come to mind. They are called to preach God’s word in
its fullness and to apply it to contemporary situations. Most, if
not all, of those situations are contested politically and social-
ly, and every congregation has members who will be offended
by mention of any given topic.

Pastors, especially, find themselves in a bind. If they offend
people by tackling difficult issues, the collections may go
down and the parish budget may be in trouble. But, if they try
to keep everyone happy, they are reduced to preaching pabu-
lum that eviscerates the message of the Bible.

But, it is not only ordained preachers who are called to speak
God's truth. In the Gospel today, Jesus calls us to take up our
cross and follow him. And, in the second reading, St. Paul
urges us to offer our “bodies as a living sacrifice.” He goes on
to remind us: “Do not conform yourselves to this age but be
transformed by the renewal of your mind, that you may dis-
cern what is the will of God, what is good and pleasing and
perfect.”

We are all called to promote the will of God, which is often in
conflict with the ways of our society. However, we cannot
effectively preach what we do not embrace in our own lives.
When we are in tune with God, then our words and our ac-
tions will prophesy!

Del Escritorio del Parroco:

Queridos Hermanos y hermanas, uno pudiera asumir con facilidad
que ser llamado por Dios a una mision especial es un gran hon-

or. Pero hablar en nombre de Dios, se ha comprobado, que nunca
ha sido una tarea ni facil, ni popular, ni placentera.

Los profetas regularmente hablan de la pesadumbre y el agobio que
sienten y del abuso que han recibido, asi como Jeremias en la Pri-
mera Lectura de este domingo. “Por anunciar la palabra del Sefior,
me he convertido en objeto de oprobio y de burla todo el dia.” Ala
misma vez, el profeta se siente comprometido. La palabra de Dios
es una fuerza muy poderosa, y el profeta, por mas que intente, no
puede renunciar ni huir de la vocacion y la responsabilidad de
proclamarla.

La razén por el maltrato a los profetas a lo largo de la historia es
manifestada en el Evangelio de hoy. Jesus reprocha a Pedro por su
objecién a aceptar la pasién de Jesus como parte de la voluntad de
Dios, “tu modo de pensar no es el de Dios sino el de los hom-

bres.” Es obvio que existe una brecha entre la manera que opera
Dios y la manera que opera el ser humano. Por eso, existe incom-
prension entre los pensamientos de Dios y los pensamientos de los
seres humanos que trae un rechazo automatico de parte del profeta
al mensaje de Dios.

Es importante notar que esto no solo sucedié en tiempos antiguos
sino en cada tiempo y lugar hasta nuestros mismos dias. Los
predicadores son los que, regularmente, se deben ver expuestos a
estos retos. Todo predicador se ve obligado a tomar la Palabra de
Dios y aplicarla a situaciones contemporaneas, sobre todo aquellas
que oprimen y denigran la dignidad del ser humano. La mayoria de
las veces vemos que las situaciones tendran, por fuerza, un tinte
social y politico. Y cada congregacion parroquial tendré gente que
se sentird ofendido ante el desafio de tales temas.

Los sacerdotes, especificamente, se encuentran en graves apuros y di-
lemas. Por ejemplo, si hablan de tal tema espinoso pero urgente y necesario,
ofendera a algunos feligreses y entonces, probablemente sufriran la con-
secuencia en el canasto de la colecta - la aportacion financiera que le proveen
ala iglesia sera afectada. Por ofro lado, si tratan de predicar de una manera
que tengan a todo mundo feliz y contento, reducen el mensaje de la palabra
de Dios a niveles superficiales y vano. Ademas, estan comprometiendo su
integridad. Es lamentable admitir que la gran mayoria optan por esta segun-
da opcion. Pero, no solo los consagrados a Dios por las or-
denes sagradas son los que tienen la responsabilidad de hablar las verdades
de Dios, sino todo aquel que pretende seguir los pasos de JesUs de Naza-
ret. Jests nos dice, "El que quiera venir conmigo, que renuncia a si mismo,
que tome su cruzy me siga.” Y en la segunda lectura, San Pablo nos exhorta
a ser “ofrendas vivas, santas y agradables a Dios. No se dejen transformar
por los criterios de este mundo, sino dejen que una nueva manera de pensar
los transforme intemamente, para que sepan distinguir cual es la voluntad de
Dios, es decir, lo que es bueno, lo que le agrada, lo perfecto.”

Como seguidores de Jestis somos llamados a promover la volun-
tad de Dios, que esta regularmente en confiicto con los valores de la sociedad
y del mundo. Mas aun, nunca podremos predicar efectivamente aquello que
No NOS mueve y apasiona en nuestras vidas. Cuando estamos afin con Dios,
entonces nuestras palabras y acciones indudablemente profetizaran.
