No one knows the event of the 
Parousia, the date of the second coming of Je-
sus.  Therefore, the Christian Community must persevere 
and endure in doing what is just, what is right, and what 
is good; yes, in proclaiming and living the Gospel of Je-
sus! 
 
Lk 19:1-10 
This is a beautiful story of 
recognition of sin, act of 
contrition, a promise of 
penance, reception of the 
gift of forgiveness, transfor-
mation, solidarity and rec-
onciliation.  Zacchaeus, a 
wealthy chief tax collector, 
was seeking Jesus.  The crowd whom he impoverished by 
fraud and from whom he collected money for the state 
national coffers and the empire, blocked his view of Jesus 
because they were taller than him, their tormentor. To 
equalize the situation, he climbed a sycamore tree. Jesus 
invited himself to Zacchaeus’ house.  The people, his vic-
tims, grumbled at Jesus’ going with their victimiz-
er.  There in his house, at the hearing of the crowd, be-
fore Jesus, Zacchaeus admitted his sin of injustice and 
fraud, made an act of contrition and the promise of pen-
ance to return to the poor what he has taken four-
fold.  Jesus gifted him with forgiveness.  Zacchaeus expe-
rienced an inner transformation.  He would just be like 
the other people, and in solidarity with .  

  AT THE CROSSROADS 
Thirty-first Sunday of Ordinary Time   

 
Wis 11:22-12:2 
The Wisdom Tradition of Israel, confronted by the un-
ceasing sinfulness of the people in history, meditated on 
the fundamental Exodus experience: an experience of 
historical trials - Egyptian sinfulness indicated by the op-
pression of Hebrew slaves and the déclassé, the punish-
ment of the Egyptians and the liberation of the slaves and 
the oppressed through the crossing of the sea.  In this 
meditation, Wisdom discovered the identity of God by 
going back to the primordial time of creation. So why 
does evil continue to exist? And why is God not punishing 
evil people?  Because God created everything; because 
God loves all that S/He has created.  God cannot possibly 
hate to death and destruction that which bears Her/His 
image and likeness.  S/He tests them little by little so that 
they may repent.  They are being punished with the very 
same things with which they sin.  The Egyptians wor-
shiped animals.  They were punished with the plague of 
animals. Wisdom discovers the radical love and compas-
sion of God upon sinners and idolatrous peoples.  God’s 
punishment is embedded in their sin.  Being away from 
God brings its own destruction.  Today this idolatry per-
sists in the worship of money, power, possessions, addic-
tions, and the like.  Those who worship money and pow-
er, who have caused the misery of the poor and the de-
struction of creation, will reap the eruption of the poor 
and the outburst of creation.  These are the historical re-
minders of God to the sinners and violators so that they 
may repent, abandon their wickedness and return to God. 
 
2 Thes 1:11-2:2 
Paul writes his second letter to the Thessalonian Christian 
community undergoing persecution and violent suffering 
with the tenderness of gratitude and the historical pa-
tience of faith.  They are called to stand their ground, pro-
claiming the truth of the Gospel against those who deny 
Jesus the Christ.  Because God is the God of justice and S/
He will deal with the impious justly.  Jesus will be glorified 
in their fidelity to the Good News.  And they will be glori-
fied in Christ Jesus.  Suffering and martyrdom for the Gos-
pel is grace. It is their participation in the fullness of life in 
Jesus.  But when is this suffering, this terrible persecution 
for the sake of the Gospel of Jesus going to end?  The 
power behind their suffering and persecution offers a way 
out: these will end if they submit to him who claims to be 
god.  On the contrary, Paul exhorts them not to fall for

1. Sab 11, 22-12, 2 
La Tradición de Sabiduría de Israel, frente a la pecamino-
sidad incesante del pueblo en la historia, meditó sobre la 
experiencia fundamental del Éxodo: una experiencia de 
pruebas históricas - la pecaminosidad egipcia indicada por 
la opresión de los esclavos hebreos y el déclassé, el casti-
go de los egipcios y el liberación de los esclavos y 
oprimidos a través del paso del mar. En esta meditación, 
la Sabiduría descubrió la identidad de Dios remontándose 
al tiempo primordial de la creación. Entonces, ¿por qué 
sigue existiendo el mal? ¿Y por qué Dios no castiga a los 
malvados? Porque Dios creó todo; porque Dios ama todo 
lo que ha creado. Dios no puede odiar hasta la muerte y 
destrucción a quien lleva Su imagen y semejanza. Los 
prueba poco a poco para que se arrepientan. Están sien-
do castigados con las mismas cosas con las que pecan. Los 
egipcios adoraban a los animales. Fueron castigados con 
la plaga de los animales. La sabiduría descubre el amor 
radical y la compasión de Dios sobre los pecadores y los 
pueblos idólatras. El castigo de Dios está incrustado en su 
pecado. Estar lejos de Dios trae su propia destrucción. 
Hoy esta idolatría persiste en la adoración del dinero, del 
poder, de las posesiones, de las adicciones y similares. Los 
que adoran el dinero y el poder, los que han causado la 
miseria de los pobres y la destrucción de la creación, co-
secharán la erupción de los pobres y el estallido de la 
creación. Estos son los recordatorios históricos de Dios a 
los pecadores y violadores para que se arrepientan, aban-
donen su maldad y regresen a Dios. 
 
2. 2 Tesalonicenses 1:11-2:2 
Pablo escribe su segunda carta a la comunidad cristiana 
de Tesalónica que sufre persecución y sufrimiento violen-
to con la ternura de la gratitud y la histórica paciencia de 
la fe. Están llamados a mantenerse firmes, proclamando 
la verdad del Evangelio contra aquellos que niegan a Jesús 
el Cristo. Porque Dios es el Dios de la justicia y tratará con 
justicia a los impíos. Jesús será glorificado en su fidelidad 
a la Buena Nueva. Y serán glorificados en Cristo Jesús. El 
sufrimiento y el martirio por el Evangelio es gracia. Es su 
participación en la plenitud de la vida en Jesús. Pero 
¿cuándo terminará este sufrimiento, esta terrible perse-
cución por causa del Evangelio de Jesús? El poder detrás 
de su sufrimiento y persecución ofrece una salida: estos 
terminarán si se someten al que dice ser dios. Al con-
trario, Pablo les exhorta a no fallar en esta seducción del 

poder. Nadie sabe el evento de la Parusía, la fecha de la 
segunda venida de Jesús. Por tanto, la Comunidad cristiana debe 
perseverar y persister en hacer lo justo, lo recto y lo bueno; ¡sí, en el 
anuncio y la vivencia del Evangelio de Jesús! 
 
3. Lc 19, 1-10 
Esta es una hermosa historia de 
reconocimiento del pecado, ac-
to de contrición, promesa de 
penitencia, recepción del don 
del perdón, transformación, soli-
daridad y reconciliación. 
Zaqueo, un rico recaudador de 
impuestos en jefe, buscaba a Jesús. La multitud a la que 
empobreció con fraude y de la que recaudó dinero para 
los cofres del estado nacional y del imperio, le taparon la 
vista a Jesús porque eran más altos que él, su verdugo. 
Para equilibrar la situación, Zaqueo se subió a un árbol 
sicómoro. Jesús se invitó a sí mismo a la casa de Zaqueo. 
El pueblo, sus víctimas, se quejaba de que Jesús se fuera 
con su victimario. Allí en su casa, al oído de la multitud, 
ante Jesús, Zaqueo admitió su pecado de injusticia y 
fraude, hizo un acto de contrición y la promesa de peni-
tencia para devolver a los pobres lo que había tomado 
cuadruplicado. Jesús le regaló el perdón. Zaqueo experi-
mentó una transformación interior. Simplemente sería 
como las demás personas y, en solidaridad con sus anti-
guas víctimas, se reconciliaría con Jesús. De hecho, la cu-
ración y la reconciliación nunca son un acto individual 
solo. ¡Son funciones del amor, de una comunidad de 
amor! La salvación sucede hoy, en la historia.
