EASTER SUNDAY OF THE RESURRECTION OF THE LORD

APRIL 20, 2025

Easter Sunday of the Lord’s Resurrection.
Commentary

Acts 10:34,37-43: Cornelius was a Roman citizen, god-
fearing and devout. In the eyes of the Jews, he was a gen-
tile, a pagan. Peter was a Jew, but now a focused follower
of Jesus Christ. God has called Cornelius to faith in Jesus
Christ. Peter was the instrument of his conversion, by pro-
claiming to him the events concerning Jesus of Nazareth:
what he did, what he spoke, what happened to him: his suf-
fering, death and resurrection. God does not discriminate:
he welcomes everyone to become a member of his Church,
notwithstanding one’s class origin and class orientation,
race and ethnicity, gender and sexual preference and reli-
gion, or the lack of it. The essential thing is to share one’s
faith-experience of Jesus Christ, preached and given wit-
ness to by the Church. Thus, one receives forgiveness and
is made new.
Ps 118: Though this psalm is an individual hymn of
thanksgiving, it is really composed of two songs. The first
is in the first person singular: vv. 1-21; and the second is in
the first person plural, vv. 23-27. The transition is v.
22. Vv. 28-29 go back to the individual who repeats the
opening verse. On the other hand, it can be said that the
psalm has two parts, for another reason: the first part takes
place in the tents of the people in Jerusalem (vv. 5-18); the
second occurs in the temple (vv. 19-29). The reason for
thanksgiving is the individual’s experience of God’s mercy
that has liberated him. But the individual experience is also
a community experience. He who had suffered - the stone
rejected by the builders - God has made into a cornerstone:
a strong foundation of faith, in the temple.
Col 3:1-4: By baptism in Christ, the believer has become a
new person: raised with Christ, he leaves behind the old
ways of life, mired in sin and egoism, in selfishness and
injustice. Now he instead seeks the values of heaven, the
values of God’s kingdom, the values that Jesus died and
rose for: love, compassion, forgiveness, justice, equality,
truth, freedom, peace. Thus, one who is baptized in Christ
lives firmly in the world. His task is to transform it, ac-
cording to the realities of heaven, where Christ lives. It is
the way of living Christ on earth. Then, when Christ ap-
pears, he who lives in Him will be with Him in glory.
John 20:1-9: The resurrection of Jesus is narrated to us
through the finding of the empty tomb. John is telling us
that the empty tomb proclaims that Jesus is alive, that he is
risen. We do not seek him among the dead but we will find
him among the living. We note that the three persons who
discover the empty tomb — Mary Magdalene, Simon Peter
and the beloved disciple - are the closest disciples of Je-
sus. Mary Magdalene stands out in her devotion to Jesus;
Peter is the recognized leader who dares to enter the tomb;
but it is the beloved disciple, who after hesitation, eventual-

The Feast of Easter — the Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus —
is the greatest feast of our Christian Life. Christmas —and
our birth — is only meaningful because of the Resurrec-
tion. Our life and its struggles — the ordinariness of daily
life to love, to exist, to eke out a living, to be of service to
others by doing justice and working for peace — take their
meaning from the fact of the Resurrection. Our successes
and failures, good health and sickness, joy and suffering that
all end in death only make sense because of the Resurrec-
tion. The Resurrection has transformed us and has made all
things new.

That is why we must preserve, uphold and defend this new-
ness as gains of the resurrection by living the values of the
Kingdom here and now: love and compassion, mercy and
forgiveness, justice and equality, truth and freedom, human
dignity and rights, wellbeing and peace. In the resurrection,
no one is a stranger or a migrant because all the earth has
become a home for all. Let us rejoice and joyfully assert this
living newness. “For we are the Easter People, and Alleluia
is our Song” (St. Augustine).

Hechos 10:34,37-43: Cornelio era ciudadano romano, te-
meroso de Dios y devoto.

Obser-
vamos que las tres personas que descubren la tumba vacia
—Maria Magdalena, Simén Pedro y el discipulo amado—
son los discipulos mas cercanos a Jesus. Maria Magdalena
destaca por su devocion a Jesus; Pedro es el lider reconoci-
do que se atreve a entrar en la tumba; pero es el discipulo
amado quien, tras dudar, finalmente sigue a Pedro, ve la
tumba vacia y cree.

Nuestra vida y sus luchas —la cotidiani-
dad de amar, existir, ganarnos la vida, servir a los demas ha-
ciendo justicia y trabajando por la paz— cobran sentido en la
Resurreccion. Nuestros éxitos y fracasos, la salud y la enfer-
medad, la alegria y el sufrimiento que terminan en la muerte,
solo tienen sentido gracias a la Resurreccion. La Resurrec-
cion nos ha transformado y ha renovado todas las cosas.

Por eso debemos preservar, sostener y defender esta novedad
como fruto de la resurreccion, viviendo los valores del Reino
aqui y ahora: amor y compasion, misericordia y perdon, jus-
ticia e igualdad, verdad y libertad, dignidad y derechos hu-
manos, bienestar y paz. En la resurreccion, nadie es extranje-
ro ni migrante, porque toda la tierra se ha convertido en un
hogar para todos. Alegrémonos y afirmemos con alegria esta
novedad viva. “Porque somos el Pueblo Pascual, y Aleluya
es nuestro Canto” (San Agustin).

Jubilee Year 2025 (14) and Easter of the Resurrection

Dear OLPH Parishioners,

Let us continue to reflect prayerfully on the Holy Father
Pope Francis’ call to be Pilgrims of Hope in this Jubilee
Year 2025, even as we continue to pray for his health
and total well-being. We know that hope arises from the
deep conviction of the Resurrection of our Lord. Let us
ponder on this:

“20. The death and resurrection of Jesus is the heart of
our faith and the basis of our hope. Saint Paul states
this succinctly by the use of four verbs: “| handed on to
you as of first importance what | in turn had received,
that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the
Scriptures, and that he was buried, and that he was
raised on the third day in accordance with the Scrip-
tures, and that he appeared to Cephas and then to the
twelve” ( 1 Cor 15:3-5). Christ died, was buried, was
raised and appeared. For our sake, Jesus experienced
the drama of death. The Father’s love raised him in the
power of the Spirit and made of his humanity the first
fruits of our eternal salvation. Christian hope consists
precisely in this: that in facing death, which appears to
be the end of everything, we have the certainty that,
thanks to the grace of Christ imparted to us in Baptism,
“life is changed, not ended”, forever. Buried with Christ
in Baptism, we receive in his resurrection the gift of a
new life that breaks down the walls of death, making it
a passage to eternity.

The reality of death, as a painful separation from those
dearest to us, cannot be mitigated by empty rhetoric.
The Jubilee, however, offers us the opportunity to ap-
preciate anew, and with immense gratitude, the gift of
the new life that we have received in Baptism, a life ca-
pable of transfiguring death’s drama. It is worth reflect-
ing, in the context of the Jubilee, on how that mystery
has been understood from the earliest centuries of the
Church’s life. An example would be the tradition of
building baptismal fonts in the shape of an octagon, as
seen in many ancient baptisteries, like that of Saint
John Lateran in Rome. This was intended to symbolize
that Baptism is the dawn of the “eighth day”, the day of
the resurrection, a day that transcends the normal,
weekly passage of time, opening it to the dimension of
eternity and to life everlasting: the goal to which we
tend on our earthly pilgrimage (cf. Rom 6:22).

The most convincing testimony to this hope is provided
by the martyrs. Steadfast in their faith in the risen
Christ, they renounced life itself here below, rather than
betray their Lord. Martyrs, as confessors of the life that
knows no end, are present and numerous in every age,
and perhaps even more so in our own day. We need to
treasure their testimony, in order to confirm our hope
and allow it to bear good fruit.

The martyrs, coming as they do from different Christian

traditions, are also seeds of unity, expressions of the
ecumenism of blood. | greatly hope that the Jubilee will
also include ecumenical celebrations as a way of high-
lighting the richness of the testimony of these martyrs.”
These are beautiful moving words of our Holy Father
Pope Francis. Christ suffered, died and rose again for
us: the forgiveness of our sins, our own transformation
and our passage to eternal life. Children of the Resur-
rection, we are inheritors of this cause of our Lord: His
Kingdom as His gift of new life today and fulness of our
well-being in eternity. Children of Easter Hope, can we
suffer and die for life now and reap the reward of ever-
lasting life? Let us not be afraid to risk our lives today
for the mission of God, the cause of Jesus, our com-
mitment to justice, peace, human rights and integrity of
creation.

Ano Jubilar 2025 (14)

Queridos feligreses de OLPH:

Sigamos reflexionando en oracion sobre el llamado
del Santo Padre Francisco a ser peregrinos de la es-
peranza en este Afo Jubilar 2025, al mismo tiempo
que continuamos rezando por su salud y su bienestar
total. Sabemos que la esperanza nace de la profunda
conviccién de la Resurreccién de nuestro Senor. Re-
flexionemos sobre esto:

“20. Jesus muerto y resucitado es el centro de nuestra
fe. San Pablo, al enunciar en pocas palabras este
contenido —utiliza sélo cuatro verbos—, nos transmi-
te el “nucleo” de nuestra esperanza: «Les he trasmiti-
do en primer lugar, lo que yo mismo recibi: Cristo mu-
rié por nuestros pecados, conforme a la Escritura. Fue
sepultado y resucito al tercer dia, de acuerdo con la
Escritura. Se aparecio a Pedro y después a los Do-
ce» (1 Co 15,3-5). Cristo murid, fue sepultado, resuci-
t6, se aparecid. Por nosotros atraveso el drama de la
muerte. El amor del Padre lo resucit6 con la fuerza del
Espiritu, haciendo de su humanidad la primicia de la
eternidad para nuestra salvacién. La esperanza cris-
tiana consiste precisamente en esto: ante la muerte,
donde parece que todo acaba, se recibe la certeza de
que, gracias a Cristo, a su gracia, que nos ha sido
comunicada en el Bautismo, «la vida no termina, sino
que se transforma» para siempre. En el Bautismo, en
efecto, sepultados con Cristo, recibimos en El resuci-
tado el don de una vida nueva, que derriba el muro de
la muerte, haciendo de ella un pasaje hacia la etemidad.

Y si bien, frente a la muerte —dolorosa separacion
que nos obliga a dejar a nuestros seres mas queri-
dos— no cabe discurso alguno, el Jubileo nos ofrece-
ra la oportunidad de redescubrir, con inmensa grati-
tud, el don de esa vida nueva recibida en el Bautismo,
capaz de transfigurar su dramaticidad. En el contexto
jubilar, es significativo reflexionar sobre como se ha
comprendido este misterio desde los primeros siglos
de nuestra fe. Por ejemplo, los cristianos, durante mu-
cho tiempo construyeron la pila bautismal de forma
octogonal, y todavia hoy podemos admirar muchos
bautisterios antiguos que conservan dicha forma, co-
mo en San Juan de Letran en Roma. Esto indica que
en la fuente baustismal se inaugura el octavo dia, es
decir, el de la resurreccion, el dia que va mas alla del
tiempo habitual, marcado por la sucesion de las se-
manas, abriendo asi el ciclo del tiempo a la dimension
de la eternidad, a la vida que dura para siempre. Esta
es la meta a la que tendemos en nuestra peregrina-
cién terrena (cf. Rm 6,22).

El testimonio mas convincente de esta esperanza nos
lo ofrecen los martires, que, firmes en la fe en Cristo
resucitado, supieron renunciar a la vida terrena con tal
de no traicionar a su Sefior. Ellos estan presentes en
todas las épocas y son numerosos, quizas mas que

nunca en nuestros dias, como confesores de la vida
que no tiene fin. Necesitamos conservar su testimonio
para hacer fecunda nuestra esperanza.

Estos martires, pertenecientes a las diversas tradicio-
nes cristianas, son también semillas de unidad porque
expresan el ecumenismo de la sangre. Durante el Ju-
bileo, por lo tanto, mi vivo deseo es que haya una ce-
lebracion ecuménica donde se ponga de manifiesto la
rigueza del testimonio de estos martires.”

Estas son hermosas y conmovedoras palabras de
nuestro Santo Padre, el Papa Francisco. Cristo sufrio,
murio y resucitd por nosotros: el perdon de nuestros
pecados, nuestra propia transformacion y nuestro pa-
so a la vida eterna. Hijos de la Resurreccion, somos
herederos de esta causa de nuestro Senor: su Reino
como don de nueva vida hoy y plenitud de nuestro
bienestar en la eternidad. Hijos de la Esperanza Pas-
cual, ¢podemos sufrir y morir por la vida ahora y co-
sechar la recompensa de la vida eterna? No temamos
arriesgar nuestras vidas hoy por la misién de Dios, la
causa de Jesus, nuestro compromiso con la justicia,
la paz, los derechos humanos y la integridad de la

creacion.
