1. Primera Lectura: Proverbios 8,22-31

Dear OLPH Parishioners,
May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved everywhere,
now and forever!

Understanding Pope Leo XIV in the tradition of Pope
Leo XIII.

“Sensing myself called to continue in this same path, |
chose to take the name Leo XIV. There are different
reasons for this, but mainly because Pope Leo Xlll in
his historic Encyclical Rerum Novarum addressed the
social question in the context of the first great industri-
al revolution. In our own day, the Church offers to
everyone the treasury of her social teaching in re-
sponse to another industrial revolution and to devel-
opments in the field of artificial intelligence that pose
new challenges for the defence of human dignity, jus-
tice and labor.” (Pope Leo XIV, Address of His Holi-
ness Pope Leo XIV to the College of Cardinals, May
10, 2025).

In January 22, 1899, Pope Leo Xlll wrote a letter
“Testem Benevolentiae Nostrae” concerning new
opinions, virtue, nature and grace, with regard to
Americanism, addressed to James Cardinal Gibbons,
at that time Archbishop of Baltimore, the site of
“Baltimore Catechism”.

“From the foregoing it is manifest, beloved son, that
we are not able to give approval to those views which,
in their collective sense, are called by some
“‘Americanism.” But if by this name are to be under-
stood certain endowments of mind which belong to
the American people, just as other characteristics be-
long to various other nations, and if, moreover, by it is
designated your political condition and the laws and
customs by which you are governed, there is no rea-
son to take exception to the name. But if this is to be
so understood that the doctrines which have been
adverted to above are not only indicated, but exalted,
there can be no manner of doubt that our venerable

brethren, the bishops of America, would be the first to
repudiate and condemn it as being most injurious to
themselves and to their country. For it would give rise
to the suspicion that there are among you some who
conceive and would have the Church in America to be
different from what it is in the rest of the world.”

We having thought it fitting, beloved son, in view of
your high office, that this letter should be addressed
specially to you. It will also be our care to see that cop-
ies are sent to the bishops of the United States, testify-
ing again that love by which we embrace your whole
country, a country which in past times has done so
much for the cause of religion, and which will by the
Divine assistance continue to do still greater things. To
you, and to all the faithful of America, we grant most
lovingly, as a pledge of Divine assistance, our apostolic
benediction.”

What kind of society America was then, that produced
this “Americanism”? What were the characteristics of
this “Americanism” that sought exceptions and exemp-
tions from Catholic doctrine, including the social doc-
trines of the Church? Was license equated with free-
dom, and money, capital, wealth and health and power
were the measurements of success? | propose that we
read this letter of Pope Leo XIll, understand our own
American situation today and listen to Pope Leo XIV on
how to respond to it in the light of modern realities of
migration, trust in money, technology and power.

In this light, what is your wisdom insight into the peo-
ple’s protest against the State’s migration policies and
the corresponding State response of military presence
and the ensuing violence and civil disturbance? Reach-
ing out beyond our US borders, what is your wisdom
insight into the prevention of humanitarian aid to the
peoples in Gaza while supporting the military opera-
tions against its inhabitants? Who do we listen to in this
difficult time, Christ and the Church under the Holy Fa-
ther, or someone else who does not follow Christ nor
listen to the Church teaching?

Let us pray and fast for peace, justice, harmony and
safety of all peoples from all sides of this conflict.

“Precisamente, al sentirme llamado a proseguir este
camino, pensé tomar el nombre de Ledn XIV. Hay va-
rias razones, pero la principal es porque el Papa Ledn
Xlll, con la histérica Enciclica Rerum novarum, afrontd
la cuestion social en el contexto de la primera gran
revolucion industrial y hoy la Iglesia ofrece a todos, su
patrimonio de doctrina social para responder a otra
revolucion industrial y a los desarrollos de la inteligen-
cia artificial, que comportan nuevos desafios en la de-
fensa de la dignidad humana, de la justicia y el traba-
jo.”

El 22 de enero de 1899, el Papa Ledn Xlll escribio
una carta, «Testem Benevolentiae Nostrae», sobre
las nuevas opiniones, la virtud, la naturaleza y la gra-
cia en relacion con el americanismo, dirigida al carde-
nal James Gibbons, entonces arzobispo de Baltimore,
sede del «Catecismo de Baltimore».
