JULY 6, 2025

Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Commentary

1.  First Reading: Isaiah 66:10-14¢

After the return to the land of Israel after the exile, the
people realized that the great prophetic promise of the
restoration of just governance, authentic temple wor-
ship and equality among the people was nowhere near
fulfilment. Instead, the struggle between returning to
the old ways of a restored aristocracy and the new lib-
erating dreams of the people of the land

emerged. There were the old conservationists of the
structures of injustice and oppression who wanted to
reclaim their status as the landed gentry and powerful
political class versus the idealists of justice and social
equality who wanted to realize their visions of an ideal
egalitarian life for all. A general disillusionment and
disenchantment ensued. People fell back to the prac-
tices of infidelity to Yahweh. (Is 40-55, also known as
Second Isaiah).

In this crucible of events the prophet rose to rekindle
the hope among the people (Third Isaiah, Is 56-

66). The memory of the Exodus with its promise of a
better life with God was taken up again. The vision of
a new Jerusalem, freed from the corruption and vio-
lence of injustice of the past, was now projected as the
transfigured city of fulfilment of the promise from
old. Jerusalem, the beloved city, has recovered her
splendor. She who died in corruption and injustice has
risen to be the mother of the people once again. New
generations would now feed on her bountiful

milk. Her prosperity would be shared by all nations
once again, and like a mother she would take all peo-
ples in her arms. This new and restored Jerusalem
would become the city of peace and prosperity once
again. For Yahweh has reclaimed his city and her
people. Yahweh has liberated her for justice, peace
and prosperity.

2.Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 66:1-3, 4-5, 6-7, 16, 20
This is a hymn of praise and thanksgiving. The psalm-
ist links God’s works in the cosmos, in human history
and in the psalmist. His works in the cosmos are tre-
mendous; his works on earth, recalling creation and
exodus, are liberating. His intervention in the psalm-
ist’s life is kindness.

3. Second Reading: Galatians 6:14-18

This is Paul’s conclusion and parting words in his let-
ter to the Galatians. And he goes back to one of his
original themes: to unmask those who pretend to
preach the gospel to the Galatians only to deceive
them by preaching a gospel different from the authen-
tic gospel that Paul preaches. These pretentious and

fake evangelizers refuse to suffer the consequences of
preaching the cross of Christ by allowing themselves to
be compromised by the Jewish tradition of circumcision
and the Law. They are cowards! Paul on the other hand
is happy to boast in the cross of Christ, the sufferings he
endured for the sake of the authentic Gospel of Jesus
Christ, the gospel of the Cross. Paul defends the free-
dom of those who believe and follow Jesus Christ. He
condemns as selfish those who boast in the triumph of
their proselytism through the imposition of circumcision
among the Galatian Christians. The coward fake and
selfish preachers are destroyers of Christian freedom.
The mark of a Christian, and of Christian freedom, es-
pecially of a preacher, are the scars of the body of Je-
sus. That is grace to be shared by all.

4. Gospel: Luke 10:1-12, 17-20

In his determined journey to Jerusalem to confront the
center of economic, political, religious and cultural
power that impoverished the people (Luke 9:51) the
question arose: who would help harvest and keep in the
faith those who have believed in the kingdom of God?
Who would help in continuing the proclamation of
God’s kingdom as Jesus was about to confront the cen-
ters of power opposed to God’s Reign? The seventy or
seventy-two, an allusion to Gen 10: the universality of
the message of salvation in the Reign of God, the uni-
versality of this vocation to all — everyone everywhere
at all times is called to proclaim the kingdom of God -,
and the proclamation is most urgent. The ethical life-
style of preachers is also demonstrated: be meek before
the cruelty of persecutors, live a most simple life so as
not to depend on and be compromised by the largesse of
the corrupted system opposed to values of the gos-

pel. While the joy of success of preaching the Good
News is found in the defeat of demonic powers led by
the fall of Satan, the greater joy however lies in the fact
that they are citizens of the kingdom of Heaven. Jesus
himself is the source and author of their power.

Decimocuarto Domingo del
Tiempo Ordinario
Comentario

1. Primera Lectura: Isaias 66,10-14c

Tras el regreso a la tierra de Israel tras el exilio, el
pueblo comprendié que la gran promesa profética de
la restauracion de un gobierno justo, un culto auténti-
co en el templo y la igualdad entre el pueblo estaba
lejos de cumplirse. En cambio, surgi6 la lucha entre el
regreso a las viejas costumbres de una aristocracia
restaurada y los nuevos suefios liberadores del pueblo
de la tierra. Existian los antiguos conservadores de las
estructuras de injusticia y opresion, que querian recu-
perar su estatus como nobleza terrateniente y podero-
sa clase politica, frente a los idealistas de la justicia y
la igualdad social, que querian hacer realidad sus vi-
siones de una vida igualitaria ideal para todos. Se pro-
dujo una desilusion y un desencanto generalizados. La
gente recayo en las practicas de infidelidad a Yahvé
(Is 40-55, también conocido como Segundo Isaias).
En este crisol de acontecimientos, el profeta resurgid
para reavivar la esperanza del pueblo (Tercer Isaias, Is
56-66). Se retom¢ el recuerdo del Exodo, con su pro-
mesa de una vida mejor con Dios. La vision de una
nueva Jerusalén, liberada de la corrupcion y la violen-
cia de la injusticia del pasado, se proyectaba ahora
como la ciudad transfigurada del cumplimiento de la
promesa de antafio. Jerusalén, la ciudad amada, ha
recuperado su esplendor. Aquella que muri6 en la co-
rrupcion y la injusticia ha resucitado para ser de nue-
vo la madre del pueblo. Las nuevas generaciones se
alimentarian de su abundante leche. Su prosperidad
volveria a ser compartida por todas las naciones, y
como una madre acogeria a todos los pueblos en sus
brazos. Esta Jerusalén nueva y restaurada volveria a
ser la ciudad de la paz y la prosperidad. Porque Yahvé
ha reclamado su ciudad y a su pueblo. Yahvé la ha
liberado para la justicia, la paz y la prosperidad.

2. Salmo Responsorial: Salmo 66,1-3. 4-5. 6-7. 16. 20

Este es un himno de alabanza y accion de gracias. El
salmista conecta las obras de Dios en el cosmos, en la
historia humana y en ¢l mismo. Sus obras en el cos-
mos son extraordinarias; sus obras en la tierra, que
recuerdan la creacion y el éxodo, son liberadoras. Su
intervencion en la vida del salmista es bondad.

3. Segunda Lectura: Galatas 6,14-18

Esta es la conclusion y las palabras de despedida de
Pablo en su carta a los Galatas. Y retoma uno de sus
temas originales: desenmascarar a quienes fingen pre-

dicar el evangelio a los Galatas solo para engafarlos
predicando un evangelio diferente del auténtico que pre-
dica Pablo. Estos pretenciosos y falsos evangelizadores
se niegan a sufrir las consecuencias de predicar la cruz
de Cristo, dejandose comprometer por la tradicion judia
de la circuncision y la Ley. jSon cobardes! Pablo, en
cambio, se complace en jactarse de la cruz de Cristo, de
los sufrimientos que soportd por causa del auténtico
Evangelio de Jesucristo, el Evangelio de la Cruz. Pablo
defiende la libertad de quienes creen y siguen a Jesu-
cristo. Condena como egoistas a quienes se jactan del
triunfo de su proselitismo mediante la imposicion de la
circuncision entre los cristianos galatas. Los predicado-
res cobardes, falsos y egoistas son destructores de la li-
bertad cristiana. La marca de un cristiano, y de la liber-
tad cristiana, especialmente de un predicador, son las
cicatrices del cuerpo de Jests. Esa es la gracia que todos
deben compartirse.

4. Evangelio: Lucas 10:1-12, 17-20

En su decidido viaje a Jerusalén para confrontar el cen-
tro del poder econdmico, politico, religioso y cultural
que empobrecia al pueblo (Lucas 9:51), surgio la pre-
gunta: /quién ayudaria a cosechar y a mantener en la fe
a quienes han creido en el reino de Dios? ;Quién ayuda-
ria a continuar la proclamacion del reino de Dios mien-
tras Jesus se disponia a confrontar los centros de poder
opuestos al Reino de Dios? Los setenta o setenta y dos,
una alusion a Génesis 10: la universalidad del mensaje
de salvacion en el Reino de Dios, la universalidad de
esta vocacion para todos —todos, en todo lugar y en
todo momento, estan llamados a proclamar el reino de
Dios—, y la proclamacion es sumamente urgente. Tam-
bién se demuestra el estilo ético de vida de los predica-
dores: ser mansos ante la crueldad de los perseguidores,
vivir una vida sencilla para no depender ni verse com-
prometidos por la generosidad de un sistema corrupto,
opuesto a los valores del Evangelio. Si bien la alegria
del éxito en la predicacion de la Buena Nueva reside en
la derrota de los poderes demoniacos, liderados por la
caida de Satanas, la mayor alegria reside en el hecho de
que son ciudadanos del reino de los cielos. Jestis mismo
es la fuente y el author de su poder. — P. Ben, MSC

Dear OLPH Parishioners,

May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved everywhere,
now and forever!

Let us cherish our being church, both as a community
of People of God and as a place where we gather to
worship, celebrate the Word, receive the Eucharist as
the Real Body and Blood of Jesus, know each other
as brothers and sisters, and serve and edify each oth-
er as sons and daughters of God. Let us cherish our
OLPH School, home to Catholic education for our
children and youth.

We celebrated the Feast of the Sacred Heart last Fri-
day, June 27. Here are some reflections on the Sa-
cred Heart of Jesus from our MSC Founder, Fr. Jules
Chevalier:

“The love of the heart of Jesus is the center where
everything meets, the pivot on which Catholicism re-
volves. It is the way that | understand devotion to the
Sacred Heart of Jesus. It embraces everything. It an-
swers everything.”  (Jules Chevalier, Letter to Fr.
Ramiere, SJ, 1862).

“Let us not forget that the love of the heart of Jesus is
the source of all graces, a center of light and love, a
well-spring of mercy.” (Regles MSC, 1857, Ms., p. 53
ff.).

“From the pierced heart of Jesus on Calvary | see a
new world arising, a world full of greatness and life
inspired by love and mercy, a new world that the
Church must perpetuate on our planet...”

“Just as the love of the heart of Jesus is the quintes-
sence of Christianity, so Christ is the living expression
of all created things.” (Chevalier, Le Sacre-Coeur,
132 ff.).

“The love of the heart of Jesus is essentially merci-
ful. His role on earth was not to condemn but to for-
give, not to shun those who suffer but to comfort
them.” (Jules Chevalier, Me’ditations Il, p. 631 f.).
“Our Lord Jesus Christ has opened His Heart to the
world in order to bring an effective remedy to modern
societies that are rushing into an abyss.”

“The spirituality of the heart opposes the egoism of
our time, its sensuality, its religious indifference by

means of the love of a heart that is most self-
sacrificing, pure, gentle and compassionate.” (Jules
Chevalier, La Société des MSC, p. 12-ff.).

“Already in matter, there is a sort of knowledge, a be-
ginning of love. In the atmosphere and in the water,
these thousands of varieties of animals know one an-
other, love one another: a first draft, a first outline, per-
fect in itself, wonderful, entrancing, but only a distant
sketch, a long way unfortunately from its model, Jesus
Christ, the Sacred Heart. Jesus is Man-God. He reu-
nites the whole of creation: ‘| am the life’, he tells us, all
created life and uncreated life, plant, animal or material
life, spiritual and rational life...” (Jules Chevalier, 1900).
“The Eucharist is the masterpiece and the ultimate gift
of the love of the heart of Jesus. It comes from this
heart like a river from its source.” (Jules Chevalier, Le
Sacre’-Coeur, p. 214).

Following the heartbeats of the heart of Jesus that has
a special predilection for the young and the poor, let us
continue to build our OLPH Church Community. Build
our church, mold the young!

Our young people, thanks to our OLPH Youth Min-
istry, will do the Jubilee Pilgrimage for the Youth to
Rome on July 27 — August 6, 2025. There are 17 of
them, with 3 adult companions. | will be there
guide. Our Youth Ministry will represent the whole
Diocese of San Bernardino in this event. Bp. Alber-
to Rojas will send them off with the Holy Mass on
July 19, 4:00pm.

1.  Let us support our young people’s Jubilee Pil-
grimage to Rome.
