Commentary

GOSPEL MEDITATION - Luke 12:32-48
There was a young mother in my parish com-
munity who was depressed due to financial
strain. She prayed for help. One morning be-
fore Mass, she placed on the counter a zip-lock
bag filled with jewelry and old coins. Smiling,
she explained she had been fixing an old cabi-
net and found the items hidden deep within the
walls of her home. One particular coin could
be worth as much as $900,000. The contents of
the bag—previously unknown to them—were
now their prized possession. Their plans
changed that week. They had to learn how
much it was worth.

This week, the Lord tells us, “For where your
treasure is, there also will your heart be” (Luke
12:34). Our lives revolve around what we
treasure. When we discover the treasure the
Father gives us—the kingdom of God—
everything changes. We might not know its
precise value, but we rearrange our lives
around it. The joy of this discovery should
never be far from our minds.

Sometimes we go through times when we
can’t find this treasure. It seems hidden. Or it
appears like dirty old coins and worthless jew-
elry in a Ziploc bag. But how crazy would my
parishioners be if they tossed it away without
knowing the cash value? How much crazier
are we if we center our hearts on any treasure
except that of Jesus and his kingdom? Remem-
ber, the Father is pleased to give it to us.
That’s why we put our hearts there, even when

it is hidden. — Father John Muir

May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved every-
where, now and forever!

"And so we came to Rome."

29th July: we landed at Fiumicino International
Airport. After a delayed lunch of pizza, we went to
the Vatican Museum. It was a historical trave-
logue going to as far as 4000 years ago in the civ-
ilizations of Mesopotamia and Egypt. From there,
the history of Europe, of Italy and of the church as
the preserver of Christian civilization was unrav-
eled before our eyes through the works of art,
technology and other forms of cultural representa-
tion. The highlight of this journey to yesterday and
back was the Sistine Chapel. It housed the bibli-
cal catechism interpreted by the hands of
Michaelangelo, from creation to judgement day
and eternity. This is the room where conclaves
were held and popes were elected.

The highlight of the day was the opening mass of
the Jubilee for the Youth at the Piazza di San
Pietro in the Vatican and the surprise appear-
ance of the Holy Father after mass waving to the
crowds in the popemobile. His presence was
electrifying. | concelebrated at the Holy Eucharist.
The excitement of our young Pilgrims of Hope
was palpable.

30th July saw us visiting the Pantheon, the Piaz-
za Navona, the Basilica of Our Lady of the Sa-
cred Heart, the Trevi Fountain and the great
school of biblical scholars, the Pontifical Biblical
Institute where | graduated and the Gregorian
University. We venerated the relics of Blessed
Carlo Acutis. We proceeded to climb 125 steps of
Sta. Maria d'Aracoeli, the Capitoline to see the
tiny monument of Romulus and Remus, the
founders of Rome and down to the Roman Forum
and the prison cell of Sts. Peter and Paul in the

Mamertine Church. Then we entered the Holy
Door of the Church of St. Mary Major.

31st July led us Scala Santa, the Holy Stair that
has the sw of Jesus as he carried the cross to Mt.
Calvary. We climbed on bended knees, moved to
the core and realized that our inconveniences in
life are nothing compared to the sufferings of Je-
sus, for the forgiveness of our sins, for the trans-
formation of the world. We entered the cata-
combs, the ancient burial places of pagans and
Christians. We realized how our Christian tradi-
tion give value to the human body. It is sacred.
We visited the General House of the Missionaries
of the Sacred Heart. Over cookies, juices and cof-
fee we got reminded of the possibility of God's
call to Religious Life and the Priesthood. The
evening was with the USCCB and US Pilgrims
inside the Basilica of St. Peter Outside the Wall.
There we had prayer and adoration of the
Blessed Sacrament.

In all these Holy Places we thanked God for you
all and prayed that we may always be blessed. -
