Twenty-Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Commentary

1.  First Reading: Amos 6:1a, 4-7

There were people who, though not directly involved in the
conspiracy of the rulers and the temple authorities to enrich
themselves and impoverish the people, were nevertheless
luxuriating and frolicking in the largesse of the fruits of the
corrupted system. They could not care less, because they
profited from the system, because they belonged to the sys-
tem that robbed the poor and cheated the innocent. This
happened during the relative tranquility and economic pros-
perity in Israel when Syria, with its capital Damascus,
could not invade Israel because of its defeat in the hands of
Assyria. Thus, Israel reclaimed its lost territories and ac-
quired new ones. This relative peace and security with its
economic progress was enjoyed by the upper class. The
superficiality and artificiality of this complacent class — the
nouveau riche — was unmasked. Their expensive beds of
ivory were imported, obtained through the killing of ele-
phants and other mammals. They ate the meat from young
animals that they did not tend. They made their own harp
and music, drank their wine and perfumed themselves with
things that they did not labor for. They were living on lux-
ury and comfort at the price of poverty and slavery; their
complacency was so grave they could not be touched nor be
moved by the affliction of the people - fall of Joseph into
the well. They became so numb and heartless, so indiffer-
ent and unconcerned to the sufferings and slow death of the
people perpetrated by the royal throne and temple authority.
Their lack of solidarity with the producers of wealth and
comfort — the poor and the slaves — made them accomplices
to the crime of the structures of exploitation, oppression
and injustice. Therefore, together with the rulers and tem-
ple authorities, they too must go to exile! The exile com-
pleted their total alienation from themselves, from humani-
ty, from their nation, from their God.

2. Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 146:7, 8-9, 9-10

This is a hymn of praise. God is the creator of the universe
and liberator of the oppressed by his works of justice that
heals and gives home to all. He saves humanity from all
forms of alienation: hunger and oppression, imprisonment
and blindness, helplessness in being a stranger, a widow
and an orphan. One’s faith in human beings is futile be-
cause they cannot truly save. Only God does save, through
works of justice.

3.  Second Reading: 1 Timothy 6:11-16

After addressing the church community regarding false
teachers and their teachings, Paul now turns to Timothy, to
advise him to lead an alternative sense of faith and its prax-
is or how to live and realize his visionary faith. Timothy
must be a man of God, and all who believe in Jesus must
become men and women of God by the witness of their
lives, a new life of commitment to God by virtue of bap-
tism. The qualities of being a “man and woman of God”
are most demanded from the leaders of the Christian com-
munity for both being a Christian and for accepting the of-

fice of service as pastor and shepherd of the people. These
qualities are the divine qualities of God: justice, love, pa-
tience and gentleness. To these Old Testament attributes to
God Paul added: human leaders such as Timothy must have
devotion to God and faith. In this new alternative way of
leadership is the centrality of the memory of the historical
Jesus. Against false doctrines, Christians must not cling to
doctrinal formulas but to the historical Person of Jesus of
Nazareth who continues to gather people around him, caring
for them, and leading them to the fulfilment of a new way of
living — the Kingdom of God — until he comes again. This is
such a solemn exhortation that it is tantamount to a commit-
ment to a covenant that deserves the people’s Amen.

4.  Gospel: Luke 16:19-31

To conclude the Lukan theme: following Jesus is incompati-
ble with the quest for riches, power and material well-being”,
Luke now recalls a parable where Jesus focuses on a particu-
lar aspect of the reality of the kingdom of God. The kingdom
of God indeed belongs to the poor: Lazarus. To be tied up to
material gains is to set aside and ultimately forget the cause
of God’s reign: Justice, which Lazarus the poor has been
struggling for, but denied to him by those rich and power-
ful. Instead, the rich became slaves to themselves and to
their desires for wealth that they could not feel anymore the
anguish of humanity, and the need for conversion to solidari-
ty with the poor. They have lost their sense of humanity.
Their alienation is total and complete. They could not, and
never really did, believe in the resurrection of Je-

sus. Whereas the poor and God are one. The struggles of the
poor and the will and the designs of God are one, in the
struggles of justice today and in the fullness of life in the
Resurrection to come. Because the poor and God belong to
each other, therefore, the Kingdom of God is theirs!

VIGESIMO-SEXTO DOMINGO DE TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Vigesimo Sexto Domingo de Tiempo Ordinario
Comentario

1. Primera Lectura: Amés 6:1a, 4-7

Habia personas que, aunque no estaban directamente invo-
lucradas en la conspiracion de los gobernantes y las autori-
dades del templo para enriquecerse y empobrecer al pue-
blo, se deleitaban y disfrutaban de la generosidad de los
frutos del sistema corrupto. Les era indiferente, pues se
beneficiaban del sistema, porque pertenecian al sistema
que robaba a los pobres y engafiaba a los inocentes. Esto
ocurrio durante la relativa tranquilidad y prosperidad eco-
noémica de Israel, cuando Siria, con su capital Damasco, no
pudo invadir Israel debido a su derrota a manos de Asiria.
Asi, Israel recupero6 los territorios perdidos y adquiri6 otros
nuevos. Esta relativa paz y seguridad, junto con su progre-
so econdmico, fue disfrutada por la clase alta. La superfi-
cialidad y artificialidad de esta clase complaciente —los
nuevos ricos— fue desenmascarado. Sus costosos yaci-
mientos de marfil eran importados, obtenidos mediante la
matanza de elefantes y otros mamiferos. Comian la carne
de animales jovenes que no cuidaban. Fabricaban su propia
arpa y musica, bebian su vino y se perfumaban con cosas
que no habian conseguido con esfuerzo. Vivian del lujo y
la comodidad a costa de la pobreza y la esclavitud; su com-
placencia era tan grave que no se conmovian ante la aflic-
cion del pueblo: la caida de José en el pozo. Se volvieron
insensibles y despiadados y indiferentes ante el sufrimiento
y la muerte lenta del pueblo perpetrados por el trono real y
la autoridad del templo. Su falta de solidaridad con los pro-
ductores de riqueza y comodidad —los pobres y los escla-
vos— los hizo complices del crimen de las estructuras de
explotacion, opresion e injusticia. Por lo tanto, junto con
los gobernantes y las autoridades del templo, jellos tam-
bién debian ir al exilio! El exilio completd su total aliena-
cion de si mismos, de la humanidad, de su nacion, de su
Dios.

2. Salmo Responsorial: Salmo 146:7, 8-9, 9-10

Este es un himno de alabanza. Dios es el creador del uni-
verso y liberador de los oprimidos por sus obras de justicia
que sanan y dan hogar a todos. Salva a la humanidad de
toda forma de alienacion: hambre y opresion, prision y ce-
guera, la impotencia de ser extranjero, viuda y huérfano.
La fe en los seres humanos es vana porque no pueden sal-
var verdaderamente. Solo Dios salva, mediante las obras de
justicia.

3. Segunda Lectura: 1 Timoteo 6:11-16

Tras dirigirse a la comunidad eclesial respecto a los falsos
maestros y sus ensefianzas, Pablo se dirige ahora a Timoteo
para aconsejarle que guie un sentido alternativo de fe y su
praxis, o como vivir y realizar su fe visionaria. Timoteo
debe ser un hombre de Dios, y todos los que creen en Jesus
deben convertirse en hombres y mujeres de Dios mediante
el testimonio de sus vidas, una nueva vida de compromiso
con Dios en virtud del bautismo. Las cualidades de ser un
“hombre y una mujer de Dios” son las mas exigidas a los
lideres de la comunidad cristiana, tanto por ser cristianos

como por aceptar el oficio de pastores. Estas cualidades son
las divinas de Dios: justicia, amor, paciencia y ternura. A
estos atributos del Antiguo Testamento, Pablo afiadio: lideres
humanos como Timoteo deben tener devocion a Dios y fe.
En esta nueva forma alternativa de liderazgo reside la centra-
lidad del recuerdo del Jesus historico. Frente a las falsas doc-
trinas, los cristianos no deben aferrarse a formulas doctrina-
les, sino a la Persona histérica de Jests de Nazaret, quien
continua reuniendo a las personas en torno a ¢l, cuidandolas
y guiandolas hacia la realizacion de una nueva forma de vida
—el Reino de Dios— hasta su regreso. Esta es una exhorta-
cion tan solemne que equivale a un compromiso con una
alianza que merece el Amén del pueblo.

4. Evangelio: Lucas 16,19-31

Para concluir el tema de Lucas: «Seguir a Jesus es incompati-
ble con la busqueda de riquezas, poder y bienestar material»,
Lucas recuerda ahora una parabola en la que Jesus se centra
en un aspecto particular de la realidad del reino de Dios. El
reino de Dios pertenece, en efecto, al pobre Lazaro. Apegarse
a las ganancias materiales es dejar de lado y, en ultima ins-
tancia, olvidar la causa del reino de Dios: la justicia, por la
que Lazaro, el pobre, ha luchado, pero que le han negado los
ricos y poderosos. En cambio, los ricos se convirtieron en
esclavos de si mismos y de sus deseos de riqueza, de modo
que ya no pudieron sentir la angustia de la humanidad ni la
necesidad de convertirse a la solidaridad con los pobres. Per-
dieron el sentido de humanidad. Su alienacion es total y com-
pleta. No pudieron creer, y nunca creyeron realmente, en la
resurreccion de Jestis. Mientras que los pobres y Dios son
uno. Las luchas de los pobres, la voluntad y los designios de
Dios son uno, en las luchas por la justicia hoy y en la pleni-
tud de la vida en la Resurreccion que viene. Porque los po-
bres y Dios se pertenecen mutuamente, jpor lo tanto, el Reino
de Dios es de ellos! — P. Ben, MSC

Let us take note
that the songs, dances and other cultural forms we
bring are reflective of our respective histories and
ways of life. | like the Tongan tone and dances. They
bring to me images of the ocean waves and the dainty
calm life of an island atoll festooned with palm trees
and splattered with root crops. | think this should
arouse our desires to visit Tonga and the Pacific |s-
lands someday!

From our website, OLPH, Riverside history says: “Our
Lady of Perpetual Help Parish was notified in June
2002 that it was chosen for a pilot project called
"Welcoming the Stranger," a program of the U.S.
Catholic Bishops exploring multiculturalism in the par-
ishes.”

This our identity we need to celebrate every day, and
on special occasions of the year. To celebrate this
multicultural reality of our parish community, it is im-
portant to make our liturgies intentionally intercultur-
al. Multiculturality is a socio-anthropological phenom-
enon. Intercultural Encounter is an intentional move to
go to the “other” in order to “encounter the other” and
then transcend “othering” towards “belonging”. We
also celebrate this intentional intercultural encounter
through dialogue. When in the hall for a community
celebration, it is important that | be mindful of sitting
with someone whose language is different from mine.
But | strive to speak a common tongue, besides love
and friendship. Here the common language is Eng-
lish, even though it is not the dominant one. More peo-
ple speak Spanish, but | hope the Spanish-speakers
strive to speak English too. More profoundly, we cele-
brate this intentional intercultural encounter by know-
ing each other’s history: why am | here as Filipino, or
as Mexican, or as Vietnamese, or as Colombian, or as
Native American, or as European American, or as Afri-
can American. This part needs a more formal and
studied getting-to-know each other. It will be difficult,
because many of us are here probably for more con-
scious personal reasons. We are not exactly aware of

the socio-historic circumstances of why we had to
leave our countries and families of origin to be here, in
the Inland Empire, in Our Lady of the Sacred Heart
Church. On this level we can share our common
dreams as one people of God.

From our last Parish Town Hall Meeting, here are
some nuggets, which need our reflection and action.
The pastor must listen to all communities.

Bring back the youth bible study during mass.
Bring back the children’s liturgy.

Need more integration among our communities.
More participation of the school in our parish life.
Update the QR codes in the church, going all the
way to the pews at the back.
