OCTOBER 26, 2025

Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Commentary

1. First Reading: Sirach 35:12-14, 16-18

Is worshipping God different from doing justice? This is a
perennial question that humanity divided by power and
powerlessness has confronted through the ages. The side of
power contends that worshipping God can stand alone,
without having to do justice with one’s neighbor. On the
other hand, the powerless seeks justice as if it has the au-
thority to define its own terms. Wisdom confronts this
question head on: Sirach 34:18-22 says: from the perspec-
tive of the Lord, one who deprives the poor of food is guilty
of killing that person. The offerings of the rich who gained
wealth by injustice and deceit, even if legally allowed, are
unacceptable ungodly offerings obtained lawlessly. Taking
away a neighbor’s living or depriving a worker of his/her
wage is murder. On the other hand, real worship of the
Lord is to do justice to one’s neighbor and creation. For the
just one who offers just gifts justly reflects the justness of
God. Who then is the true God in the biblical Wisdom tra-
dition? The true God is a God of Justice. Though he has no
favorites, yet he hears the cry of the poor. This is the God
who inspires and nourishes true faith, profound hope, radi-
cal love and humanity’s struggles to better the human con-
dition and the world. This God is always on the side of the
poor and the victims of injustice and deceit, the widow, the
orphan, the sojourner and migrant. The poor must proclaim
this God of justice by discrediting and unmasking the pseu-
do gods of the rich and oppressors who build temples and
offer huge sacrifices at the expense of the well-being of
peoples and creation whom they have impoverished, killed
and destroyed. This is how the cry of the poor and the
groaning of creation pierce the clouds to obtain the re-
sponse of justice from God!

2. Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 34:2-3, 17-18, 19, 23 This
is a hymn of blessings and thanksgiving written in an acros-
tic or alphabet form: each verse starts with the letter of the
Hebrew alphabet, from the first, and in succession, to the
last. God is praised for hearing the cry of the poor. The
poor thanks God because he crushes the evildoers and res-
cues their victims.

3. Second Reading: 2 Timothy 4:6-8, 16-18

Paul has reached the last stage of his ministry as servant of
the Word of God: Jesus Christ, his words and deeds, his
silence and what he stood for — the Kingdom of God. Paul
was aware of his imminent death as witness (martyr) of the
Word. All his life he offered as a celebration of service to
the Word, a liturgy of self-giving to Jesus and to the Chris-
tian community and to those still called to the community
of faith in Jesus. Using the metaphor of an athlete who
competed for the crown, he has competed well as to win the
crown of justice and righteousness, but not only for himself
but also as reward for all those who longed to meet God
face to face. He was forgiving to those who abandoned him
in his imprisonment. He would soon be most free, rescued
from all evil and safe in the kingdom of heaven. Death did

not have the last say. God has the last and everlasting word!
4. Gospel: Luke 18:9-14

This parable reveals another dimension of prayer. Luke 18:1
-8 showed the power of insistent prayer in the quest for di-
vine justice on the part of the poor and the little ones. This
time, vv. 9 — 14, Luke unmasks the hypocrisy of prayer done
by the powerful who counts fulfilling all legal requirements
of doing good as their passport and right to heaven. Jesus
openly declares that only those in real need of God’s love,
those in real need of God’s compassion and those who have
absolutely nothing are genuinely prayerful. Those who pray
from the perspective of power and riches do not really pray
because they don’t need anything; in truth, their prayer is for
themselves. They dictate their terms of accumulation for
themselves. They project themselves to be gods.

TRIGESIMO DOMINGO DE TIEMPO ORDINARIO

OCTUBRE 26, 2025

Trigésimo Domingo de Tiempo Ordinario
Comentario

1. Primera lectura: Siracide 35:12-14, 16-18
(Es diferente adorar a Dios que practicar la justicia? Esta
es una pregunta perenne que la humanidad, dividida por el
poder y la impotencia, ha enfrentado a lo largo de los si-
glos. El lado del poder sostiene que adorar a Dios puede
hacerse por si sola, sin necesidad de practicar la justicia
con el projimo. Por otro lado, los desposeidos buscan la
justicia como si tuvieran la autoridad de definir sus propios
términos. La sabiduria confronta esta cuestion de frente:
Siracide 34:18-22 dice que, desde la perspectiva del Sefior,
quien priva de alimento a los pobres es culpable de matar a
esa persona. Las ofrendas de los ricos que adquirieron ri-
queza mediante la injusticia y el engafio, aunque legalmen-
te permitidas, son ofrendas impias e inaceptables obtenidas
ilegalmente. Quitar el sustento a un vecino o privar a un
trabajador de su salario es asesinato. Por otro lado, la ver-
dadera adoracion al Sefior consiste en hacer justicia con el
préjimo y con la creacion. Solo aquel que ofrece dones
justos refleja justamente la justicia de Dios. Entonces,
(quién es el verdadero Dios en la tradicion de la Sabiduria
biblica? El verdadero Dios es un Dios de Justicia. Aunque
no tiene favoritos, escucha el clamor de los pobres. Este es
el Dios que inspira y alimenta la fe verdadera, la esperanza
profunda, el amor radical y las luchas de la humanidad por
mejorar la condicion humana y el mundo. Este Dios siem-
pre esta del lado de los pobres y de las victimas de la injus-
ticia y del engafo: la viuda, el huérfano, el viajero y el mi-
grante. Los pobres deben proclamar a este Dios de justicia
desacreditando y desenmascarando a los pseudo dioses de
los ricos y opresores que construyen templos y ofrecen
enormes sacrificios a costa del bienestar de los pueblos y
de la creacion, a quienes han empobrecido, matado y des-
truido. jAsi es como el clamor de los pobres y los gemidos
de la creacion atraviesan los cielos para obtener la respues-
ta de justicia de Dios!
2. Salmo responsorial: Salmo 34:2-3, 17-18, 19, 23
Este es un himno de bendiciones y accion de gracias escri-
to en forma de acrostico o alfabética: cada versiculo co-
mienza con una letra del alfabeto hebreo, desde la primera
y sucesivamente hasta la ultima. Se alaba a Dios por escu-
char el clamor de los pobres. Los pobres agradecen a Dios
porque El aplasta a los malvados y rescata a sus victimas.
3. Segunda Lectura: 2 Timoteo 4:6-8, 16-18
Pablo ha llegado a la tltima etapa de su ministerio como
servidor de la Palabra de Dios: Jesucristo, sus palabras y
acciones, su silencio y aquello por lo que ¢l se mantuvo
firme: el Reino de Dios. Pablo era consciente de su inmi-
nente muerte como testigo (martir) de la Palabra. Toda su
vida la ofrecid como una celebracion de servicio a la Pala-
bra, una liturgia de entrega a Jesus, a la comunidad cristia-
na y a aquellos ain llamados a la comunidad de fe en Je-
sus. Usando la metafora de un atleta que compite por la
corona, ha competido bien para ganar la corona de justicia
y rectitud, pero no solo para si mismo sino también como
recompensa para todos aquellos que anhelaban encontrarse

con Dios cara a cara. Fue perdonador con aquellos que lo
abandonaron durante su encarcelamiento. Pronto seria com-
pletamente libre, rescatado de todo mal y seguro en el reino
de los cielos. La muerte no tuvo la tltima palabra. jDios tiene
la ultima y eterna palabra!

4.  Evangelio: Lucas 18:9-14

Esta parabola revela otra dimension de la oracion. Lucas 18:1
-8 mostré el poder de la oracion insistente en la busqueda de
la justicia divina por parte de los pobres y los pequefios. Esta
vez, vv. 9-14, Lucas desenmascara la hipocresia de la oracion
realizada por los poderosos, quienes consideran que cumplir
con todos los requisitos legales de hacer el bien es su pasa-
porte y derecho al cielo. Jestis declara abiertamente que solo
aquellos que realmente necesitan el amor de Dios, aquellos
que realmente necesitan la compasion de Dios y aquellos que
no tienen absolutamente nada son genuinamente orantes.
Aquellos que oran desde la perspectiva del poder y la riqueza
no oran realmente porque no necesitan nada; en verdad, su
oracion es para si mismos. Dicten sus propias condiciones de
acumulacion para si mismos. Se proyectan a si mismos como
dioses. — P. Ben, MSC

From the |
I‘Parsi‘o r's ‘Pen'

Dear OLPH Parishioners,

May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved every-
where, now and forever!

We are back from Rome, 15 adult Pilgrims of Hope in
this 2025 Jubilee Year of Hope.

In the Basilica of St. Peter in the Vatican, Deacon Ber-
nie served as Deacon of the Altar at the mass cele-
brated in the main altar. He was Deacon of the Word
at the mass in the Old Church where St. Padre Pio
used to celebrate. And in the Feast of St. Francis of
Assisi, October 4", he also served as Deacon of the
Altar in the Lower Church in Assisi.

It was observed that in all these masses, said in Italian
or English, Holy Communion was served under one
species only, the Sacred Body of

Christ. Theologically, the Sacred Body of Christ is liv-
ing and alive. Thus, it contains the Blood of Christ
also. Only the US Catholic Church practices giving
communion regularly in all masses under both spe-
cies.

It would be instructive to look into the history of the
Holy Communion under both species. According to
the Norms for the Distribution and Reception of Holy
Communion under Both Kinds in the Dioceses of the
United States of America:

“17. From the first days of the Church's celebration of
the Eucharist, Holy Communion consisted of the re-
ception of both species in fulfillment of the Lord's com-
mand to "take and eat . . . take and drink." The distri-
bution of Holy Communion to the faithful under both
kinds was thus the norm for more than a millennium of
Catholic liturgical practice.

18. The practice of Holy Communion under both kinds
at Mass continued until the late eleventh century,
when the custom of distributing the Eucharist to the
faithful under the form of bread alone began to grow.
By the twelfth century theologians such as Peter Can-
tor speak of Communion under one kind as a
"custom" of the Church. This practice spread until the
Council of Constance in 1415 decreed that Holy Com-
munion under the form of bread alone would be dis-
tributed to the faithful.

19. In 1963, the Fathers of the Second Vatican Coun-
cil authorized the extension of the faculty for Holy
Communion under both kinds in Sacrosanctum Con-
cilium:

‘The dogmatic principles which were laid down by the
Council of Trent remaining intact, Communion under
both kinds may be granted when the bishops think fit,
not only to clerics and religious, but also to the laity, in
cases to be determined by the Apostolic See.”

The question we receive from our parishioners is this:
when will our OLPH, Riverside restore Holy Commun-
ion under both species of Bread and Wine, the Body

and Blood of Christ? We have suspended this since
the height of the pandemic. To resume this holy and
historical practice, we need to prepare ourselves and
our church.

- We need more education/formation on the mean-
ing of the Holy Eucharist

- We need more Extraordinary Ministers of Holy
Communion who can be trained to administer the Sa-
cred Body and Precious Blood of our Lord

Updates:

1. Thank you, dear Parishioners of OLPH, River-
side.

Pensamientos delParroco; 1
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Estimados feligreses de OLPH,
iQue el Sagrado Corazén de Jesus sea amado en
todas partes, ahora y siempre!

En la Basilica de San Pedro del Vaticano, el didcono
Bernie fungiéo como diacono del altar en la misa cele-
brada en el altar mayor. Fue diacono de la Palabra en
la misa celebrada en la Iglesia Vieja, donde solia cele-
brar San Padre Pio. Y en la festividad de San Francis-
co de Asis, el 4 de octubre, también fungié como dia-
cono del altar en la Iglesia Baja de Asis.

Se observo que en todas estas misas, celebradas en
italiano o inglés, la Sagrada Comunién se servia bajo
una sola especie: el Sagrado Cuerpo de Cristo. Teolo-
gicamente, el Sagrado Cuerpo de Cristo esta vivo.
Por lo tanto, también contiene la Sangre de Cristo.
Solo la Iglesia Catdlica de Estados Unidos practica la
comunion regular en todas las misas bajo ambas es-
pecies.

Seria instructivo analizar la historia de la Sagrada Co-
munién bajo ambas especies. Segun las Normas para
la distribucion y recepcion de la Sagrada Comunién
bajo dos especies en las didcesis de los Estados Uni-
dos de América:

“17. Desde los primeros dias de la celebracion de la
Eucaristia en la Iglesia, la Sagrada Comunién consis-
tia de la recepcion de ambas especies en cumplimien-
to del mandamiento del Senor: "tomen y coman... to-
men y beban". La distribucion de la Sagrada Comu-
nion a los fieles bajo ambas especies fue la norma por
mas de un milenio de practica liturgica catolica.

18. La practica de la Sagrada Comunién bajo ambas
especies en la Misa continu6 hasta fines del siglo XI,
cuando la costumbre de distribuir la Eucaristia a los
fieles solamente bajo la forma del pan empezé a pro-
pagarse. Para el siglo XII ya te6logos como Pedro
Cantor hablaban de la Comunién bajo una especie
como un tipo de "costumbre" de la Iglesia.28 Esta
practica se propago hasta que el Concilio de Constan-
cia en 1415 decret6 que la Sagrada Comunion seria
distribuida a los fieles bajo la forma de pan unicamen-
te.

19. En 1963, los Padres del Concilio Vaticano Il auto-
rizaron la extension de la facultad para la Sagrada
Comunién bajo ambas especies en Sacrosancum
Concilium:

‘Manteniendo firmes los principios dogmaticos decla-
rados por el Concilio de Trento, la comunién bajo am-
bas especies puede concederse, en los casos que la
Sede Apostdlica determine, tanto a los clérigos vy reli-
giosos como a los laicos.”

La pregunta que recibimos de nuestros feligreses es
la siguiente: ¢ cuando restaurara nuestra OLPH de
Riverside la Sagrada Comunion bajo las dos especies
de Pan y Vino, el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo? La

hemos suspendido desde el punto algido de la pan-

demia. Para reanudar esta practica sagrada e histo-

rica, necesitamos prepararnos y preparar a nuestra
iglesia.

- Necesitamos mas educacion/formacion sobre el

significado de la Sagrada Eucaristia.

e Necesitamos mas Ministros Extraordinarios de la
Sagrada Comunion que puedan capacitarse para
administrar el Sagrado Cuerpo y la Preciosisima
Sangre de nuestro Sefior.
