Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time

How do we look at the human situation today, from the per-
spective of the Gospel values of Love and Mercy, Justice
and Peace, the Absolute Inviolability of Human Dignity
and Rights and the Upholding of the Integrity of Creation?
The prophet Zephaniah 2:3; 3:12-13 erupted with the oracle
of restoration of the land and people after the success of
King Josiah’s reforms met its tragic end at his death at the
battle of Megiddo. King Josiah initiated reforms centralized
on the Temple in Jerusalem based on the book of ancient
traditions of Israel. He purged the Temple of necromancy,
divination and idolatry. He instituted the renewal of the
people’s commitment to the covenant with Yahweh which
in practice meant the promotion of social justice by ad-
dressing corruption and the liberation of the poor. But with
his death, the people and their leaders thought they were
abandoned by God. But by making Yahweh indifferent to
the rampant moral corruption and injustice, the people re-
duced Him into like the gods of other nations that permitted
oppression by the few against the many, and who had to be
titillated with offerings in order to waken them from the
slumber of unconcern. And so, the people went back to the
sins of old, a syncretistic religion of injustice and oppres-
sion. They would surely be punished; they would surely be
destroyed. It was in this dire situation that Zephaniah rose
to proclaim, “the day of the Lord”, the day of the Lord’s
anger, judgement and punishment on a sinful people. But
at the same time, the prophet thundered the tenderness of
the true God. Yahweh would restore the fortune of his peo-
ple. A remnant of the people — the poor and the humble
little ones — would arise and would become the shepherd of
the flock. They would offer an alternative leadership and
care because they had experienced what injustice and op-
pression did to them. All the people they would gather, not
in the mountain of Sion but in the name of the Lord.

And so, the psalmist sings praise to God (Psalm 146:6-7, 8-
9, 9-10). Only God can save his people from oppression
and hunger. God be praised because he takes the side of
the poor, the strangers and the little ones. He protects them
from all evils. And so, they are blessed because theirs is
the Kingdom of Heaven.

Now Paul gives the ground for the blessings accorded to the
poor, the little ones, the marginalized in church and society:
the cross of Jesus. In 1 Corinthians 1:26-31, he raises the
division in the community to its fundamental basis: the con-
tradiction between the wise, the powerful, the rich who are
few on the one hand, and the unschooled, the powerless, the
poor on the other. To the former, who count among them
the Jews who expect a triumphant messiah, the cross of Je-
sus is a scandal; to the Greeks among them, this cross of
Jesus is foolishness, without wisdom. Both invented a god
who Justlﬁes their way of creating poverty through mJustlce
and oppression. They created a god who could reason sci-
entifically why they must maintain classes and divisions in
church and society based on their power, influence and vio-
lence. But to the poor, the cross of Jesus is the power of

salvation of God. Repeatedly Paul describes God as
“choosing” and “calling” the weak, the illiterate, the poor,
the despised of the world, those who count for nothing to
reduce to nothing those who claim to be something, to be
somebody! The poor did not invent him. God chose to reveal
himself to them in Jesus Christ who carried and died on the
cross for justice, sanctification and redemption of those who
need him truly. The poor and the victims of injustice need
him. The powerful who created poverty and oppression
don’t.

Matthew 5:1-12a presents the 8 beatitudes as defining the
new program of God’s Reign. They are addressed to those
whom Jesus called, and who seriously respond to his invita-
tion. These are proclamations of values, not of commands
like the 10 commandments, an invitation to overcome one-
self constantly, a denunciation of malice, an offer of God’s
mercy and compassion and a gift of pure joy that only the
Reign of God can bring. “Blessed are the poor in spirit” be-
cause in them the Reign of God is present as gift and grace in
our midst. It is an invitation to discover the values of God’s
Reign in the difficulties that they have to go through, the ba-
sis of a new community of those redeemed by the cross of
Jesus. These are Jesus’ invitation to live the poverty, the af-
fliction, the detached generosity, the hunger and thirst for
justice as “blessings”! From material poverty to “poverty of
the spirit”, the confident openness to the will and providence
of God. From affliction to a messianic “consolation”, a sav-
ior uniquely capable of making sense to suffering and death.
From detached generosity to becoming the “inheritors” of the
“land”, receiving the kingdom of God. From hunger and
thirst for justice to hope for a radical change which only the
Good News can bring.

Can we respond to our complex human situation today guid-
ed by the Beatitudes of Jesus?

Pope Leo XIV has declared a special Jubilee
Year to honor St. Francis of Assisi on the

800™ anniversary of his death. Accordingly, there
will be Jubilee pilgrimage sites in our Diocese in
order for us to obtain the special Plenary Indul-
gence of this special Franciscan Jubilee. This
special Franciscan Jubilee started last January
10, 2026 and will end on January 10, 2027.

The Holy Father has invited all the Christian faith-
ful, and all people of good will, to follow the foot-
steps of St. Francis as a model of holiness of life,
of evangelical poverty, of constant witness of
peace and of brotherhood and sisterhood with all
creation. Francis embraced poverty and humbled
himself in order to be a true alter Christus on
earth. In his poverty and humility he exemplified
the way of loving, the way Jesus loved, in total
charity for people and creation. His poverty and
charity enabled him to be a selfless worker for
peace and defender of the integrity of creation.
Concretely on our part, this embrace of voluntary
poverty through charity and sharing of resources
should make us ready cooperators for peace-
building and the upholding of the integrity of crea-
tion, in its freshness, productivity and flourishing
sustainability.

In our beloved OLPH Church community, we live
this charity and humility and the promotion of
peace through justice and integrity of creation by
helping our church flourish. Last week, | wrote
about our expenses which amount to $54,700.00
a month. With the expected arrival of a new
priest, Vietnamese-born and Australian citizen,
Fr. Huan Van Nguyen, MSC, the salaries will go
up from $35,000.00 to $38,000.00.

And what is the income of our beloved OLPH Par-
ish? Do we have enough money to continue with
our sacramental-liturgical and socio-pastoral min-
istries to you, people of God?
