FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

FEBRUARY 8, 2026

Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time
As we accompany Jesus in the ordinariness of his life, love
and ministry, let us also be formed by him who has called
us to be with him.
Let us listen to the word-made-flesh as he was promised to
ancient Israel. In those days, when the exiles returned to
ancient Israel, they found the people of the land, the rem-
nant of the exile, thriving as a people. Those who returned,
the exiled rich landed gentry, wanted to reclaim ownership
of the land they left behind. Those who were left behind to
till the soil refused to give back the land. They were the
poor who carried the burden of production to support the
nation, as well as providing the payment of tribute to the
empire which the rich exiled nobility enjoyed. This class
conflict, created earlier by the rich before their exile, con-
tinued to provide the social basis for the poor’s frustration
of unfulfilled dreams. The rich returnees wanted to revive
the past, with themselves at the center of economic and po-
litical power. The people of the land wanted to move for-
ward, with the messianic hopes of renewal of all things for
the better. It was in this context that Isaiah 58:7-
10 intervened. In the Deuteronomistic tradition, now
adopted by Isaiah, divine justice superseded pietistic perfor
mances and ritualistic practices. The call for justice by
those in poverty should not be hidden or disregarded by
repetitive, mechanical acts of fasting that lack true signifi-
cance. How could the poor fast when they lived in hunger?
How could they abstain from meat when they had no meat
all the time? No. Meaningful fasting was demanded of the
rich and temple officials who used the law to oppress the
poor and keep them down. Real fasting means doing jus-
tice: share your bread with the hungry, shelter the op-
pressed and the homeless, clothe the naked and never with-
hold anything from anyone on your own accord. This is
true religion: the interiorization of worship of God flows
out into meaningful acts of justice for people and crea-
tion. The prophet learned this from experience: by injus-
tice, the rich stole from the poor. By hoarding they made
the poor homeless. By conquest, occupation and vassalage
they syphoned their lands’ resources, made them deprived
of their own native wealth, and forced them out of their
lands to go to their conqueror’s nation that got enriched by
the occupied territories. Thus, let us stop accusing the poor,
the homeless and the migrants of everything evil we can
think of. The fruit of justice shall be healing and vindica-
tion from the Lord. The fruit of justice shall be a life lived
in the light. The fruit of justice shall be the constant help of
the Lord. The fruit of justice shall be peace!
Thus, from the ancient time until now, the ideal person has
always been a just man and woman. The just one is a per-
son of integrity, steadfast in heart and, trusting in the Lord,
gives lavishly to the poor! (Psalm 112:4-5, 6-7, 8-9)
Jesus is the just man, the salt of the earth and the light of
the world. He is inviting us all — disciples and baptized by
his baptism - to be the salt of the earth and the light of the
world by living the beatitudes in our daily life. This is the
conclusion of the beatitudes, the exhortations that lead to

holiness, by the holy teacher that is Jesus. This Jesus, by go-
ing up the mountain to teach, replaced Moses as prophet and
teacher who received the Ten Commandments in Mount Si-
nai. Salt is a daily household necessity to give flavor to food,
to preserve food as well as for fertilizer. But to be an effec-
tive flavoring, preservative and fertilizer it must disappear
and be dissolved into its surroundings. Otherwise, if separat-
ed it will remain salt and useless! In biblical tradition, salt
has been used to symbolize wisdom! Wisdom is gained by
immersion into the life experience of peoples and creation.
And in the person of Jesus, the word of God is wisdom, the
Good News who is with us: Emmanuel! Jesus is the wisdom
of God. We are invited to be the Wisdom of God, because
we are the inheritors of this Wisdom tradition of Jesus. The
light of the world is Jesus. He replaces the city of Jerusalem
that was light of all nations on the mountain. We are invited
to be the light in our time, as heirs of this identity of Jesus: to
spread the Good News through all the earth through all the
ages. That is why we need to disappear in our immersion
with the people, the source of wisdom, in dialogue and syn-
odality. But we must also stand for what is true, and just and
right: the Good News that invites us to both faith and moral
correctness at the same time.

St. Paul gave us his life as an example in 1 Corinthians 2:1-
5. In his solidarity and immersion with the Gentiles and Jews
in Corinth, he learned that they found god in neat rhetorics
and philosophical discourse. So, he proposed Jesus Christ
Crucified as the alternative faith and the consequent moral
way of living! We cannot understand him by the logic of
reason and scientific investigation alone. More fundamentally,
we can only proclaim the mystery of God with the help of the Spirit
and the grace of God through our immersion and solidarity with the
radical weakness of the human condition. In the highly divided
community, this means with the poor and the marginalized and
their dreams of an alternative better future. Thus, if we need to
know the will of God, we need to listen to the cry of the poor and
the groaning of creation. — Fr. Ben, MSC

QUINTO DOMINGO DE TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Quinto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Mientras acompafiamos a Jesus en la sencillez de su vida,
amor y ministerio, dejémonos también formar por aquel
que nos ha llamado a estar con ¢l.

Escuchemos la Palabra hecha carne, tal como fue prometi-
da al antiguo Israel. En aquellos dias, cuando los exiliados
regresaron al antiguo Israel, encontraron que el pueblo de
la tierra, el remanente del exilio, prosperaba. Los que re-
gresaron, la rica nobleza terrateniente exiliada, querian re-
cuperar la propiedad de las tierras que habian dejado atras.
Quienes se habian quedado para cultivar la tierra se nega-
ron a devolverla. Eran los pobres quienes soportaban la
carga de la produccion para sostener a la nacion, ademas
de pagar el tributo al imperio, del cual disfrutaba la rica
nobleza exiliada. Este conflicto de clases, creado anterior-
mente por los ricos antes de su exilio, continud proporcio-
nando la base social para la frustracion de los pobres por
sus suefios incumplidos. Los ricos que regresaron querian
revivir el pasado, con ellos mismos en el centro del poder
econémico y politico. El pueblo de la tierra queria avanzar,
con la esperanza mesidnica de la renovacion de todas las
cosas para mejor. Fue en este contexto que intervino Isaias
58:7-10. En la tradicion deuteronomista, ahora adoptada
por Isaias, la justicia divina prevalecia sobre las practicas
piadosas y los rituales. El clamor de justicia de los pobres
no debia ser ocultado ni ignorado por actos repetitivos y
mecanicos de ayuno que carecian de verdadero significado.
(Como podian ayunar los pobres si vivian con hambre?
(Como podian abstenerse de carne si nunca tenian carne?
No. Se exigia un ayuno significativo a los ricos y a los fun-
cionarios del templo que usaban la ley para oprimir a los
pobres y mantenerlos sometidos. El verdadero ayuno signi-
fica practicar la justicia: compartir el pan con el hambrien-
to, dar refugio al oprimido y al sin techo, vestir al desnudo
y nunca negar nada a nadie por propia voluntad. Esta es la
verdadera religion: la interiorizacion del culto a Dios se
manifiesta en actos significativos de justicia para las perso-
nas y la creacion. El profeta aprendi6 esto de la experien-
cia: por la injusticia, los ricos robaban a los pobres. Al aca-
parar, dejaban a los pobres sin hogar. Mediante la conquis-
ta, la ocupacion y el vasallaje, saquearon los recursos de
esas tierras, privaron a sus habitantes de su propia riqueza
y los obligaron a abandonar sus hogares para emigrar a la
nacién de sus conquistadores, que se enriquecio a costa de
los territorios ocupados. Por lo tanto, dejemos de culpar a
los pobres, a los sin techo y a los migrantes de todos los
males imaginables. El fruto de la justicia sera la sanacion y
la reivindicacion que provienen del Sefior. El fruto de la
justicia sera una vida vivida en la luz. El fruto de la justicia sera la
ayuda constante del Sefior. jEl fruto de la justicia ser la paz!

Asi, desde la antigiiedad hasta nuestros dias, la persona
ideal siempre ha sido un hombre y una mujer justos. El
justo es una persona integra, firme de corazon y que, con-
fiando en el Sefior, da generosamente a los pobres (Salmo
112:4-5, 6-7, 8-9).

Jesus es el hombre justo, la sal de la tierra y la luz del mun-
do. Nos invita a todos —discipulos y bautizados— a ser la

sal de la tierra y la luz del mundo viviendo las bienaventuran-
zas en nuestra vida diaria. Esta es la conclusion de las biena-
venturanzas, las exhortaciones que conducen a la santidad,
segun la ensefianza del santo maestro Jesus. Este Jesus, al
subir a la montafia para ensefiar, reemplazo a Moisés como
profeta y maestro que recibio los Diez Mandamientos en el
Monte Sinai. La sal es una necesidad diaria en el hogar para
dar sabor a los alimentos, para conservarlos y también como
fertilizante. Pero para ser un condimento, conservante y ferti-
lizante eficaz, debe disolverse e integrarse en su entorno. De
lo contrario, si permanece separada, seguira siendo sal e int-
til. En la tradicion biblica, la sal se ha utilizado para simboli-
zar la sabiduria. La sabiduria se adquiere mediante la inmer-
sion en la experiencia de vida de los pueblos y de la creacion.
Y en la persona de Jesus, la palabra de Dios es sabiduria, la
Buena Nueva que est4 con nosotros: jEmmanuel! Jests es la
sabiduria de Dios. Estamos invitados a ser la Sabiduria de
Dios, porque somos herederos de esta tradicion de sabiduria
de Jesus. La luz del mundo es Jesus. El reemplaza a la ciudad
de Jerusalén, que era la luz de todas las naciones en la monta-
fia. Estamos invitados a ser la luz en nuestro tiempo, como
herederos de esta identidad de Jests: a difundir la Buena
Nueva por toda la tierra a lo largo de los siglos. Por eso nece-
sitamos integrarnos con el pueblo, fuente de sabiduria, en el
dialogo y la sinodalidad. Pero también debemos defender lo
que es verdadero, justo y correcto: la Buena Nueva que nos
invita a la fe y a la rectitud moral al mismo tiempo.

San Pablo nos dio su vida como ejemplo en 1 Corintios 2:1-
5. En su solidaridad e inmersion con los gentiles y judios de
Corinto, aprendi6 que ellos buscaban a Dios en la retérica
elegante y el discurso filosofico. Por eso, propuso a Jesucris-
to crucificado como la fe alternativa y el consecuente modo
de vida moral. No podemos comprenderlo solo con la logica
de la razdn y la investigacion cientifica. De manera mas fun-
damental, solo podemos proclamar el misterio de Dios con la
ayuda del Espiritu y la gracia de Dios, a través de nuestra
inmersion y solidaridad con la radical fragilidad de la condi-
cion humana. En esta comunidad tan dividida, esto significa
estar con los pobres y los marginados y sus suefios de un fu-
turo mejor. Por lo tanto, si queremos conocer la voluntad de
Dios, debemos escuchar el clamor de los pobres y el gemido
de la creacion. — Padre Ben, MSC

Dear OLPH Parishioners,

May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved everywhere,
now and forever!

These are difficult times we are living in. Full of hopes
and challenges. Barely has our Holy Father Pope Leo
XIV started to catechize us on the teachings of the
Second Vatican Council when groups in and outside
the Church have also renewed their attacks against
the Church, the Holy Fathers and the Second Vatican
Council.

Leading the assault on the Church and Vatican Il is
the Society of Saint Pius X, founded by Catholic Bish-
op Marcel Lefebvre in 1970. This anti-Vatican Il group
trains traditionalist seminarians. When the Holy See
canonically suppressed it in 1975, Lefebvre chose to
ignore it. He called the action illegal. In 1988, Lefebvre
was automatically excommunicated (latae sententiae)
by Pope John Paul Il for consecrating bishops without
the Holy Father’s permission. The center of this anti-
Vatican Il group has shifted from Switzerland and the
French-speaking Europe to the United States of Amer-
ica. Itis possible that we are not aware that, with pop-
ulist politics and patriotic ideology, we are already
contaminated and influenced by this anger of tradition-
alists against the present system of our Vatican Il
Church side by side with political partisanship and the
ideologization of the faith by some prominent politi-
cians backed by big-time neoliberal investors.

What are the indicators of this traditionalist movement
in and outside the Church that probably have crept
into our consciousness, religious beliefs and cultural
practices as Catholics? Here are some, which you
may test on yourself to approximate the measure of
your Catholic.

- In favor of the Latin Mass, with vehement aversion
against the New Order of Mass (as we have it now: in the
vernacular language, the celebrant facing the people, with
the active participation of parishioners of all walks of life
and ages in the liturgy and the sacraments.

- Objections to synodality and the synodal way of liv-
ing together as Church, as People of God).

- Vehement emotional reactions to the concept of
Women and LGBTQ+ participation in the Church.

- Its support for (US-based) Christian Nationalism (the
US is a Christian nation that must be defended, even
through subversion, occupation and overseas war) and also
for the US-based Christian Zionism (support of Christians to
Israel, justifying its attacks, massacre, genocide and the
dispossession of people of their land).

- In sum, the obvious rejection of Vatican I, its teach-
ings, its fruits and its practices.

And so in this conflictive angry world, to the point of being
malicious, we continue to pray and work for unity in diversi-
ty, communion and reconciliation, listening and dialogue,
with Jesus at the center of our search for truth and justice,
with the light, strength and guidance of the Holy Spirit and
with the extravagant embrace by the inclusive love of the
Father.

And so, we remember the poet’s question: “How do | love
thee?...Let me count the ways..” With mercy, for mercy
“blesseth him that gives and him that takes”! Today, we
push it further: Love as Jesus loved. “Rejoice in the Lord
always: and again | say, Rejoice.” (Phil 4:4).

On February 13th, in the evening, let us party and cel-
ebrate our Love for God, for one another, for the King-
dom of God, for our beloved OLPH Church. Let us
celebrate with food and music, with songs and danc-
ing, with funny conversations and meeting new
friends.

iQue el Sagrado Corazén de Jesus sea amado en
todas partes, ahora y siempre!

Vivimos tiempos dificiles, llenos de esperanzas y
desafios. Apenas nuestro Santo Padre, el Papa Leodn
XIV, ha comenzado a catequizarnos sobre las ense-
nanzas del Concilio Vaticano Il, cuando grupos dentro
y fuera de la Iglesia han renovado sus ataques contra
la Iglesia, los Santos Padres y el propio Concilio Vati-
cano |Il.

A la cabeza de este ataque contra la Iglesia y el Vati-
cano Il se encuentra la Sociedad de San Pio X, funda-
da por el obispo catélico Marcel Lefebvre en 1970.
Este grupo anti-Vaticano Il forma seminaristas tradi-
cionalistas. Cuando la Santa Sede la suprimié canoni-
camente en 1975, Lefebvre optd por ignorar la deci-
sion, calificandola de ilegal. En 1988, Lefebvre fue
excomulgado automaticamente (latae sententiae) por
el Papa Juan Pablo Il por consagrar obispos sin el
permiso del Santo Padre. El centro de este grupo anti-
Vaticano Il se ha trasladado de Suiza y la Europa
francéfona a los Estados Unidos de América. Es posi-
ble que no seamos conscientes de que, con la politica
populista y la ideologia patriética, ya estamos conta-
minados e influenciados por esta ira de los tradiciona-
listas contra el sistema actual de nuestra Iglesia post-
Vaticano Il, junto con el partidismo politico y la ideolo-
gizacion de la fe por parte de algunos politicos promi-
nentes respaldados por grandes inversores neoliberales.

¢, Cuales son los indicadores de este movimiento tradi-
cionalista dentro y fuera de la Iglesia que probable-
mente se han infiltrado en nuestra conciencia, creen-
cias religiosas y practicas culturales como catdlicos?
Aqui hay algunos, que puedes examinar en ti mismo
para aproximar la medida de tu catolicidad.

- A favor de la Misa en latin, con una aversion vehe-
mente contra el Nuevo Orden de la Misa (tal como lo
tenemos ahora: en lengua vernacula, con el celebran-
te de cara al pueblo, con la participacion activa de feli-
greses de todas las edades y condiciones sociales en
la liturgia y los sacramentos).

- Objeciones a la sinodalidad y al modo sinodal de
vivir juntos como Iglesia, como Pueblo de Dios.

- Reacciones emocionales vehementes ante el con-
cepto de la participacion de mujeres y personas
LGBTQ+ en la Iglesia.

- Su apoyo al nacionalismo cristiano (con sede en Es-
tados Unidos) (Estados Unidos es una nacion cristia-
na que debe ser defendida, incluso mediante la sub-
version, la ocupacion y la guerra en el extranjero) y
también al sionismo cristiano (con sede en Estados
Unidos) (apoyo de los cristianos a Israel, justificando
sus ataques, masacres, genocidio y el despojo de la
tierra a su poblacion).

- En resumen, el rechazo evidente del Concilio Vati-
cano ll, sus ensefianzas, sus frutos y sus practicas.

Y asi, en este mundo conflictivo y lleno de ira, hasta el

punto de ser malicioso, continuamos orando y trabajan-
do por la unidad en la diversidad, la comunién y la re-
conciliacion, la escucha y el dialogo, con Jesus en el
centro de nuestra busqueda de la verdad y la justicia,
con la luz, la fuerza y la guia del Espiritu Santo y con el
abrazo generoso del amor inclusivo del Padre.

Y asi, recordamos la pregunta del poeta: "; Cémo te
amo?... Déjame enumerar las maneras..." Con miseri-
cordia, porque la misericordia "bendice tanto al que da
como al que recibe".
