FEBRUARY 15, 2026

Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time

In ancient Israel, the Jews in the Diaspora — the dispersal of
a people from their original homeland to other lands —
turned to the Law, the Torah, as their guide in living their
covenant relationship with Yahweh. This became more
imperative as they were immersed in the different cultures
of different peoples in different lands. While they kept
their purity as a people by their fidelity to the prescriptions
of the Law, they also had to contend with the structures of
society and the dynamics of life in a different environment
they found themselves in. Ben Sirach rose to the occa-
sion. In a Greek environment, (c. 197 BCE), he wrote his
insights into their new ordinary experiences from the per-
spective of the Law, the Deuteronomistic tradition which
said: if you obey the law, you will be blessed; if you diso-
bey, you will be cursed. In this tradition, Yahweh was
known as the source of both blessing and punishment. In
this Wisdom setting, the wisest man was he who had rever-
ence for Yahweh. This meant fulfilling the Law, especially
the law of justice and mercy to the poor, the weak and the
needy. The wise man was characterized by his life of com-
mon sense, clarity to communicate insights from ordinary
daily experiences and prudence in applying the law, and its
legal prescriptions, to concrete human situation. For, Si-
rach freedom was a fundamental moral option between
good and evil; it was not merely a choice of one from
among the many. The wise man was a moral per-

son. Yahweh was never the source nor the cause of
good and evil. That decision —to do good or to do
evil; to be blessed or to be punished; to choose life or
to prefer death - was fundamentally in the hands of the
wise man or of the foolish one. God, in the immensity
of his Wisdom, was always on the side of life, of jus-
tice and mercy. (Sirach 15:15-20).

In this longest psalm of 176 verses, Psalm 119 is di-
vided by 24 stanzas according to the Hebrew alphabet
and each stanza composed of 8 verses, the Psalmist
gives homage and blessings to the lover of the

law. We know 7 as a perfect number; by adding 1 to
it, 8 comes out as the perfect sum. To observe the law,
or to love the law of God, or to love the God of the
Law, is truly to find perfection in life.

The perfection of life through love of God and obedi-
ence to his law finds its fullness and radicality in the
person of Jesus. He is the new Lawgiver, the God-
with-us who fulfills the Law. He replaces the Torah.
He is the new law for all. He gives the most radical
insight into the observance of the law and the realiza-
tion of the prophetic alternative. The radical goals of
the law and the prophets which he now fulfills in his
person are life and love and service to life, justice and
truth and mercy in function of justice. Beyond the let-
ter of the law and the material realization of prophetic
imperatives, Jesus invites us to the radicalization of

the human spirit in the world. He is inviting us to trans-
cend the law and its prescriptions, and to transform all
social structures, cultures and traditions by exposing the
total weakness and radical fragility of human legislation
and standards. Their sense of justice must be exposed
as totally opposite to the sense of justice of the kingdom
of heaven and as real obstacles to enter the kingdom of
God. Reconciliation must be sought and must prevail
over anger manipulative deception. The dignity of
women must be upheld; their sacredness, and that of
men, must be defended against laws that pretend to pro-
tect them but are actually violative and is self-
destructive. Societies and cultures built to the destruc-
tion of the majority by the unjust and oppressive few,
even though made solemn by an oath to God, must be
subverted and replaced by one that is closer to God’s
kingdom of heaven. (Matthew 5:17-37)

This is so difficult to comprehend. Especially because
we are not used to thinking the gospel way. We need to
learn from St. Paul who advised the Corinthian commu-
nity to look into their life-situation from the perspective
of the Wisdom of God, and pursue to transform it, to
subvert it. (1 Corinthians 2:6-10) We need to allow the
Holy Spirit of God to guide us, to get us out from an
infantile faith to a mature one. Infantile faith listens to
the rulers of this age, and like children are deceived and
exploited by them. Mature faith enters the wisdom of
God, mysterious and unknown to the rulers who operate
by power and greatness, but cannot know and cannot
appreciate the Cross of Jesus that saves! How do we do
it? Through love of God and love for one another! Let
us ask the Spirit of God to teach us how to respond to
God’s love for us by loving each other. Let us welcome
the Holy Spirit to scrutinize us, even as it scrutinizes
everything, even the depths of God. — Fr. Ben, MSC

SEXTO DOMINGO DE TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Sexto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

En el antiguo Israel, los judios en la diaspora —Ila disper-
sion de un pueblo desde su patria original hacia otras tie-
rras— recurrian a la Ley, la Tora, como guia para vivir su
relacion de alianza con Yahvé. Esto se volvio mas impera-
tivo al sumergirse en las diferentes culturas de diferentes
pueblos en diferentes tierras. Si bien mantuvieron su pure-
za como pueblo mediante su fidelidad a las prescripciones
de la Ley, también tuvieron que lidiar con las estructuras
sociales y las dinamicas de la vida en un entorno diferente.
Ben Siracides estuvo a la altura de las circunstancias. En
un entorno griego (c. 197 a. C.), escribi6 sus reflexiones
sobre sus nuevas experiencias cotidianas desde la perspec-
tiva de la Ley, la tradicion deuteronomista que decia: si
obedeces la ley, seras bendecido; si la desobedeces, seras
maldecido. En esta tradicion, Yahvé era conocido como
fuente tanto de bendicion como de castigo. En este contex-
to de la Sabiduria, el hombre mas sabio era aquel que reve-
renciaba a Yahvé. Esto implicaba cumplir la Ley, especial-
mente la ley de justicia y misericordia con los pobres, los
débiles y los necesitados. El hombre sabio se caracterizaba
por su sentido comun, su claridad para comunicar las ideas
de la vida cotidiana y su prudencia al aplicar la ley y sus
prescripciones legales a la situacion humana concreta.
Pues, segun el Eclesiastico, la libertad era una opcion mo-
ral fundamental entre el bien y el mal; no era simplemente
la eleccion de uno entre muchos. El hombre sabio era una
persona moral. Yahvé nunca fue la fuente ni la causa del
bien y del mal. Esa decision —hacer el bien o hacer el mal;
ser bendecido o ser castigado; elegir la vida o preferir la
muerte— estaba fundamentalmente en manos del sabio o
del necio. Dios, en la inmensidad de su Sabiduria, siempre
estuvo del lado de la vida, de la justicia y la misericordia
(Eclesiastico 15:15-20).

En este salmo, el mas extenso de 176 versiculos, el Salmo
119 esta dividido en 24 estrofas segtn el alfabeto hebreo, y
cada estrofa, compuesta por 8 versiculos, el salmista rinde
homenaje y bendice al amante de la ley. Sabemos que el 7
es un numero perfecto; al afiadirle 1, resulta 8, una suma
perfecta. Observar la ley, amar la ley de Dios o amar al
Dios de la Ley, es verdaderamente encontrar la perfeccion
en la vida.

La perfeccion de la vida mediante el amor a Dios y la obe-
diencia a su ley encuentra su plenitud y radicalidad en la
persona de Jesus. El es el nuevo Legislador, el Dios con
nosotros que cumple la Ley. Reemplaza la Tora. Es la nue-
va ley para todos. Ofrece la vision mas radical de la obser-
vancia de la ley y la realizacion de la alternativa profética.
Los objetivos radicales de la ley y los profetas, que ahora
El cumple en su persona, son la vida, el amor y el servicio
a la vida, la justicia, la verdad y la misericordia en funcion
de la justicia. Mas alla de la letra de la ley y la realizacion
material de los imperativos proféticos, Jesus nos invita a la
radicalizacion del espiritu humano en el mundo. Nos invita
a trascender la ley y sus prescripciones, y a transformar
todas las estructuras sociales, culturas y tradiciones, expo-

niendo la total debilidad y la radical fragilidad de la legisla-
cion y las normas humanas. Su sentido de la justicia debe ser
expuesto como totalmente opuesto al sentido de la justicia
del reino de los cielos y como verdaderos obstaculos para
entrar en el reino de Dios. Se debe buscar la reconciliacion y
debe prevalecer sobre la ira, la manipulacion y el engafio. La
dignidad de las mujeres debe ser defendida; su sacralidad, y
la de los hombres, debe ser defendida contra leyes que pre-
tenden protegerlas, pero que en realidad las violan y son au-
todestructivas. Las sociedades y culturas construidas para la
destruccion de la mayoria por unos pocos injustos y opreso-
res, aunque solemnizadas por un juramento a Dios, deben ser
subvertidas y reemplazadas por una que se acerque mas al
reino de los cielos de Dios. (Mateo 5:17-37)

Esto es muy dificil de comprender, sobre todo porque no es-
tamos acostumbrados a pensar segin el Evangelio. Necesita-
mos aprender de San Pablo, quien aconsejo a la comunidad
corintia que analizara su situacion desde la perspectiva de la
Sabiduria de Dios y se esforzara por transformarla y subver-
tirla (1 Corintios 2:6-10). Necesitamos dejar que el Espiritu
Santo nos guie, que nos saque de una fe infantil a una madu-
ra. La fe infantil escucha a los gobernantes de este siglo y,
como nifios, se deja engafiar y explotar por ellos. La fe madu-
ra entra en la sabiduria de Dios, misteriosa y desconocida
para los gobernantes que actiian con poder y grandeza, pero
que no pueden conocer ni apreciar la cruz de Jests que salva.
(Coémo lo logramos? jPor el amor a Dios y el amor mutuo!
Pidamos al Espiritu de Dios que nos ensefie a responder al
amor de Dios por nosotros amandonos unos a otros. Demos
la bienvenida al Espiritu Santo para que nos escudrifie, como
lo escudrina todo, incluso las profundidades de Dios.

Pastors “Pen

Dear OLPH Parishioners,

May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved everywhere,
now and forever!

As we continue to follow the catechesis of Pope Leo
XIV on the Second Vatican Council, two conciliar doc-
uments might be worth reading for our spiritual matu-
ration as a community of faith.

One is the Dogmatic Constitution on the Church, also
known as Lumen Gentium, the first two words in the
document written in Latin. It means Light of Na-

tions. Christ is the Light of nations. It defines the na-
ture and mission of the Church. It begins with the defi-
nition of the Church as mystery (Ch. 1), then as People
of God (Ch. Il), then as Hierarchy (Ch. Ill) and only
then as Laity (Ch. IV). This presentation of the
Church differs from that of pre-Vatican Il. Pre-Vatican
Il ecclesiology started with the defining the Church
structurally, as a Hierarchy, followed by the Laity.

The other is the Pastoral Constitution on the Church in
the Modern World (Gaudium et Spes = the Joy and
Hope, first two letters in the document). It starts with a
firm recognition that the Joys and Hope of humanity,
their griefs and anxieties, are “the hopes and joys,
griefs and anxieties of the followers of Christ”. The
Church embraces now the whole humanity — and cre-
ation — and explains the meaning of her presence and
activity in the world today.

It is important for us, Catholics in communion with
Rome, to have this firm conviction of being Church
today. Our identity has grown and developed through
the ages. Nothing has been discarded; the develop-
ment of doctrine and theology continues to affirm and
re-affirm the fundamental revelation of God in Sacred
Scripture and Tradition. Vatican Il is part of this living
Tradition of the Church. The Bible gives meaning to
Tradition; Tradition interprets the divine revelation in
Sacred Scripture. To us Catholics, these two are in-
separable.

These recent years have experienced radical changes
in the way we live and chart our future. These give
rise to questions that we need to sift through the eyes
of faith, in the Catholic Tradition which contain the
doctrines of the Catholic Church. What is our answer
to the phenomenon of “in vitro fertilization”, which has
helped married couples bear children and fulfill their
love and creativity through scientific intervention? How
does one morally regard the living babies kept in the
glasses and preserved for future implantation? Or
should they, living humans, be just done away

with? Or how does one see the production of weap-
ons of mass destruction used in wars that often bene-
fit the economic elite in the world rather than the peo-
ple themselves who give value to their wealth? Yes, at
the expense of social welfare of the people them-
selves. The recent papal pronouncements tend to say
that the “just war” theory cannot be justified anymore

in our time, because these weapons kill and destroy
indiscriminately human life and creation. Or nearer to
home, how does one morally evaluate the policies and
implementation of policies with regard to migrants? In
these and other modern problematique, who do we
listen to or turn to for guidance?

In these times, as we celebrate St. Valentine’s Day,
the day of love, let us once again turn to God and his
love for us. It is a love made flesh, Jesus Christ, who
suffered, died and rose again for our sake because we
are the treasures of God’s heart. Ah, yes, “how do |
love thee? Let me count the ways”. And the quality of
mercy, “it blesseth him that gives and him that takes”.
Above all, let us learn to love as Jesus loved: “greater
life no one has than he who lays down his life for his
friends” (John 15:13).

Let us be the Valentine of one another. Happy Valen-
tine’s Day to all. — Fr. Ben, MSC

A medida que continuamos la catequesis del Papa
Ledn XIV sobre el Concilio Vaticano Il, dos documen-
tos conciliares podrian ser valiosos para nuestra ma-
duracion espiritual como comunidad de fe.

Uno es la Constitucion Dogmatica sobre la Iglesia,
también conocida como Lumen Gentium, las dos pri-
meras palabras del documento, escritas en latin. Sig-
nifican Luz de las Naciones. Cristo es la Luz de las
Naciones. Define la naturaleza y la mision de la Igle-
sia. Comienza con la definicion de la Iglesia como
misterio (Cap. 1), luego como Pueblo de Dios (Cap. Il),
luego como Jerarquia (Cap. lll) y solo entonces como
Laicado (Cap. IV). Esta presentacion de la Iglesia di-
fiere de la anterior al Vaticano Il. La eclesiologia ante-
rior al Vaticano Il comenzé con la definicion estructu-
ral de la Iglesia, como Jerarquia, seguida por la del
Laicado.

El otro es la Constitucion Pastoral sobre la Iglesia en
el Mundo Actual (Gaudium et Spes = Alegria y Espe-
ranza, las dos primeras letras del documento). Co-
mienza con el firme reconocimiento de que las ale-
grias y la esperanza de la humanidad, sus penas y
angustias, son «las esperanzas, alegrias, penas y an-
gustias de los seguidores de Cristo». La Iglesia abra-
za ahora a toda la humanidad —y a la creacién—y
explica el significado de su presencia y actividad en el
mundo de hoy.

Es importante para nosotros, catélicos en comunién
con Roma, tener esta firme conviccion de ser Iglesia
hoy. Nuestra identidad ha crecido y se ha desarrolla-
do a lo largo de los siglos. Nada se ha descartado; el
desarrollo de la doctrina y la teologia continua afir-
mando y reafirmando la revelacion fundamental de
Dios en la Sagrada Escritura y la Tradicion. El Vati-
cano |l forma parte de esta Tradicion viva de la Igle-
sia. La Biblia da sentido a la Tradicion; la Tradicion
interpreta la revelacion divina en la Sagrada Escritu-
ra. Para nosotros, los catdlicos, ambas son insepara-
bles.

En los ultimos anos hemos experimentado cambios
radicales en nuestra forma de vivir y proyectar nuestro
futuro. Estos cambios suscitan preguntas que debe-
mos analizar desde la perspectiva de la fe, en la Tra-
dicion Catdlica, que contiene las doctrinas de la Igle-
sia Catdlica. ¢ Cual es nuestra respuesta al fenébmeno
de la "fecundacion in vitro", que ha ayudado a las pa-
rejas casadas a tener hijos y a desarrollar su amor y
creatividad mediante la intervencion cientifica?

¢, Como se debe considerar moralmente a los bebés
Vivos que se mantienen en los vasos y se conservan
para una futura implantacion? ;O deberiamos simple-
mente eliminarlos, seres humanos vivos? ;O como se
debe ver la produccién de armas de destruccion masi-
va utilizadas en guerras que a menudo benefician a la

élite econdmica mundial en lugar de a las propias per-
sonas que valoran su riqueza? Si, a expensas del bie-
nestar social de las propias personas. Los recientes
pronunciamientos papales tienden a afirmar que la teo-
ria de la "guerra justa" ya no puede justificarse en nues-
tro tiempo, porque estas armas matan y destruyen in-
discriminadamente la vida humana y la creacién. O,
mas concretamente, §como se deben evaluar moral-
mente las politicas y su implementacion con respecto a
los migrantes? En estas y otras problematicas moder-
nas, ¢,a quién escuchamos o a quién recurrimos en bus-
ca de orientacion? En estos tiempos, al celebrar San
Valentin, el dia del amor, volvamos a Dios y a su amor
por nosotros. Es un amor encarnado, Jesucristo, quien
sufrié, murié y resucitd por nosotros porque somos el
tesoro del corazon de Dios. Ah, si, " Cémo te amo?
Déjame contarte las maneras". Y |la misericordia,
"bendice al que da y al que recibe". Sobre todo, apren-
damos a amar como Jesus amo: "Nadie tiene vida mas
grande que la de quien da la vida por sus ami-

gos" (Juan 15:13).
