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SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

Dear friends, on this Second Sunday of Lent, let us enter more
deeply into the mystery of life and human history, the mystery
of God’s historical self-revelation into our lives in the

world. This self-revelation of God ushered in the history of
our salvation: God is the God of history, of salvation histo-

ry.

The story of Abraham (Gen 12:1-4a) is introduced by the
Priestly Tradition in order to give meaning to the events in
the life of Israel in the 6™ century BCE: the experience of
exile, the return to the land and what caused this exile and
return. Tracing their history backwards — their return from
exile and the exile (the geopolitics of imperial domination),
the divided kingdom and the monarchy (the evolution of
socio-political order), the judges and the occupation of the
conquered land (the economics of land distribution and
sharing of resources), the wandering in the desert, the exo-
dus and slavery and oppression in Egypt (the experience of
liberation and the challenge of new beginnings in freedom),
their election as God’s people and the story of the mothers
and fathers of Israel — the Priestly tradition discovered the
word of God operative in human history: the promise of
blessings is the way of Divine Justice. The Justice of God
is the key to understand the events and direction in the his-
tory of ancient Israel. This is also the key to understand our
own personal and collective history. In the midst of con-
crete experiences of imperialist wars of expansion and con-
trol of resources, Abram sought to free himself and his kin-
dred from that chaos to find a new place of genuine peace
which consisted of land, productivity and posterity. The
Priestly Tradition reflected on this as a call of God to
Abram, with a promise to make of him a father of nations
different from the nations of his origin. To all he will be a
blessing of peace and justice, industry and productivity, of
love and mercy, of children and posterity. Ab is father;
raham could mean “multitude”; the other word racham
could mean “womb”, “compassion”. Abram’s departure
from that chaotic violence was his declaration of liberation,
interpreted as his obedience to the direction of the Lord.
The psalmist now sings of the mercy and justice of Yah-
weh (Psalm 33:4-5, 18-19, 20, 22). He does so by making
creation and human history sing their testimony with joy
and trust in the Lord. The word of the Lord and his project
for humanity and creation are one. When a conflict arises
between God’s project and human initiatives, the solution
lies not in force and violence but in the mercy and justice of
Yahweh. That is why our hope, humanity’s hope for a bet-
ter life, for the fulfilment of our dreams is always Yahweh!
God’s self-revelation and presentation of his will for hu-
manity and creation find their fulfilment — and more be-
sides — in the person of Jesus. Peter’s confession that Jesus
is the Messiah, the Son of God (Matt 16:16) is followed by
Jesus’ prohibition for them not to say anything about his
being Messiah. Jesus is now the hidden, underground liber-
ator and savior, but not with violence and war. Rather, he
predicts his passion, death and resurrection (Matt 16:21-23)

which will also be the same fate as of those who will follow
him (Matt 16:24-28). The only way to confirm this way of
Jesus — and to take away the fear of the disciples, especially
of Peter who forbade him to suffer not because he loved him
but because he wanted to save himself from that possible
tragic fate — is for God himself to confirm the identity, mis-
sion and fate of Jesus. Matthew 17:1-9 provides that dra-
matic Transfiguration of Jesus: he will now take and fulfill
the roles of Moses as teacher and of Elijah as prophet. When
God proclaims Jesus as his beloved Son in whom he is well
pleased, the mission of the Suffering Servant is handed over
to Jesus. It was a mission of Justice and Liberation for which
he suffered. Jesus will do the same. Him only we must lis-
ten to. Him only must we follow.

Dear friends, that is now our identity as followers of Jesus
and baptized in his blood. We are the inheritors of his loving
mission: as citizens of the Kingdom of Heaven, to suffer and
die for the cause of Justice and Liberation.

Paul has made this clear to the new Christian community that
was slowly creating its structures of leadership and service (2
Timothy 1:8b-10). To preach the Good News by those gift-
ed, chosen and confirmed by the imposition of hands — the
ordination that transmitted the charism of the Holy Spirit to
lead the church with bravery, courage and firm witness to
Jesus even to the point of martyrdom — entails the awareness
and acceptance of the possibility of persecution. Paul him-
self experienced this by his imprisonment. Our church lead-
ers today — and all Catholics, as stewards of creation and
caretakers of one another for that matter — yes, we, must take
to heart this Jesus tradition. We stand our ground amidst the
hardships earned as consequences of preaching and living the
Gospel of Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ himself will strengthen
us in this way to holiness. It is high time that we truly live
this deposit of faith in our lives if we are truly convinced that
Jesus Christ through the Gospel we preach has destroyed
death and brought us life and immortality. — Fr. Ben, MSC

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SEGUNDO DOMINGO DE CUARESMA

Queridos amigos, en este Segundo Domingo de Cuaresma,
entremos mas profundamente en el misterio de la vida 'y de
la historia humana, el misterio de la autorrevelacion histo-
rica de Dios en nuestra vida en el mundo. Esta autorrevela-
ci6n de Dios dio inicio a la historia de nuestra salvacion:
Dios es el Dios de la historia, de la historia de la salvacion.

La historia de Abraham (Gén 12,1-4a) es introducida por
la Tradicidon Sacerdotal para dar sentido a los aconteci-
mientos de la vida de Israel en el siglo VI a.C.: la experien-
cia del exilio, el regreso a la tierra y lo que provoco ese
exilio y regreso. Trazando su historia hacia atras — su re-
torno del exilio y el exilio (la geopolitica de la dominacion
imperial), el reino dividido y la monarquia (la evolucion
del orden socio-politico), los jueces y la ocupacion de la
tierra conquistada (la economia de la distribucion de la tie-
rra y el reparto de recursos), la caminata en el desierto, el
¢xodo y la esclavitud y opresion en Egipto (la experiencia
de la liberacion y el desafio de nuevos comienzos en liber-
tad), su eleccion como pueblo de Dios y la historia de las
madres y padres de Israel — la tradicion sacerdotal descu-
bri6 la palabra de Dios operante en la historia humana: la
promesa de bendiciones es el camino de la Justicia Divi-
na. La justicia de Dios es la clave para entender los acon-
tecimientos y la direccidn en la historia del antiguo Israel.
Esta es también la clave para comprender nuestra propia
historia personal y colectiva. En medio de experiencias
concretas de guerras imperialistas de expansion y control
de recursos, Abram busc6 liberarse a si mismo y a sus pa-
rientes de ese caos para encontrar un nuevo lugar de paz
genuina, que consistia en tierra, productividad y posteri-
dad. La Tradicion Sacerdotal reflexion6 sobre esto como
un llamado de Dios a Abram, con la promesa de convertir-
lo en padre de naciones diferentes a las naciones de su ori-
gen. Para todos sera una bendicion de paz y justicia, de
industria y productividad, de amor y misericordia, de hijos
y posteridad. Ab es padre; raham podria significar
“multitud”; la otra palabra racham podria significar
“Utero”, “compasion”. La partida de Abram de esa violen-
cia cadtica fue su declaracion de liberacion, interpretada
como su obediencia a la direccion del Sefior.

El salmista ahora canta sobre la misericordia y la justicia
de Yahveh (Salmo 33:4-5, 18-19, 20, 22). Lo hace hacien-
do que la creacion y la historia humana canten su testimo-
nio con alegria y confianza en el Sefior. La palabra del Se-
fior y su proyecto para la humanidad y la creacion son uno.
Cuando surge un conflicto entre el proyecto de Dios y las
iniciativas humanas, la solucién no se encuentra en la fuer-
za y la violencia, sino en la misericordia y la justicia de
Yahveh. jPor eso nuestra esperanza, la esperanza de la hu-
manidad de una vida mejor, del cumplimiento de nuestros
suefios, siempre es Yahveh!

La autorrevelacion de Dios y la presentacion de su volun-
tad para la humanidad y la creacién encuentran su cumpli-
miento —y mas aun— en la persona de Jesus. La confesion
de Pedro de que Jesus es el Mesias, el Hijo de Dios (Mt

16,16) es seguida por la prohibicion de Jesus de que dijeran
algo acerca de su ser Mesias. Jests es ahora el libertador y
salvador oculto, subterraneo, pero no mediante la violencia y
la guerra. Mas bien, predice su pasion, muerte y resurreccion
(Mt 16,21-23), que también sera el mismo destino de aque-
llos que lo sigan (Mt 16,24-28). La inica manera de confir-
mar este camino de Jests —y de quitar el miedo a los discipu-
los, especialmente a Pedro, quien le prohibi6 sufrir no porque
lo amara, sino porque queria salvarse de ese posible destino
tragico— es que Dios mismo confirme la identidad, mision y
destino de Jesus. Mateo 17,1-9 presenta esa dramatica Trans-
figuracion de Jesus: ¢l ahora asumird y cumplird los roles de
Moisés como maestro y Elias como profeta. Cuando Dios
proclama a Jesus como su Hijo amado, en quien se complace,
la mision del Siervo Sufriente se entrega a Jests. Era una
mision de Justicia y Liberacion por la que él suftio. Jesus
hara lo mismo. Solo a ¢l debemos escuchar. Solo a ¢l debe-
mos seguir.

Queridos amigos, esa es ahora nuestra identidad como segui-
dores de Jesus y bautizados en su sangre. Somos herederos
de su mision de amor: como ciudadanos del Reino de los Cie-
los, suftir y morir por la causa de la Justicia y la Liberacion.

Pablo ha dejado esto claro a la nueva comunidad cristiana
que estaba creando poco a poco sus estructuras de liderazgo y
servicio (2 Timoteo 1:8b-10). Predicar la Buena Nueva por
aquellos dotados, elegidos y confirmados mediante la imposi-
cion de manos —Ila ordenacion que transmitid el carisma del
Espiritu Santo para conducir la iglesia con valentia, coraje y
testimonio firme de Jests incluso hasta el martirio— implica
la conciencia y aceptacion de la posibilidad de persecucion.
Pablo mismo experiment6 esto con su encarcelamiento.
Nuestros lideres eclesiasticos hoy —y todos los catolicos,
como administradores de la creacion y cuidadores unos de
otros— si, nosotros, debemos asumir con seriedad esta tradi-
cion de Jesus. Mantenemos nuestra posicion en medio de las
dificultades que surgen como consecuencia de predicar y vi-
vir el Evangelio de Jesucristo. Jesucristo mismo nos fortale-
cera de esta manera hacia la santidad. Ya es hora de que
realmente vivamos este deposito de fe en nuestras vidas si
estamos verdaderamente convencidos de que Jesucristo, a
través del Evangelio que predicamos, ha vencido la muerte y
nos ha traido vida e inmortalidad. — P. Ben, MSC

Dear OLPH Parishioners,

May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved everywhere,
now and forever!

As we enter into the 2" Week of Lent, let us continue
to listen to the Holy Father, Pope Leo XIV, and be in-
spired by his words, by his teachings on the presence
of our Lord Jesus Christ in our time, under the reforms
(aggiornamento) of the Second Vatican Council.
Central to the theme of Vatican Il — with the inspiration
of Pope John XXXII who wished that its overall theme
be the Church of the Poor — is connection between the
poor and the Eucharist of Jesus. This year 2026 has
also been declared by Pope Leo XIV as a special Ju-
bilee Year on the occasion of the 800 Anniversary of
the Death of St. Francis of Assisi, with its associated
Plenary Indulgences.

The decree of the 8" Centenary of the Death of St.
Francis of Assisi states, thus: “In recent years, other
important Jubilees have concerned the person and the
words of the Saint of Assisi: the eighth centenary of
the creation of the first Nativity Scene in Greccio, the
composition of the Canticle of the Creatures, hymn to
the holy beauty of creation, and the impression of the
Holy Stigmata, which took place on Mount Verna, al-
most a new Calvary, two years before his death. The
year 2026 will mark the culmination and fulfilment of
all the preceding celebrations: indeed, it will be the
Year of Saint Francis and we are all called to become
saints in the contemporary world, following the exam-
ple of the Seraphic Patriarch.”

...Between the twelfth and thirteenth centuries, in an
era of so-called holy wars, relaxed morals and mis-
guided religious fervor, “a sun was born into the
world”: Francis, who, as the son of a wealthy mer-
chant, became poor and humble, a true alter Christus
on earth, providing the world with tangible examples of
evangelical life and a real image of Christian perfec-
tion. Our times are not very different from those in
which Francis lived, and precisely in light of this, his
teachings are perhaps even more valid and under-
standable today. When Christian charity languishes,
ignorance spreads like bad habits, and those who ex-
tol harmony among peoples do so more out of selfish-
ness than out of a sincere Christian spirit; when the
virtual takes precedence over the real, social discord
and violence are part of everyday life, and peace be-
comes more uncertain and distant every day; may this
Year of Saint Francis urge us all, each according to
our own possibilities, to imitate the Poverello of Assisi,
to mold ourselves as much as possible on the model
of Christ, to not let the intentions of the Holy Year just
passed be in vain: may the hope that saw us as pil-
grims now be transformed into zeal and fervor of ac-
tive charity.”

St. Francis thus linked poverty and active charity in
the person of Jesus Christ. And his message contin-

ues: “And in this | want to know if you love the Lord and
love me, his and your servant, if you will do this, name-
ly: that there may never be any friar in the world, who
has sinned as much as he could sin, who, after seeing
your eyes, may go away without your merciful for-
giveness, if he asks for it”. Poverty, active charity, mer-
cy and forgiveness are now positively inextricably inte-
grated in the spirituality of St. Francis.

Pope Leo XIV, with the same inspirations, says: “Eight
centuries ago, Saint Francis prompted an evangelical
renewal in the Christians and society of his time.
Wealthy and self-confident, the young Francis was tak-
en aback and converted by his direct contact with the
poor and outcast of society. The story of his life contin-
ues to appeal to the minds and hearts of believers, and
many non-believers as well. It “changed history.” A fur-
ther step on the same path was taken by the Second
Vatican Council, as Saint Paul VI pointed out when he
said that “the ancient parable of the Samaritan served
as the model for the Council’s spirituality.” | am con-
vinced that the preferential choice for the poor is a
source of extraordinary renewal both for the Church
and for society, if we can only set ourselves free of our
self-centeredness and open our ears to their

cry.” (Dilexi Te, 7).

May we cultivate in this season of Lent 2026 the spirit
of poverty and simplicity, active charity, mercy and for-
giveness. — Fr. Ben, MSC

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Estimados feligreses de OLPH,

iAmado sea en todas partes el Sagrado Corazén de
Jesus, ahora y siempre!

Al entrar en la 2.2 Semana de Cuaresma, continue-
mos escuchando al Santo Padre, el Papa Ledn XIV, y
dejémonos inspirar por sus palabras, por sus ense-
nanzas sobre la presencia de nuestro Senor Jesucris-
to en nuestro tiempo, bajo las reformas
(aggiornamento) del Concilio Vaticano II.

Central en el tema del Vaticano Il — con la inspiracion
del Papa Juan XXXII, quien deseaba que su tema ge-
neral fuera la Iglesia de los Pobres — esta la conexion
entre los pobres y la Eucaristia de Jesus. Este afo
2026 también ha sido declarado por el Papa Ledn XIV
como un Ano Jubilar especial con ocasion del 800.°
Aniversario de la Muerte de San Francisco de Asis,
con sus correspondientes Indulgencias Plenarias.

El decreto del 8.° Centenario de la Muerte de San
Francisco de Asis establece, asi: “En los ultimos
anos, otros Jubileos importantes han estado relacio-
nados con la persona y las palabras del Santo de
Asis: el octavo centenario de la creacion del primer
Belén en Greccio, la composicion del Cantico de las
Criaturas, himno a la santa belleza de la creacion, y la
impresion de los Santos Estigmas, que tuvo lugar en
el Monte Verna, casi un nuevo Calvario, dos afnos an-
tes de su muerte. El afio 2026 marcara la culminacion
y el cumplimiento de todas las celebraciones anterio-
res: de hecho, sera el Afio de San Francisco y todos
estamos llamados a santificarnos en el mundo con-
temporaneo, siguiendo el ejemplo del Patriarca Serafi-
co.”

...Entre los siglos Xll y XllI, en una época de las lla-
madas guerras santas, de moral relajada y fervor reli-
gioso equivocado, “nacié un sol en el mundo”: Fran-
cisco, quien, hijo de un comerciante adinerado, se
volvié pobre y humilde, un verdadero alter Christus en
la tierra, ofreciendo al mundo ejemplos tangibles de
vida evangélica y una imagen real de la perfeccion
cristiana. Nuestros tiempos no son muy diferentes de
aquellos en los que vivié Francisco, y precisamente a
la luz de esto, sus ensefianzas son quiza aun mas
validas y comprensibles hoy. Cuando la caridad cris-
tiana languidece, la ignorancia se extiende como ma-
los habitos, y quienes ensalzan la armonia entre los
pueblos lo hacen mas por egoismo que por un sincero
espiritu cristiano; cuando lo virtual prevalece sobre lo
real, la discordia social y la violencia forman parte de
la vida cotidiana, y la paz se vuelve cada dia mas in-
cierta y distante; que este Afio de San Francisco nos
impulse a todos, cada uno segun nuestras propias
posibilidades, a imitar al Poverello de Asis, a moldear-
nos en la mayor medida posible segun el modelo de
Cristo, a no dejar en vano las intenciones del Afo
Santo que acaba de pasar: que la esperanza que nos
vio como peregrinos se transforme ahora en celo y
fervor de caridad activa.

Asi, San Francisco vinculo la pobreza y la caridad acti-
va en la persona de Jesucristo. Y su mensaje continua:
“Y en esto quiero saber si amas al Sefior y me amas a
mi, su y tu servidor, si haras esto, a saber: que nunca
haya en el mundo un fraile que haya pecado tanto como
podia pecar, que al ver tus ojos pueda irse sin tu miseri-
cordiosa perdodn, si lo pide”. La pobreza, la caridad acti-
va, la misericordia y el perdén estan ahora positivamen-
te e inextricablemente integrados en la espiritualidad de
San Francisco.

El Papa Ledn X1V, con las mismas inspiraciones, dice:
“Fue él, hace ocho siglos, quien provoco un renacimien-
to evangélico entre los cristianos y en la sociedad de su
tiempo. Al joven Francisco, antes rico y arrogante, le
impactd encontrarse con la realidad de los marginados.
El impulso que provocd no cesa de movilizar el animo
de los creyentes y de muchos no creyentes, y «ha cam-
biado la historia». EI mismo Concilio Vaticano Il, segun
las palabras de san Pablo VI, se encuentra en este ca-
mino: «la antigua historia del buen samaritano ha sido
el paradigma de la espiritualidad del Concilio». Estoy
convencido de que la opcién preferencial por los pobres
genera una renovacion extraordinaria tanto en la Iglesia
como en la sociedad, cuando somos capaces de libe-
rarnos de la autorreferencialidad y conseguimos escu-
char su grito” (Dilexi Te, 7).

Que en esta temporada de Cuaresma 2026 podamos
cultivar el espiritu de pobreza y sencillez, la caridad ac-
tiva, la misericordia y el perdéon. — P. Ben, MSC
