FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT

Dear friends,

Our world today is confronted with the reality of comforta-
ble hidden violence of injustice and exploitation and the
open merciless violence of war of invasion and control of
people and natural resources. Indeed, we are invited to
study very deeply this twin phenomenon side by side with
the reality of human goodness and our quest for justice
whose fruit is genuine peace. We are called to measure the
events of our time with the moral norms of our faith and the
joyful alternative values of the Gospel: being with Jesus,
following him in his ministry of love and service for the
forgiveness of sins and the transformation of the world ac-
cording to the ideals of God’s Reign.

We take inspiration from the biblical roots of our faith to enter
deeply this prayer and reflection. The question that arises today,
as it did in the time of ancient Israel, is this: who shall lead us to a
brighter tomorrow, towards the fullness of God’s Reign on earth,
a foretaste of a radically new life in Heaven?

The first reading is instructive. (1 Samuel 16:1b, 6-7, 10-

13a) David was a well-known figure and hero of ancient Israelite
history. His bravery and exploits in war in his mature years were
well established in the historical memory of the people. His mu-
sical artistry in his youth was etched in the embellished legends
and myths of this hero. The people then needed a king who
would shepherd them, not a tyrant who would exploit them; they
needed a king who would harmonize and unite them in joyful
peace, not a dictator who would divide and rule them at his whim
and caprice. Unlike Saul who was elected by the people, this
young man David was chosen as the anointed of Yahweh. God
took the initiative to make David the administrator of divine Jus-
tice. The people did not really matter. When they took the matter
of leadership in their hands, they chose Saul whom God accepted
only in concession to their desires. This theological reflection of
divine choice for the people of the covenant, governed by Justice
reflects a higher degree of moral consciousness and a higher form
of civilization.

Psalm 23: 1-3a, 3b-4, 5, 6 sings of God’s way of taking care of
his people: as shepherd, he leads them to places where grass is
green, water is fresh, invigorating the spirit; he guides them to the
right path, protecting them from harm against wolves and ma-
rauders, making them daring, courageous and free; he gathers
them together to a celebration of faith and a sumptuous banquet;
they grow in goodness and kindness like their Shepherd-

God. With him they have a home that endures for a long time.

In Jesus the task of shepherding is fulfilled (John 9:1-41). He is
the light of the world; he frees us from our blindness imposed by
the darkness of fixated traditionalism, pious ritualism and reli-
gious legalism. Was the man born blind because the sins of his
parents? Jesus debunked this fixation to traditional belief as con-
trary to the freedom of God and the dynamism of his saving

love. Physical infirmities are occasions to discover the healing
love of God! Instead of the waters of Siloam and its mud, Jesus is
the source of that cure where his water mixed with the ground
unleashes a new sight: to be able to see him and recognize him as
healer of the whole person, in body, mind and spirit! Jesus un-
masked the fakery of their pious ritualism by his own touch, his
solidarity with the poverty and fragility of the human condition.

The Temple authorities rejected him and his healing solidarity with
the blind because he violated the law of the sabbath. Jesus exposed
their religious legalism as impotent to bring out the truth of the
human condition. In fact, religious legalism blinds and prevents us
from seeing the living God in our midst! Jesus now is gradually
revealed: first as prophet, then as Christ, and finally as the Son of
Man who liberates us from blindness due to oppressive tradition,
false pietism and loveless legalism. Only the poor victims — those
blinded — are open to real healing, to genuine liberation, to real
newness and transformation, to Jesus’ active presence in their
movements for a better life. The authorities have imposed darkness
on the people. Because they say they can see; therefore, they are
guilty!

So how do we live in the light today, in our respective situation?
Paul shows us how: (Ephesians 5:8-14) with a rigorous analysis of
the structures and operations of the empire, within which the Chris-
tian communities lived, he exposed the darkness that it imposed
upon the people and the empire as a whole: moral decadence, vices,
spiritual rituals that were a psychological escape from the reality of
tyranny and deprivation; games and amusements that anesthetized
and deceived the people from the grim reality of being used as sol-
diers of the empire, producers of wealth for the rulers of the em-
pire, slaves of the empire, from one generation to another. Paul
asserted the identity and rights of being a Christian: by baptism
they have received the light that is Christ! They must live and op-
pose the machinations of the empire by their Christian goodness,
justice and truth. They must expose and oppose them by their
Christian light. They must defend their Christian identity and the
gains of the Resurrection of Jesus, the only Light! — Fr. Ben, MSC

Queridos amigos,

Nuestro mundo actual se enfrenta a la realidad de la comoda vio-
lencia oculta de la injusticia y la explotacion, y a la violencia
abierta y despiadada de la guerra, la invasion y el control de las
personas y los recursos naturales. De hecho, estamos invitados a
estudiar profundamente este fendmeno gemelo, junto con la
realidad de la bondad humana y nuestra busqueda de justicia,
cuyo fruto es la paz genuina. Estamos llamados a medir los acon-
tecimientos de nuestro tiempo con las normas morales de nuestra
fe y los gozosos valores alternativos del Evangelio: estar con
Jesus, seguirlo en su ministerio de amor y servicio para el perdon
de los pecados y la transformacion del mundo segin los ideales
del Reino de Dios.

Nos inspiramos en las raices biblicas de nuestra fe para profundi-
zar en esta oracion y reflexion. La pregunta que surge hoy, como
en la época del antiguo Israel, es esta: /quién nos guiara hacia un
mafiana mas brillante, hacia la plenitud del Reino de Dios en la
tierra, un anticipo de una vida radicalmente nueva en el Cielo?
La primera lectura es instructiva. (1 Samuel 16:1b, 6-7, 10-
13a) David fue una figura bien conocida y un héroe de la historia
del antiguo Israel. Su valentia y hazafas bélicas en su madurez
quedaron bien arraigadas en la memoria historica del pueblo. Su
talento musical en su juventud quedoé grabado en las leyendas y
mitos embellecidos de este héroe. El pueblo necesitaba entonces
un rey que los pastoreara, no un tirano que los explotara; necesi-
taban un rey que los armonizara y los uniera en una paz gozosa,
no un dictador que los dividiera y gobernara a su antojo. A dife-
rencia de Saul, quien fue elegido por el pueblo, este joven David
fue elegido como el ungido de Yahvé. Dios tom¢ la iniciativa de
nombrar a David administrador de la justicia divina. El pueblo
realmente no importaba. Cuando tomaron el liderazgo en sus
manos, eligieron a Saul, a quien Dios acept6 solo como conce-
sion a sus deseos. Esta reflexion teologica de la eleccion divina
por el pueblo de la alianza, regido por la Justicia, refleja un gra-
do superior de conciencia moral y una forma superior de civiliza-
cion.

El Salmo 23:1-3a, 3b-4, 5, 6 habla de cdmo Dios cuida de su
pueblo: como pastor, los conduce a lugares donde la hierba es
verde y el agua fresca, vigorizando el espiritu; los guia por el
buen camino, protegiéndolos del dafio de lobos y saqueadores,
haciéndolos audaces, valientes y libres; los retine para una cele-
bracion de fe y un banquete suntuoso; crecen en bondad y amabi-
lidad como su Dios-Pastor. Con él tienen un hogar que perdura
por mucho tiempo. )

En Jesus se cumple la tarea de pastorear (Juan 9:1-41). El es la
luz del mundo; nos libera de la ceguera impuesta por la oscuri-
dad del tradicionalismo obstinado, el ritualismo piadoso y el le-
galismo religioso. (Naci6 ciego el hombre por los pecados de sus
padres? Jests desmintid esta fijacion a la creencia tradicional
como contraria a la libertad de Dios y al dinamismo de su amor
salvador. jLas dolencias fisicas son ocasiones para descubrir el
amor sanador de Dios! En lugar de las aguas de Siloé y su lodo,
Jesus es la fuente de esa cura donde su agua mezclada con la
tierra desata una nueva vision: poder verlo y reconocerlo como
sanador de toda la persona, en cuerpo, mente y espiritu. Jesus
desenmascaro la falsedad de su ritualismo piadoso con su propio
toque, su solidaridad con la pobreza y la fragilidad de la condi-
cion humana. Las autoridades del Templo lo rechazaron a él y a
su solidaridad sanadora con los ciegos porque violaba la ley del
sabado. Jesus expuso su legalismo religioso como incapaz de
revelar la verdad de la condicion humana. De hecho, jel legalis-

mo religioso nos ciega y nos impide ver al Dios vivo en medio de
nosotros! Jesus ahora se revela gradualmente: primero como profe-
ta, luego como Cristo y, finalmente, como el Hijo del Hombre que
nos libera de la ceguera causada por la tradicion opresora, el falso
pietismo y el legalismo sin amor. Solo las pobres victimas —los
cegados— estan abiertos a la verdadera sanacion, a la liberacion
genuina, a la verdadera novedad y transformacion, a la presencia
activa de Jeslis en sus movimientos por una vida mejor. Las autori-
dades han impuesto la oscuridad sobre la gente. Porque dicen que
pueden ver, jpor lo tanto, son culpables!

Entonces, ;cémo vivimos en la luz hoy, en nuestra respectiva situa-
cion? Pablo nos muestra como (Efesios 5:8-14): con un analisis
riguroso de las estructuras y operaciones del imperio, dentro del
cual vivian las comunidades cristianas, expuso la oscuridad que
este imponia al pueblo y al imperio en su conjunto: decadencia
moral, vicios, rituales espirituales que eran un escape psicologico
de la realidad de la tirania y la privacion; juegos y diversiones que
anestesiaban y engafaban al pueblo ante la cruda realidad de ser
utilizados como soldados del imperio, productores de riqueza para
sus gobernantes, esclavos del imperio, de generacion en genera-
cion. Pablo afirmo la identidad y los derechos de ser cristiano: jpor
el bautismo han recibido la luz que es Cristo! Deben vivir y opo-
nerse a las maquinaciones del imperio con su bondad, justicia y
verdad cristianas. Deben exponerlas y oponerse a ellas con su luz
cristiana. Deben defender su identidad cristiana y los frutos de la
Resurreccion de Jesus, jla tnica Luz! — P. Ben, MSC

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Dear OLPH Parishioners,

May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved every-
where, now and forever!

Two Saturdays ago, one early morning, | went to
the grocery to buy eggs, cheeses, sausages and
bread. To my consternation | paid $60.00 for
these. | recall some 2 years ago, this amount
could last me a whole month. Times have
changed. | couldn’t imagine what would it be like
to people who have families to feed. Times are
hard. It's a change of era. The situation of hard-
ship might be longer than expected. We do not
know when this will end.

But we continue to cherish each other as brothers
and sisters, one family of God, partakers in one
faith, one baptism, one Lord, one Body of

Christ. In these difficult times, we pray to God for
transformation: that the Father who creates may
protect our life; that the Son who redeems will
lead us out of this sinful condition; that the Holy
Spirit who sanctifies will strengthen us in our pur-
suit of holiness; that our blessed Mother Mary,
Our Lady of Perpetual Help, our Lady of the Sa-
cred Heart will help us in our journey to the new-
ness of life and creation found in the heart of her
son Jesus. We continue to do our part in the col-
laborative project of the building of God’s kingdom
already inaugurated by Jesus Christ our Lord.

That is why we continue to build our Church, both
as People of God and as a magnificent House of
Worship. This is what the Vatican II's Lumen
Gentium: Dogmatic Constitution of the Church
says:

“The Church is called the building of God (1 Cor
3:9). The Lord compared Himself to the stone
which the builders rejected, but which was made
into the cornerstone (Mt 21:42; cf. Acts 4:11; 1
Pet 2:7; Ps 117:22). On this foundation the
Church is built by the apostles (cf. 1 Cor 3:11)
and from it the Church receives solidity and unity.
This edifice has many names to describe it: the
house of God in which His family dwells — the
household of God in the Spirit (Eph 2:19, 22); the
dwelling place of God among men (Rev 21:3);
and, especially, the holy temple. This temple,
symbolized in places of worship built out of stone,
is praised by the Fathers and, not without reason,
is compared in the liturgy to the Holy City, the
New Jerusalem. As living stones, we here on
earth are built into it (1 Pet 2:5).” (Lumen Genti-
um, 6).

Hace dos sabados, una mafiana temprano, fui al su-
permercado a comprar huevos, quesos, salchichas y
pan. Para mi consternacion, pagué $60.00 por ellos.
Recuerdo que hace unos dos aros, esta cantidad me
alcanzaba para un mes entero. Los tiempos han cam-
biado. No podia imaginar como seria para quienes
tienen familias que alimentar. Los tiempos son difici-
les. Es un cambio de era. La situacion de dificultad
podria durar mas de lo esperado. No sabemos cuan-
do terminara esto.

Pero seguimos apreciandonos como hermanos y her-
manas, una sola familia de Dios, participantes de una
sola fe, un solo bautismo, un solo Senor, un solo
Cuerpo de Cristo. En estos tiempos dificiles, oramos a
Dios por una transformacion: que el Padre que crea
proteja nuestra vida; que el Hijo que redime nos sa-
que de esta condicion pecaminosa; que el Espiritu
Santo que santifica nos fortalezca en nuestra busque-
da de la santidad. Que nuestra Santisima Madre Ma-
ria, Nuestra Senora del Perpetuo Socorro, Nuestra
Sefiora del Sagrado Corazén nos ayude en nuestro
camino hacia la nueva vida y la creacion que se en-
cuentra en el corazon de su hijo Jesus. Seguimos
contribuyendo al proyecto colaborativo de la construc-
cion del reino de Dios, ya inaugurado por Jesucristo
nuestro Sefor.
