Fifth Sunday of Easter

Dear Friends,

(Acts 6:1-7) Let us continue with our journey to yesterday,
to the original fountains of grace and blessings of being
church. The Acts of the Apostles presents to us, through
Luke’s method of writing history, the ideal and visionary
way of living together today the gains of the Resurrection.
The reality was that the primitive Jerusalem church was
composed of Jewish converts to Christianity and Hellenists
or Greek-speaking Jews who joined the Christian commu-
nity. The tendency of the Jewish Christians, who spoke
Aramaic and Hebrew, was to keep the ways of Judaism in a
Christian way. They were “the purists, the conserva-
tives”. But the Hellenists were the Jews who grew up out-
side of the Jewish milieu in Jerusalem, in the diaspora,
spoke Greek and, hence, were open to the ways of living
and thinking of non-Jews. They wanted to live their Chris-
tian life in new non-Jewish ways, “the liberals, the progres-
sives”. Behind this conflict was their experience of dis-
crimination, being treated as second class citizens by both
the Jewish exclusivism and Jewish Christians who consid-
ered themselves as Jews first, and only secondarily Chris-
tians. At the root of this racial and cultural discrimination
was the economic and political segregation imposed by the
Jews and Jewish Christians on the Hellenists and Hellenists
converts to Christianity. The obvious symptom of course
was the neglect of the widows of the Hellenists in the daily
distribution. One must not forget the widow formed part of
the triad of the poorest, the others being the orphan and the
foreigner.

The Apostles’ response was insightful. By appointing sev-
en men — all Hellenist Christians — to do the task of serving
the table for all, so that they could devote more time to their
more important task of preaching the Word of God, the
Apostles effected the eradication of segregation and dis-
crimination. They demonstrated the community’s commit-
ment to both the word and the poor as a shared mission be-
tween the Twelve and the Servers - the Deacons of the
community. They did so by discernment and prayer and by
imposition of hands, which meant the communication of
the Holy Spirit. The inculturation of the local church was
made visible, proving that the Holy Spirit could never be a
monopoly of one party. Unity in the Church was strength-
ened by her Diversity. Diversity gave Richness to her Uni-
ty. Uniformity was a means of control and power. The Ho-
ly Spirit blew where it willed. It formed new communities
of the poor as alternative to the elitist colonial communities
of the Roman Empire.

The task of realizing this visionary Christian community
was inspired by the ancient psalmist (Psalm 33:1-2, 4-5, 18
-19). The symbiotic relationship between God and his peo-
ple revealed that God is merciful to us first; therefore, we
are able to respond with trust. So, we celebrate this rela-
tionship through music, proclaiming God’s love for justice,
his kindness and faithfulness to his people. It is a celebra-

tion of liberation from injustice and deliverance from death
for the supreme value of life.

Distant from the time of the earthly Jesus, his passion, death
and resurrection, and needing to be inspired by the Jesus pro-
ject of a new alternative kingdom of love and service, John
14:1-12 exhorts the Christian community, the disciples of
Jesus, that they will also be with Jesus someday soon in the
house of his Father even as they form an alternative commu-
nity with Jesus at its center. This Johannine Christian com-
munity was beset by persecution and rejection by both Jew-
ish authorities and the Roman Imperial Nation-State. It was
confronted by the Docetist heresy that denied the human na-
ture of Jesus as Son of God, with its emphasis on the spirit
that cannot be corrupted nor die in line with Greek philoso-
phy. John emphasized the fleshiness of Jesus — and the word
was made flesh; his solidarity with the human condition —
and dwelt among us! He triumphantly entered the city of Je-
rusalem to cleanse it and reclaim it according to the Father’s
design. Thus, in the meantime, on this earth, the Christian
community must follow the path of Jesus. He is the way. He
will confront the city and reclaim it for the people. So, the
people who believe in him must do so. He will suffer and die
and go to the Father. The Christian community — everyone
who makes this personal and community decision to follow
him — will be with him, in his Father’s house! He is the way,
and there is no other. And his way of self-sacrifice is the
only way of building a new alternative kingdom of God, and
there is no other! This the meaning of the sacraments in the
Church: to live the spiritual alternative in a material concrete
historical way!

Written in probably about the 90 CE, under the persecution
of the Emperor Domitian, Peter wrote to encourage the early
Christian community to stand their ground, firm in the faith
that is tested by fire, and remain blameless and never allow
others, including state authorities to have reason to blame
them for anything wrong that happened in society. The rea-
son: Jesus Christ, the cornerstone of a new humanity and
new community which others rejected (1 Peter 2:4-9)! Peter
reminded them of their identity: they were a new priestly
community whose offerings were not animals, but them-
selves. This distinguished them from the old temple priest-
hood. In the priesthood of Jesus, the offeror is the offered!
The Old Israel is gone. A new revolutionary way of being a
“chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people
owned by God” has begun. It is characterized by two things:
the love and life of self-giving of Jesus, and the Word of the
Gospel which all must preach by witness of life and obedi-
ence to the Word, as harbinger of liberation, equality and
justice! — Fr. Ben, MSC

Journey, a profoundly beautiful biblical theme
can also be called, in the spiritual tradition, a
pilgrimage. PILGRIMAGE stands out as one’s
devotional or habitual visit to some important or
sacred place. In the biblical tradition, we know of
the yearly visit that the Jews made to Jerusalem,
to the Temple area, to pay homage to God. In
the Christian tradition, pilgrimage to the holy plac-
es especially those associated with the Paschal
Mystery of Jesus and of the Blessed Virgin Mary
has been a devotional practice for the renewal of
the faith, for penance, reconciliation and conver-
sion, and, in a more profound sense, to discover
and rediscover more deeply and luminously our
sense for God and our sense of being human.
We know that in the New Testament, Jesus is
the itinerant pilgrim and preacher par excel-
lence. His pilgrimage led him to Jerusalem, to
the centers of power in the Temple and in the
State, only to declare them replaced by the
“pierced heart” of his very own person. More than
that, his glorified body ascended into heaven and
now sits at the right hand of the Father: his pil-
grimage was one of transfiguration, liberation,
transformation and perfection in communion with
God the Father and the Holy Spirit. From there
He invites us to continue with our journey, our
pilgrimage to heaven from our place on earth: we
will be with Him where He will be — with the Fa-
ther!

Our pilgrimage on earth, concretely in our be-
loved OLPH Parish, is now leading us to continue
building our Catholic Christian Community
through the School and Parish Fiesta. This week-
end, May 1 — 2 — 3, let us celebrate our being
community and enjoy each other’s company, reu-
nite with old friends and meet new ones. Let this
also be a blessed occasion for forgiveness and
reconciliation of broken relationships. Tell those
who have been far from you: let’s have an adven-
ture in international food. Let’'s do something new
and different. Or let’s go for the rides or watch
our children together. Or yes, let’s have beer and
wine together. Let’s have fun while supporting
our school for the Catholic education of our chil-
dren. Let’s explore our multiculturality by inten-
tional intercultural encounter and help maintain
our multicultural OLPH church!
