THE ASCENSION OF THE LORD

MAY 17, 2026

Ascension of the Lord
Dear Friends,
How do we read history today? Who do we listen to in the
stirring of the events of our lives and times?
Luke began in his Gospel a narration of events of Salvation
History seen from the perspective of the poor and the dé-
classé represented by Mary and Elizabeth and worked out
by the Holy Spirit in the person of Jesus. In the Acts, he
continued this historical method of narrating historical
events not from the perspective of power and the victor, but
from the perspective of the poor and the victim, this time by
prolonging the mission of Jesus through the Church, always
guided and propelled by the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:1-
11). The mission of Jesus Christ in the Gospel — the inau-
guration of God’s Kingdom - in the Jewish milieu was now
continued beyond the confines of the Jewish community, to
the non-Jews, in a mission without frontiers! The address-
ee, Theophilus, a Greek name, meant: the friend of God or
the beloved of God. That included later converts to Christi-
anity, including us today, and our children’s children. We
are friends of God; we are God’s beloved!
Luke is telling us today: Jesus is alive and constantly ac-
companies the Church in her mission of continuing the
works of God’s Kingdom, through empowering the poor,
making the blind see, liberating the captives and keeping
alive the vision of the final jubilee year of the Lord’s favor!
The time of the Church was preceded by forty days of
doubts, trials, discernment and conviction of faith. This
conviction of faith was gifted by baptism with the power of
the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit would fortify our Christian
witnessing throughout human history.
And then Luke would dramatize for us the great historical
memory of the unique ascension of Jesus into heaven. This
is the other face of the resurrection of Jesus: he is constant-
ly present with us through the Holy Spirit. The old Israel
with its exclusivism is gone! The New Israel is born: the
Church. The old Roman empire with its ruthlessness is
now rendered toothless! The Church and her martyrs cannot
be imprisoned: the poor, the blind, the captives will rise to
fulfill the gift of the Jubilee Year of Liberation and Salva-
tion, here on earth, in time, in history. The Ascension of
Jesus to the right hand of the Father, and their gift of the
Holy Spirit assure us so!
Thus, the Royal Psalm (Psalm 47:2-3, 6-7, 8-9) proclaims
the total sovereignty of God. The first part (vv. 2-6) invites
all people to rejoice because God is on high, king over all
the earth, the vertical dimension. The second part (vv. 7-
10), the horizontal, because God in his throne is sovereign
over all the nations.
Now Matthew grounds this universal mission of the Church
without boundaries through a magisterial scene of the as-
cension of Jesus (Matthew 28:16-20). The setting of the
Ascension was on the mountain, recalling Jesus as the
greatest and the only Teacher, far superior to Moses and the
commandments received from Mount Sinai. He sent the
disciples, representing the whole Church, on a mission with
authority and power: to proclaim the arrival of the King-

dom of God through the consecration of all nations to the
Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. This baptism defines the
identity of the followers of Jesus: we are a community with a
mission without frontiers. And he is with us all the way to
the end of time. The Christology: Jesus, God with us, is our
only Savior and Teacher. We listen to him. The ecclesiolo-
gy: The Church is a disciple of Christ with a universal mis-
sion: to make all nations disciples of Jesus, consecrating
them by baptism in the Holy Trinity. The Church makes real
the Kingdom of God which began in the resurrection, by the
power of God.

How do we do it?

Paul’s prayer for the Christians in Ephesus (Ephesians 1:17-
23) is a beautiful series of cascading sentences revealing his
tenderness and excitement. Ephesus was a leading capital
city in the Roman province of Asia. Linking Europe, Asia
and Africa, via the Mediterranean, it formed a triad with An-
tioch and Alexandria. It housed the huge temple of Artemis,
the Asian goddess of fertility. Its Christian converts were
influenced by esoteric mystery religions, imperial worship
and Greek philosophy. In this context, Paul prayed that God
grant the Christian community in Ephesus the Spirit of wis-
dom, not the wisdom of Greek philosophy, but a “super wis-
dom” coming from the power of faith, and revelation as in-
sight into the mystery of God and life, not knowledge as ac-
cumulation of data. Addressing the Jewish concretist
worldview, he prayed that the “eyes of their heart” see the
light of faith and the hope in their ultimate destiny: Jesus
Christ. God has willed that Christ reigns sovereign above all,
the inheritance of those who believe. In the flow of history,
Christ is the head of the Church, his body, where he is found
in his completeness even as he continues to penetrate and fill
all things through the ongoing missionary action of his body,
the Church.

In our time of lies and deception, of opinions and manip-
ulation, of artificial intelligence and modern information
technology, of accumulation and its violence of depriva-
tion and war, we look for the poor and the little ones who
are the genuine collaborators of the making of salvation
history in our time. Their truth — their deepest desires
for a better life, for justice and peace, for sustainable
ecology — are closest to, if not identical with, the Truth of
the Kingdom. This is the Church of the Poor. In them
Jesus reigns. With them he builds the King-

dom. Together they make Salvation History in our

time. — Fr. Ben, MSC

ASCENSION DEL SENOR
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Ascencion del Senor

Queridos amigos:

(Como leemos la historia hoy? ;A quién escuchamos en el
desarrollo de los acontecimientos de nuestras vidas y épocas?
Lucas comenzo en su Evangelio una narracion de los even-
tos de la Historia de la Salvacion vistos desde la perspecti-
va de los pobres y los marginados, representados por Maria
y Elisabet, y realizados por el Espiritu Santo en la persona
de Jesus. En los Hechos, continud este método historico de
narrar eventos historicos no desde la perspectiva del poder
y del vencedor, sino desde la perspectiva de los pobres y la
victima, esta vez prolongando la mision de Jesus a través
de la Iglesia, siempre guiada e impulsada por el Espiritu
Santo (Hechos 1:1-11). La mision de Jesucristo en el
Evangelio — la inauguracion del Reino de Dios — en el me-
dio judio ahora se continuaba mas alla de los limites de la
comunidad judia, hacia los no judios, jen una mision sin
fronteras! El destinatario, Te6filo, un nombre griego, signi-
ficaba: el amigo de Dios o el amado de Dios. Eso incluyo
a los que mas tarde se convirtieron al cristianismo, inclui-
dos nosotros hoy, y los hijos de nuestros hijos. {Somos
amigos de Dios; somos los amados de Dios!

Lucas nos esta diciendo hoy: Jesus estd vivo y acompaiia
constantemente a la Iglesia en su mision de continuar las
obras del Reino de Dios, empoderando a los pobres, ha-
ciendo que los ciegos vean, liberando a los cautivos y man-
teniendo viva la vision del afio de jubileo final del favor
del Sefor.

El tiempo de la Iglesia fue precedido por cuarenta dias de dudas,
pruebas, discernimiento y conviccion de fe. Esta conviccion de
fe fue dada por el bautismo con el poder del Espiritu Santo. El
Espiritu Santo fortaleceria nuestro testimonio cristiano a lo largo
de la historia humana.

Y luego Lucas dramatizaria para nosotros la gran memoria histo-
rica de la inica ascension de Jesus al cielo. Esta es la otra cara de
la resurreccion de Jesus: €l estd constantemente presente con
nosotros a través del Espiritu Santo. jEl viejo Israel con su exclu-
sivismo ha desaparecido! Nace el Nuevo Israel: la Iglesia. jEl
viejo imperio romano con su crueldad ahora ha quedado desar-
mado! La Iglesia y sus martires no pueden ser encarcelados: los
pobres, los ciegos, los cautivos se levantaran para cumplir el don
del Afio Jubilar de Liberacion y Salvacion, aqui en la tierra, en el
tiempo, en la historia. jLa Ascension de Jesus a la derecha del
Padre, y su don del Espiritu Santo nos lo aseguran asi!

Asi, el Salmo Real (Salmo 47:2-3, 6-7, 8-9) proclama la sobera-
nia total de Dios. La primera parte (vv. 2-6) invita a todas
las personas a regocijarse porque Dios esta en lo alto, co-
mo rey sobre toda la tierra, la dimension vertical. La se-
gunda parte (vv. 7-10), la horizontal, porque Dios en su
trono es soberano sobre todas las naciones.

Ahora Mateo fundamenta esta mision universal de la Igle-
sia sin fronteras a través de una escena magisterial de la
ascension de Jesus (Mateo 28:16-20). El escenario de la
Ascension fue en la montana, recordando a Jesus como el
mas grande y el inico Maestro, muy superior a Moisés y a
los mandamientos recibidos del Monte Sinai. El envi6 a los
discipulos, representando a toda la Iglesia, en una mision
con autoridad y poder: proclamar la llegada del Reino de

Dios mediante la consagracion de todas las naciones al Padre,
al Hijo y al Espiritu Santo. Este bautismo define la identidad
de los seguidores de Jesus: somos una comunidad con una
mision sin fronteras. Y ¢l esta con nosotros hasta el fin de los
tiempos. La cristologia: Jests, Dios con nosotros, es nuestro
unico Salvador y Maestro. Lo escuchamos. La eclesiologia:
La Iglesia es discipula de Cristo con una mision universal:
hacer discipulos de Jests a todas las naciones, consagrando-
los por el bautismo en la Santisima Trinidad. La Iglesia hace
realidad el Reino de Dios que comenzo en la resurreccion,
por el poder de Dios.

{Como lo hacemos? )

La oracion de Pablo por los cristianos en Efeso (Efesios 1:17-
23) es una hermosa serie de frases en cascada que revelan su
ternura y entusiasmo. Efeso era una ciudad capital importante
en la provincia romana de Asia. Vinculando Europa, Asia 'y
Africa, a través del Mediterraneo, formaba una triada con
Antioquia y Alejandria. Albergaba el enorme templo de Arte-
misa, la diosa asiatica de la fertilidad. Sus conversos cristia-
nos fueron influenciados por religiones misticas esotéricas, el
culto imperial y la filosofia griega. En este contexto, Pablo
or6 para que Dios concediera a la comunidad cristiana en
Efeso el Espiritu de sabiduria, no la sabiduria de la filosofia
griega, sino una “super sabiduria” que proviene del poder de
la fe, y la revelacién como comprension del misterio de Dios
y de la vida, no como conocimiento acumulado de datos. Di-
rigiéndose a la cosmovision concretista judia, ord para que
los “o0jos de su corazon” vieran la luz de la fe y la esperanza
en su destino final: Jesucristo. Dios ha querido que Cristo
reine soberano sobre todo, la herencia de los que creen. En el
transcurso de la historia, Cristo es la cabeza de la Iglesia, su
cuerpo, donde se le encuentra en su plenitud, incluso mien-
tras continta penetrando y llenando todas las cosas a través
de la accioén misionera continua de su cuerpo, la Iglesia.

En nuestro tiempo de mentiras y enganos, de opiniones y ma-
nipulacion, de inteligencia artificial y tecnologia moderna de
la informacion, de acumulacion y su violencia de privacion y
guerra, buscamos a los pobres y a los pequefios que son los
verdaderos colaboradores de la construccion de la historia de
la salvacion en nuestro tiempo. Su verdad — sus deseos mas
profundos de una vida mejor, de justicia y paz, de ecologia
sostenible — esta mas cerca, si no idéntica, de la Verdad del
Reino. Esta es la Iglesia de los Pobres. En ellos reina Jesus.
Con ellos construye el Reino. Juntos hacen la Historia de la
Salvacion en nuestro tiempo. — P. Ben, MSC

May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved every-
where, now and forever!

In many churches around the world, the month of
May is dedicated to the Blessed Mother Mary. In
churches of Spanish influence - in the Spanish
colonies - this month is dedicated to the cate-
chetical instruction of children under the guid-
ance of Mary our Mother, the month of the Flow-
ers of May.

Therefore, | dedicate the following columns in
this month of May to our Blessed Mother.

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Mary in the Bible

The Old Testament holy women — Sarah, Rebec-
ca, Rachel, Miriam, Deborah, Hannah, Judith
and Esther — were invariably looked upon as the
creative preservers of the Abrahamic family, the
resilient keepers of Israelitic faith, the heroic de-
fenders of the Davidic line and the violent warri-
ors of Israel. All of them kept alive the hope of
Israel's salvation, in their Old Testament
ways. They were the daughters of the land: a
mixture of barrenness and fecundity, of inno-
cence and cunning, of humble submission and
firm leadership, of calculated surrender and liber-
ating militancy, of docile tenderness and just vio-
lence. All of them pointed to “the expectation of
a new and everlasting Covenant intended for all,
to be written on their hearts..a radical redemption
of the People of God, purification from all their
infidelities, a salvation which will include all na-
tions” (CCC, 64; underline, mine).

Their exemplary deeds were good but tainted
with original sin. Their good motives and actions
arose from within the limitations set by the fallen-
ness and the radical fragility of the human condi-
tion that are consequences of that original
sin. And they and their ways belonged to the old
ways of being and doing: cunning and creative,
innocent and rational, faith-driven and materialis-
tic, nationalistic and patriotic, legalistic and free-
dome-loving, liberating and enslaving, violent and
war-like.

Biblical account of Mary: In the four gospels,
Mary is portrayed most actively in Luke-Acts; she
appears in Matthew’s genealogy; she is hardly
mentioned in Mark, and is referred to as “mother”
or “woman”, but never as Mary, in John. She is
alluded to in all the Passion and Resurrection
narratives; but it is in John’s that she plays a
central role. Catholic interpretation of Sacred

Scripture sees her as being foretold by the proph-
ets, and as the woman and mother that fulfills the
final apocalyptic battle. (Top be continued.) — Fr.

iAmado sea en todas partes el Sagrado Corazon
de Jesus, ahora y siempre!

En muchas iglesias de todo el mundo, el mes de
mayo esta dedicado a la Santisima Madre Maria.
En las iglesias de influencia espafiola - en las co-
lonias espafolas - este mes esta dedicado a la
instruccion catequética de los nifios bajo la tutela
de Maria nuestra Madre, el mes de las Flores de
Mayo.

Dedico, por lo tanto, las siguientes columnas en
este mes de mayo a nuestra Santisima Madre.
Maria en la Biblia

Las santas mujeres del Antiguo Testamento — Sara,
Rebeca, Raquel, Miriam, Débora, Ana, Judit y Ester —
fueron consideradas invariablemente como las preser-
vadoras creativas de la familia abrahamica, las guar-
dianas resilientes de la fe israelita, las heroicas defen-
soras del linaje davidico y los violentos guerreros de
Israel. Todos ellos mantuvieron viva la esperanza de
la salvacion de Israel, a la manera del Antiguo Testa-
mento. Eran las hijas de la tierra: mezcla de esterili-
dad y fecundidad, de inocencia y astucia, de humilde
sumision y firme liderazgo, de entrega calculada y mi-
litancia liberadora, de ddcil ternura y justa violencia.
Todos ellos senalaron “la expectativa de una Alianza
nueva y sempiterna destinada a todos, para ser escri-
ta en sus corazones... una redencion radical del Pue-
blo de Dios, purificacién de todas sus infidelidades,
una salvacion que incluira a todas las nacio-

nes” (CCC, 64; subrayado mio).

Sus obras ejemplares fueron buenas, pero contamina-
das con el pecado original. Sus buenos motivos y ac-
ciones surgieron dentro de las limitaciones estableci-
das por la caida y la fragilidad radical de la condicion
humana que son consecuencias de ese pecado origi-
nal. Y ellos y sus formas pertenecian a las viejas for-
mas de ser y hacer: astutas y creativas, inocentes y
racionales, basadas en la fe y materialistas, naciona-
listas y patridticas, legalistas y amantes de la libertad,
liberadoras y esclavizantes, violentas y belicosas.
Relato biblico de Maria: En los cuatro evangelios, Ma-
ria es retratada mas activamente en Lucas-Hechos;
aparece en la genealogia de Mateo; apenas se la
menciona en Marcos, y se la llama “madre” o “mujer”,
pero nunca como Maria, en Juan. Se alude a ella en
todos los relatos de la Pasion y la Resurreccién; pero
es en el de Juan donde ella juega un papel central. La
interpretacion catolica de la Sagrada Escritura la ve
como predicha por los profetas, y como la mujer y ma-
dre que cumple la batalla apocaliptica final.
