PENTECOST SUNDAY

MAY 24, 2026

PENTECOST SUNDAY

1.  First Reading: Acts 2:1-11

Luke, the historian of the masses, especially of the
poor, alienated and dehumanized, has created a cine-
matic account of the descent of the Holy Spirit as the
birth of the Church. The Church, vivified by the Res-
urrection and Ascension of Jesus, is an alternative
community on earth that serves the Kingdom of

God. This newly born Church lived the gospel values:
a community that was united in prayer, sharing goods
in common in solidarity with the poor every day, guid-
ed by the proclamation of the Word (Gospel) and
strengthened always to live the Eucharist. Luke
showed that this was possible because the promised
Holy Spirit had come. He used images that led to in-
sights into the creative transforming power of the Holy
Spirit. First, the Pentecost event: in the Old Testament
tradition, the day that concluded the 7 weeks of Passo-
ver celebration was the 50th day (Gr. Pentekostes),
recalling God’s Covenant with the Jewish people at
Mt. Sinai. This New Covenant has now replaced the
old which the Jewish people claimed as exclusively
their own. Now, this New Covenant would be for all
peoples in world. The expression “noise like strong
wind” recalled God’s intervention into human af-
fairs. The word for wind, pnoes, comes from the
Greek pneuma which means “wind, breath, spirit” al-
luding to God’s activity of creation and liberation. At
Pentecost, a new creation and liberation is taking
place. Tongues of fire: fire was associated with the
time of judgment; tongues of fire on their heads meant
they were filled with the Holy Spirit so that they could
speak and understand each other in different languages
in this new end time. Contrary to the Tower of Babel
that dispersed people, the coming of the Holy Spirit
united peoples of different languages speaking a new
language for the new time: the language of the Gospel,
of the Good News of Salvation. From the closed room
where the apostles and Mary were gathered, the scene
abruptly shifted to the outside where all the people
gathered: the Gospel is for all nations and all cultures
expressed multiculturally and lived interculturally. The
Gospel recognizes the plurality of the Church from the
very beginning. Luke knew that some people would
not recognize this pluralism, this unity in diversity.
That is why he ironically related the rejectionist reac-
tion of some: these members of the early intentionally
intercultural Church were drunk!

2. Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 104:1, 24, 29-30, 31, 34
This is a hymn dedicated to the Creator. After the in-
vitation (v. 1a), the psalm can be divided into 3 main

sections: (a) vv. 1b-4: heaven; (b) vv. 5-26: earth and
seas, and (c¢) vv. 27-34: all creation is in the hands of
God. Vv. 35 re-expresses v. 1a. My heart blesses and
rejoices in God who creates and renews all creation by
his breath, by his Spirit that liberates and transforms
creation.

3.  Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 12:3b-7, 12-13
1 Cor 12:1-13. Paul uses the image of the Body of
Christ to call for unity of all its members. All are gifted
with different skills and talents by the Holy Spirit but
they are competing against each other. Their jealousy
produced a divided and stratified Church. But in fact,
all these gifts of the Holy Spirit are for the edification of
the whole body, starting from baptism that destroys all
forms of division: the Church must end racist ethnic
segregation, class divisions and social stratification.

4.  Gospel: John 20:19-23

Jn 20:19-23. The Holy Spirit comes as the gift of the
Father and the Son to the Church. It is the Spirit that
breathes life to and directs the mission of the Church:
the new life does the mission of peace, forgiveness and
reconciliation. The Risen Lord breaks barriers and de-
stroys prisons that lock up the human spirit. Those who
follow him he liberates from fear — this time from the
Jews and the structures of Judaism that imprisoned them
and confined them to impotence. Standing before them,
he showed them the marks of his victory over suffering
and death, sending them to a mission of forgiveness and
reconciliation whose fruit would be peace as total well-
being of all. This they will do by the power of the Holy
Spirit, reliving the life and mission of Jesus, the same
Spirit of truth that set people and all creation free!

DOMINGO DE PENTECOSTES

MAYO 24, 2026

Domingo de Pentecostes

1. Primera Lectura: Hechos 2,1-11

Lucas, el historiador de las masas, especialmente de
los pobres, marginados y deshumanizados, ha creado
un relato cinematografico de la venida del Espiritu
Santo como el nacimiento de la Iglesia. La Iglesia,
vivificada por la Resurreccion y Ascension de Jesus,
es una comunidad alternativa en la tierra que sirve al
Reino de Dios. Esta Iglesia naciente vivio los valores
del Evangelio: una comunidad unida en la oracion,
compartiendo bienes en solidaridad con los pobres
cada dia, guiada por la proclamacion de la Palabra
(Evangelio) y fortalecida para vivir siempre la Euca-
ristia. Lucas demostr6 que esto era posible gracias a la
llegada del Espiritu Santo prometido. Utilizo image-
nes que permitieron comprender el poder creativo y
transformador del Espiritu Santo. Primero, el evento
de Pentecostés: en la tradicion del Antiguo Testamen-
to, el dia que concluia las siete semanas de celebra-
cion de la Pascua era el dia 50 (griego: Pentekostes),
que recordaba la Alianza de Dios con el pueblo judio
en el Monte Sinai. Esta Nueva Alianza ha reemplaza-
do a la antigua, que el pueblo judio reclamaba como
exclusivamente suya. Ahora, esta Nueva Alianza seria
para todos los pueblos del mundo. La expresion
"ruido como un viento fuerte" recordaba la interven-
cion de Dios en los asuntos humanos. La palabra para
viento, pnoes, proviene del griego pneuma, que signi-
fica "viento, aliento, espiritu", en alusion a la activi-
dad creadora y liberadora de Dios. En Pentecostés, se
estd produciendo una nueva creacion y liberacion.
Lenguas de fuego: el fuego se asociaba con el tiempo
del juicio; las lenguas de fuego sobre sus cabezas sig-
nificaban que estaban llenos del Espiritu Santo para
que pudieran hablar y entenderse en diferentes idio-
mas en este nuevo fin de los tiempos. A diferencia de
la Torre de Babel que disperso6 a la gente, la venida
del Espiritu Santo uni6 a pueblos de diferentes len-
guas que hablaban un nuevo idioma para los nuevos
tiempos: el idioma del Evangelio, de la Buena Nueva
de la Salvacion. Del recinto cerrado donde estaban
reunidos los apostoles y Maria, la escena se traslado
abruptamente al exterior, donde se reunio toda la gen-
te: el Evangelio es para todas las naciones y todas las
culturas, expresado multiculturalmente y vivido inter-
culturalmente. El Evangelio reconoce la pluralidad de
la Iglesia desde el principio. Lucas sabia que algunos
no reconocerian este pluralismo, esta unidad en la di-
versidad. Por eso relato ironicamente la reaccion de
rechazo de algunos: jestos miembros de la Iglesia pri-
mitiva, intencionalmente intercultural, estaban borra-
chos!

2. Salmo Responsorial: Salmo 104:1, 24, 29-30, 31, 34
Este es un himno dedicado al Creador. Tras la invita-
cion (v. 1a), el salmo se puede dividir en tres secciones
principales: (a) vv. 1b-4: cielo; (b) vv. 5-26: tierra y ma-
res, y (c) vv. 27-34: toda la creacion estd en las manos
de Dios. El vv. 35 retoma el v. 1a. Mi corazén bendice y
se regocija en Dios, que crea y renueva toda la creacion
con su aliento, con su Espiritu que libera y transforma la
creacion.

3. Segunda Lectura: 1 Corintios 12:3b-7, 12-13

1 Cor 12:1-13. Pablo usa la imagen del Cuerpo de Cris-
to para llamar a la unidad de todos sus miembros. Todos
reciben diferentes habilidades y talentos del Espiritu
Santo, pero compiten entre si. Sus celos produjeron una
Iglesia dividida y estratificada. Pero, de hecho, todos
estos dones del Espiritu Santo son para la edificacion de
todo el cuerpo, comenzando por el bautismo que destru-
ye toda forma de division: la Iglesia debe acabar con la
segregacion étnica racista, las divisiones de clase y la
estratificacion social.

4. Evangelio: Juan 20,19-23

Jn 20,19-23. El Espiritu Santo viene como don del Pa-
dre y del Hijo a la Iglesia. Es el Espiritu que infunde
vida y dirige la mision de la Iglesia: la nueva vida cum-
ple la misidn de paz, perddn y reconciliacion. El Sefior
Resucitado rompe barreras y destruye las prisiones que
encierran el espiritu humano. A quienes lo siguen, los
libera del miedo; esta vez, de los judios y de las estruc-
turas del judaismo que los aprisionaban y los confina-
ban a la impotencia. De pie ante ellos, les mostro las
marcas de su victoria sobre el sufrimiento y la muerte,
enviandolos a una mision de perdon y reconciliacion
cuyo fruto seria la paz como bienestar total para todos.
Esto lo harédn por el poder del Espiritu Santo, reviviendo
la vida y la mision de Jesus, el mismo Espiritu de ver-
dad que liber6 a las personas y a toda la creacion.

Dear OLPH Parishioners,
May the Sacred Heart of Jesus be loved every-
where, now and forever!

Who was Mary and what did she do?

In Matthew’s gospel, Mary enters the picture of
human history through the genealogy of Je-

sus. Genealogy is important: it allows us to
know our origin; it leads us to our roots. In Mat-
thew’s genealogy of Jesus, given to us in all its
realism and concreteness, no one is excluded in
the history of the family of Jesus: patriarchs, ma-
triarchs, wise men and women, prophets, good
and bad rulers, workers and peasants, exiles,
slaves, natives, immigrants, prostitutes, sin-
ners...Everyone is called to participate in the
plenitude of God’s promises, made flesh in the
one member of the human family. Matthew inten-
tionally breaks the formula of generation: instead
of using: father of .. by Mary, he introduces Jo-
seph as the husband of Mary; and instead of the
formula, Jesus the son of Joseph, he uses: Mary,
of whom Jesus was born. And now a unique
event in history has happened, to fulfill the Old
Testament prophecy (Is 7,14): a virgin is going
to give birth to a son: the motherhood of Mary is
not caused by a human act of Joseph, but by the
work of the Holy Spirit (cf. Luis Alonso-Schoekel,
La biblia de nuestro pueblo).

Mary appears once again in Matthew’s presenta-
tion of the three wise men in search of the King-
Messiah. Matthew, meditating on this legend
and history, proclaims Jesus as the inheritor of
the promises made to Israel; that he is the hope
of all humankind and of all creation; that he is
King-Messiah and Son of God revealed in the
utter fragility of a child, the son of Mary. Indeed,
because of this Mary, Jesus is rejected by his
own (Matt 13,55) but is accepted by the margin-
alized and strangers (cf. Alonso-Schoekel, La
biblia.).

Oh, Mary, if | accept you as virgin mother of Je-
sus who calls all people to be his family, then I've
got problems: what to do with immigrants, virgini-
ty, divorce, abortion, sinners around, the poor,
the colored, civil union without sacramental mar-
riage, etc! — Fr. Ben, MSC

¢Quién fue Maria y qué hizo?

En el evangelio de Mateo, Maria entra en el cua-
dro de la historia humana a través de la genealo-
gia de Jesus. La genealogia es importante: nos
permite conocer nuestro origen; nos lleva a nues
tras raices. En la genealogia de Jesus de Mateo,
qgue se nos presenta en todo su realismo y con-
crecion, nadie queda excluido de la historia de la
familia de Jesus: patriarcas, matriarcas, sabios y
sabias, profetas, buenos y malos gobernantes,
obreros y campesinos, exiliados, esclavos, nati-
vos, inmigrantes, prostitutas, pecadores... Todos
estan llamados a participar de la plenitud de las
promesas de Dios, hecho carne en el unico
miembro de la familia humana. Mateo rompe in-
tencionalmente la formula de la generacion: en
lugar de usar: padre de... de Maria, presenta a
José como el esposo de Maria; y en lugar de la
férmula, Jesus el hijo de José, usa: Maria, de
quien nacio Jesus. Y ahora ha ocurrido un hecho
unico en la historia, para cumplir la profecia del
Antiguo Testamento (Is 7,14): una virgen va a dar
a luz un hijo: la maternidad de Maria no es cau-
sada por un acto humano de José, sino por la
obra del Espiritu Santo (cf. Luis Alonso-Schoekel,
La biblia de nuestro pueblo).

Maria aparece una vez mas en la presentacion
de Mateo de los tres reyes magos en busca del
Rey-Mesias. Mateo, meditando sobre esta leyen-
da e historia, proclama a Jesus como heredero
de las promesas hechas a Israel; que él es la es-
peranza de toda la humanidad y de toda la crea-
cion; que es Rey-Mesias e Hijo de Dios revelado
en la total fragilidad de un nifio, el hijo de Maria.
En efecto, por esta Maria, Jesus es rechazado
por los suyos (Mt 13,55), pero es acogido por los
marginados y los extrafos (cf. Alonso-Schoekel,
La biblia.).

Oh, Maria, si te acepto como madre virgen de Je-
sus que llama a todas las personas a ser su fami-
lia, entonces tengo problemas: qué hacer con los
inmigrantes, la virginidad, el divorcio, el aborto,
los pecadores alrededor, los pobres, los de color,
la unién civil sin matrimonio sacramental, jetc!
