From the Desk of the Pastor:

"What have we to do with You, Jesus of Nazareth? I know who
You are ... the Holy One of God!" - Mark 1:24

Dear brothers and sisters, not everyone who exposes himself
to the teachings of Christ responds positively. Some choose to
keep Christ at arm's length. They are unwilling to pay the price
of total dedication. They are looking for cheap grace.

In today's Gospel Lesson, a man possessed by a demon enters
the synagogue where Jesus is teaching. Suddenly, the man
jumps to his feet and the demon within him cries out in pro-
test: "What have You to do with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have
You come to destroy us? I know who You are, the Holy One
of God".

There are people today who know who Christ is, who realize
He is the Holy One of God but refuse to give Him their full
allegiance. They know that in order to draw close to him they
must be willing to change radically. But there is a demon with-
in them that cries out "No! The price is too high. What have
you to do with me, Jesus of Nazareth?"

So it is, in varying degrees, with many of us. We do not mind
giving Christ an hour a week, but we are not terribly interested
in giving Him every minute of every day in total surrender.

If the question were asked, "What are we in here for?" most of
us would be able to give some reasonably good answers: "We
have come here to praise God. We have come to thank God
for His many blessings. We have come here to listen to the
Word of God according to the Gospel of Jesus Christ. We
have come here to experience together the Presence of Christ
in our midst." These are good answers. But good as they are,
the full meaning of this celebration remains unexpressed until,
in accordance with the Word of God, we deal honestly with
the question, "What are we out there for?" There is a demon
within us that would have us divide the territory: "in here" for
God; "out there" for who knows what; "in here" as Jesus' loyal
disciples; "out there" as arm's-length Christians.

No matter how tightly we embrace Him in this experience of
formal worship, if we try to hold Him at arm's-length between
the time we leave here and next week when we return, we will
be running the risk of spiritual disaster.

In today's Lesson, Mark tells us that when Jesus taught in the
synagogue, "the crowds were astonished at his teaching, for
He taught as one who had authority".

"What have we to do with You, Jesus of Nazareth?" Jesus an-
swers with Divine authority: "By this all men will know that
you are My disciples, if you have love for one another" (Jn.
13:35).

“cQué quieres ti con nosotros, Jesus de Nazaret? Ya se
quien eres. el Santo de Dios” Marcos 1:24

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, no todo aquel que se expone
a las ensefianzas de Jesus responde positivamente. Algunos
eligen mantener a Cristo a una distancia comoda. Estas per-
sonas no estan dispuestos a pagar el precio de una total dedi-
cacion. Lo que mucha gente busca es la gracia de Dios, pero
en un precio de oferta.

En el Evangelio de hoy, un hombre poseido por un espiritu
inmundo se puso a gritar: “;Qué quieres de nosotros, Jestis de
Nazaret? ;Has venido a acabar con nosotros? Ya se quien
eres: el Santo de Dios”.

Yo creo que en el mundo existe mucha gente que ya conocen
quien es Jesus. Ellos ya saben que es el Santo de Dios, pero
no estan dispuestos a entregarle el compromiso total. Ellos ya
saben que al hacer esto implica la disponibilidad de nuestra
parte a cambios radicales de actitudes y de vida — y eso duele
y cuesta. Como si dentro de nosotros estuviera un demonio
que grita: jNo, el precio a pagar es muy alto! “;Qué quieres
de nosotros, Jesus de Nazaret?”

Y, asi vivimos nuestro compromiso cristiano muchos de no-
sotros. Si se nos preguntara, “;Por qué venimos a Misa todos
los domingos?” la mayoria de nosotros seriamos capaces de
dar respuestas razonablemente buenas: “Venimos a alabar a
Dios. Venimos a agradecerle sus tantas bendiciones. Ven-
imos a escuchar la Palabra de Dios. Venimos a experimentar
juntos la presencia de Cristo en medio de la comunidad. Ven-
imos a alimentarnos del Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo. Todas
estas son respuestas muy buenas. Pero por buenas que sean
estas respuestas y si nuestro compromiso o lealtad a Dios se
limita tan solo a las paredes del templo, estamos separando el
territorio de Dios. Es como si un demonio nos convenciera a
estar aqui con Dios, pero afuera en el mundo, vaya a saber por
quién.

Si nuestra experiencia aqui en el templo no nos estimula y
fortalece para ser afuera en el mundo levadura de cambio; si
no nos exige ser “luz del mundo y Sal de la tierra”, si no par-
ticipamos en el establecimiento de Reino de Dios en este lu-
gar donde Dios nos ha colocado, nuestra experiencia de Dios
seria incongruente y superficial.

Asi que por grande que sea nuestra experiencia de alabanza a
Dios en la asamblea dominical, si mantenemos una distancia
con Jests tan pronto salimos del templo, corremos el riesgo
de tener un desastre espiritual en nuestras vidas.

En el Evangelio de hoy, Marcos nos dice que todos los oy-
entes quedaron estupefactos ante la doctrina de Jesus porque
ensenaba con autoridad divina.

“;Qué quieres de mi, Jestis de Nazaret?” y Jestis nos contesta
con autoridad divina: “Todos sabran que ustedes son mis
discipulos, si se aman los unos a los otros” (Juan 13:35).
