From the Desk of the Pastor:

God does answer our prayers!
""He got up and left the house and went off to a
lonely place and prayed there" (Mark 1:35).

Dear brothers and sisters, in today's Gospel Lesson, the Lord
Jesus had gone with two of His disciples to the house of Si-
mon Peter and his brother Andrew. Simon Peter's mother-in-
law had "gone to bed with a fever, and they told Him about it
straight-away. He went to her, took her by the hand and
helped her up. And the fever left her".

Later that evening, "the whole town came crowding around
the door," Mark tells us, "and He cured many who were suffer-
ing from diseases of one kind or another". Then, "long before
dawn," when things had quieted down, "He got up and left the
house, and went off to a lonely place and prayed there".
Repeatedly in the Gospels we find references to the Lord Jesus
at prayer. Often, after a long account of something Jesus did
or said, the Gospel writer inserts a note about how He with-
drew from the crowds so that He might pray.

Before He chose the disciples, Jesus needed to be alone at
prayer. On the Mount of Transfiguration, where He had to
make a very important decision about His ministry, Jesus
needed to be alone at prayer. In the upper-room with His dis-
ciples, on the last night of His life, Jesus needed to be at pray-
er. In the Garden of Gethsemane and on the Cross -- from the
first day of His ministry to the last — Jesus needed to be at prayer.

In order to understand this, we need first to remind ourselves
that Jesus came to bring us Good News about God, the Source
of all life: that whatever else you think or feel about God, He
is for you; that He has created you for Himself, for union with
Himself; that His love is always working, in and around you,
to call you into this union with Himself; that it is through the
reality of God's love for you that you experience wholeness of
life; that this is the "Pearl of Great Price."

But ... the problem is that although most of us would say, "I
believe that and to some degree, understand it," nevertheless it
is for many of us only a concept, a thought, not an experi-
ence. It has yet to be interiorized. Jesus, by His example, is
helping us to understand that prayer is the inner-experience of
union with God, the inner-experience of the very life of God.
Nothing brings us closer to God than prayer. Yet how many
of us fail to take advantage of this awesome opportunity. Jesus
assures us that God does hear and answer our prayers.

We speak of prayer as a means of talking to God, and asking
of God and thanking God, and praising God. And many of us
find time to do these things -- lots of time for some of us. But
we need to realize how futile it is to seek communion with
God in prayer without listening to Him.

Not only must we take time to listen to God, but also, we must
take time to listen to one another. There is no possibility of
fulfilling our mission of service, no possibility of meeting peo-
ple at the point of their needs unless we are listening. In our
relationship with God and in our human relationships, we must
choose to listen. That means trying to see and feel the prob-
lems and needs of others as they see them and as they feel
them. That is part of what it means to live a "prayerful" life.

ity and almsgiving are emphasized.

LENTEN REGULATIONS
Ash Wednesday (Feb 14) & Good Friday (Mar 30):
These are days of Fast & Abstinence from meat.
There is a limit of one full meal on these days for all
between the ages of 18 and 59 inclusive.

Days of Abstinence: (All Fridays in Lent)
All who have reached their 14" year are bound to
abstain totally from meat.

;Dios contesta nuestras suplicas!
“Jesus se levanto, salio y se fue a un lugar solitario
donde se puso a orar” (Marcos 1:35).

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, en el Evangelio de hoy escu-
chamos como Jesus se fue, con dos de sus discipulos a la casa
de Sim6n Pedro y su hermano Andrés. “La suegra de Simén
estaba en cama, con fiebre, y enseguida le avisaron a

Jesus. El se acerco, y tomandola de la mano, la levanto. En
ese momento se le quito la fiebre y se puso a servirles.”

Al atardecer, cuando el sol se ponia, le llevaron a todos los
enfermos y poseidos del demonio, y todo el pueblo se apifio
junto a la puerta. Curo a muchos enfermos. Entonces, en la
madrugada, “cuando todavia estaba muy oscuro, Jesus se le-
vanto, sali6 y se fue a un lugar solitario, donde se puso a
orar.”

Vemos repetidamente en los evangelios que Jesus sentia la
necesidad de orar. En el Monte de la Trasfiguracion, donde
tenia que hacer una decision muy importante acerca de su
ministerio, Jesis necesitaba estar solo para orar. En la hab-
itacion superior cuando estaba con sus discipulos, el la noche
de la vispera de su muerte, en Getsemani, en la cruz — desde
el primer dia de su ministerio hasta el momento de su muerte
— Jestis necesitaba orar.

Para entender esto, necesitamos primero recordarnos a no-
sotros mismos que Jesus vino a traernos la Buena Nueva acer-
ca de Dios, la Fuente de vida plena: que, por encima de tus
nociones preconcebidas, Dios esta siempre con nosotros, nun-
ca nos abandona. Este Dios nos ama tanto que nos ha creado
para estar en unidad con nosotros. Y, que es ante esta mara-
villosa realidad de Dios que nosotros experimentamos totali-
dad de vida, y experimentamos, ademas, la misma vida de
Dios.

Nada nos acerca a Dios mas que la oraciéon. Sin embargo,
cuantos de nosotros no aprovechamos esta linda oportuni-
dad. Jesus nos asegura que Dios siempre responde a nuestras
oraciones, tarde o temprano.

Nosotros nos referimos a la oracion como la manera de hablar
con Dios, pedirle a Dios, agradecerle a Dios, alabar a Dios. Y
muchos de nosotros si nos tomamos el tiempo para orar. Pero
es importante notar que seria inutil orar y estar en comunion
con Dios si no nos tomamos el tiempo para escuchar a Dios.
Y, no solo debemos escuchar a Dios, pero también debemos
de escucharnos unos a otros. No habria manera ni posibilidad
de conocer las necesidades de los demas si no nos tomamos el
tiempo de escucharnos el uno al otro. Por lo tanto, en nuestra
relacion con Dios, como en nuestras relaciones con los demas,
debemos escuchar. El escuchar es el elemento mas im-
portante a manera de poder vivir una vida autentica de
oracion.
