From the Desk of the Pastor:

""A leper approached Jesus with a request: 'lf you will
to do so, you can cure me.' Moved with pity, Jesus
stretched out his hand, touched him and said, 'I do will
it. Be cured'" Mark 1:40-41

Dear sisters and brothers, in today's Gospel Lesson, Jesus con-
fronts a man afflicted with leprosy. He says to Jesus, "If you
will to do so, you can cure me." Jesus is moved with pity. He
stretches His hand out, touches the leper, and says, "I do will
it. Be cured." And the leper is cured.

In today's Gospel Reading, as well as in other Gospel narra-
tives, the fullness of Jesus' saving mission is symbolized by
His reaching out to the lepers, the untouchable ones, the social
outcasts, the poor and the oppressed. And should the day ar-
rive when the physical disease of leprosy no longer exists, the
leper will remain in Christian thought as a symbol of God's
saving Grace and as a challenge to Christian compassion.

The greatest challenge to Christian compassion is to find Jesus
where He always waits for us: among the outcasts. The Book
of Hebrews reminds us, "Therefore Jesus dies outside the gate,
in order to sanctify the people by His own blood. Therefore,
let us go to him outside the camp, bearing the insult which He
bore. For we have no lasting city; we are seeking One who is
to come" (Heb.13:12-14). The Christian who remains safely
within the camp, refusing to reach out to the least of Jesus'
brothers and sisters, has missed the whole point of the Gospel
proclaimed by Him "who is to come."

We are all potential outcasts. We are all vulnerable to the dis-
ease of feeling terribly alone, friendless, unwanted. Perhaps
some of us here today are suffering in this way. Perhaps you
are hurting because someone you thought loved you has let
you down. Perhaps you've suddenly discovered, after a long
relationship, that the other person doesn't know you at all. Per-
haps you are in desperate need of funds and there is no one
willing to help you. Perhaps you are so alone you want to cry
out as Jesus did on the Cross, "My God, my God, why have
you forsaken me?" Perhaps you have forgotten that God your
Father is closest to you at the moment of your deepest hurt.
Perhaps you have forgotten that you are the Father's beloved
outcast. He is reaching out to you, to touch you in a healing
way. Let His love come to you down deep within your being.
Let his love touch you at the very point you are despairing. Let
His love give you a new kind of strength, beyond your own
strength. God is ready to support you in your need. When He
hears you cry out, "Why? My God why have you forsaken
me? Why have you let me down?" God doesn't ponder or dele-
gate or mumble. He reaches out and offers you the Grace and
the strength and the power to become whole again. He teaches
you to understand that it is in the crucible of doubt and despair
and loneliness that you are shaped and prepared for your min-
istry of love and for your fulfillment in love.

May God bring you healing of body, mind and soul,

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, en el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus
se enfrenta a un hombre leproso. El le dice a Jesus, “ Si tu
quieres, puedes curarme.” Jesus se compadecio de el. Exten-
di6 la mano, lo toco y dijo: “jSi quiero: Sana! Y el leproso fue
sanado.

En el Evangelio de hoy, como en otras historias del Evange-
lio, la plenitud de la mision salvadora de Jesus es simbolizada
al extender su mano y tocar a los leprosos, los intocables, los
pobres y los oprimidos. Si llegara el dia en que la enfermedad
fisica de la lepra no exista, el leproso permanecera en el pen-
samiento cristiano como un simbolo de la gracia salvadora de
Dios y como un desafio a la compasion cristiana.

El reto mas grande de la compasion cristiana es encontrar a
Jesus donde El siempre nos espera: entre los marginados. El
Libro de los Hebreos nos recuerda, “Por eso mismo Jesus
sali6 de la ciudad santa para sufrir su pasion y purificar al
pueblo con su propia sangre. Salgamos, pues, del recinto
sagrado para ir a su encuentro, y carguemos con su misma
humillacion, sabiendo que no tenemos aqui una patria perma-
nente, sino que andamos en busca de la futura.” (Heb.13:12-
14). El cristiano que permanece seguro en la ciudad sagrada,
negandose a ayudar a los mas pequefios de sus hermanos y
hermanas, no esta entendiendo el punto del Evangelio procla-
mado por EL

Todos somos potencialmente marginados. Todos somos vul-
nerables a la enfermedad de sentirnos solos, sin amigos, inde-
seados. Tal vez uno de nosotros se siente asi hoy. Tal vez
sufres porque alguien que pensaste que te amaba, te decepcio-
nd. Tal vez descubriste de pronto que, después de una larga
relacion, la otra persona no te conoce para nada. Tal vez te
encuentras en seria necesidad de fondos y nadie esta dispuesto
a ayudarte. Tal vez estas tan solo/a que quieres gritar como
Jesus en la Cruz, “Dios mio, Dios mio, ;por que me has aban-
donado? Tal vez se te ha olvidado que Dios tu Padre esta mas
cerca de ti en el momento de tu peor dolor. Tal vez se te ha
olvidado que eres el marginado amado de tu Padre. El extien-
de su mano hacia ti, para tocarte de una manera sanadora.
Deja que su amor entre profundamente en tu ser. Deja que su
amor te llene de una nueva fuerza, mas alla de tu propia fuer-
za. Dios esta listo para apoyarte en tu necesidad. Cuando te
escucha clamar, ";Por qué, Mi Dios, por qué me has abando-
nado?" Dios no se detiene ni titubea. El extiende su mano y
te ofrece la Gracia y la fuerza y el poder para que te sientas
completo de nuevo. Te pide que aprendas que es precisamen-
te en el crisol de la duda y tristeza y soledad que eres formado
y preparado para tu ministerio de amor y plenitud en el amor.
