A Message from Our Pastor regarding:
Season of Lent

Dear brothers and sisters, last Wednesday we marked the
beginning of Lent by receiving the mark of ashes on our
foreheads. They are a sign of our sinfulness, but also of
our repentance. Lent is a time to set aside to examine
our ways, repent our failings and imitate God’s love and
mercy. The practices of prayer, fasting and almsgiving
as well as the corporal and spiritual acts of mercy are
encouraged. The season culminates in Easter liturgies,
the Triduum, as the church recalls her paschal mys-
tery. With hope and grace, we welcome this season of
repentance and renewal.

For your information, this Lenten season, the readings of
Sacred Scriptures are from Cycle B. The Gospel that is
proclaimed is the Gospel of Mark. The Lenten season
has five Sundays. It is always important to remember
that every year the first Sunday’s gospel is about the
Temptations of Jesus in the Desert. The second Sunday
is always about the transfiguration of Jesus. In the three
years cycle (A, B, C), we always have these same
themes. However, if the church has catechumens who
are ready for the final stage of their preparation for the
Easter Sacraments, the readings for the third, fourth and
fifth Sundays will always come from cycle A, especially
at the mass we are celebrating the scrutinies.

At Our Lady of Perpetual Help Church, we have several
catechumens. And, though, we will celebrate the Rite of
Sending and the scrutinies at the 11:00 Mass, I believe it
is important to link the whole parish in sharing the same
scripture readings in all masses. This act will give the
entire church community the opportunity to share in this
key moment in the catechumen’s journey of faith. We
want to share the names of the elect with you, so you can
personally pray for them as they approach their final
preparation. You can also write a short letter to offer
your prayers and support to them. There will be a basket
by the entrance of the temple so you can deposit your
letters.

OUR LENT THEME 2018:
Believe and You Will Conquer

From the Desk of the Pastor:
First Sunday of Lent

Temptation. Even the word is alluring, glamorous, entic-

ing. And that’s because, if there’s one thing you and I under-
stand about life, it’s the reality of being tempted. Whether it’s
our diets, or our struggles with greed or vengeance, we’ve all
experience temptation.

This is possibly why the story of Jesus being tempted has al-
ways been compelling. At its core, it is essentially a battle
story, a contest between the two monumental forces of good
versus evil.

The test is essentially the very same one that we all must pass
if we are to assume a position of power in our own lives
whether as a husband or wife, a parent, a leader of any

kind. The test given Jesus and to us, in Matthew’s version, is
threefold:

1. Jesus is asked to deny who is truly is: The Son of God. Will
we claim our identity as God’s very own, acknowledging our
identity as human beings who are made in the image of God?

2. Jesus is told he can be the source of great signs and won-
ders. Will we forsake our desire for fame and adulation, and
instead live a life of humility focused on service?

3. Jesus is told he will be given all the power and glory of the
world’s kingdoms. Will we be able to resist the power inher-
ent in greed, lust, vengeance and all the glamor the world of-
fers?

The fact is that temptations are powerfully seductive and allur-
ing. In the example of Jesus, we are invited to resist them as
Jesus did. On this First Sunday of Lent, our Gospel challenges
us to do the same. Among the central themes of this season is
the recognition that we all must do battle against temptation,
especially the temptation to misuse power.

To assist us in this conversion process during this Lenten sea-
son, the church asks us to remember and to practice the mes-
sage found in the Book of Deuteronomy: Go into your own
wilderness for forty days. Pray, fast, become contrite, increase
our service to others — all this testing to know what was in
your heart, and to remind us once again: “The Lord, your God
shall you worship and him alone shall you serve” (Dt 8:2).

Es
importante recordar que cada afio el Evangelio el Primer
Domingo de Cuaresma es acerca de las Tentaciones de
Jests en el Desierto.
