Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time

February 10, 2019

From the Desk of the Pastor:

Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time
"... they left everything and followed Him" (Luke 5:11).

Brothers and sisters in Christ, in today's Gospel Lesson,
Jesus is standing on the shore of Lake Gennesaret where
Simon Peter and others have been fishing all night with-
out success. The fishermen, having given up, are cleaning
their nets. Jesus steps into Simon Peter's boat and begins
preaching to the crowd that has been following Him.
When He has finished speaking He says to Simon Peter,
"Put into the deep water and cast out your nets for a
catch.” Simon Peter follows Jesus' instruction and nets a
"huge number of fish," filling two boats almost to the
sinking point. Then, the fishermen bring their boats back
to land. They are "completely overcome," by the catch
they have made, Luke tells us, and Simon Peter falls at the
knees of Jesus. Jesus says to Him, "Do not be afraid, from
now on it is men you will catch." Whereupon, the fisher-
men leave everything, and follow Him."

In a familiar Gospel episode, Jesus speaks to a large crowd
about hard choices to be made by anyone who might be
seriously considering His invitation to follow Him.
Among other things, He says, "If any man comes after Me
without hating his father, mother, wife, children, broth-
ers, sisters, yes and his own life too, he cannot be My dis-
ciple." Understood in its full Biblical context, the word
"hate" as Jesus uses it here means "love less". If you want
to follow Jesus on the road to your life's fulfillment, your
love for all other persons must be "less" than your love for
doing the Will of God. That is what Jesus is saying, liter-
ally. In other words, doing God's Will must be the num-
ber one priority of all who would follow Jesus.

Those fishermen in today's Gospel episode left everything
to follow Jesus, meaning doing God's Will, above every-
thing else, was their number one priority.

One of the reasons we have come here today is that we
want to become fulfilled persons, complete whole per-
sons. We want to be able to accept ourselves with integri-
ty. We want to be able to see and appreciate the unique
beauty of our own individuality. We want to be able to
love other people without taking life from them. We
want to be able to call forth their unique beauty and their
unique gifts and not feel threatened when we see them
coming to their fulfillment. We want to be people like
that. And what Jesus is saying is that in order to achieve
this wonderful style of life we must let the Living God
come first in our lives. We need to let the Living God rule
over our lives. We need to relate to ourselves and others
within this context.

Estimados hermanos y hermanas, en el Evangelio de hoy,
JesUs estaba a orillas del Lago de Genesaret donde Simon
Pedro y otros habian estado pescando toda la noche sin
éxito alguno. Los pescadores habian desembarcado y
estaban lavando las redes. Jesus subiendo en la barca de
Simon, le pidié que se alejara un poco de tierra, y senta-
do en la barca, ensenaba a la multitud. Cuando acabo de
hablar, dijo a Simdn: “Lleva la barca mar adentro y echen
sus redes para pescar.” Asilo hizo y cogieron tal cantidad
de pescados que las redes se rompian... y llenaron tanto
las barcas que casi se hundian. Al ver esto, Simén Pedro
se arrojo a los pies de Jesus vy le dijo, “jApartate de mi,
iSefior, porque soy un pecador!” Entonces Jesus le dijo”
“No temas; desde ahora seras pescador de hombres.”
Luego llevaron la barca a tierra y dejandolo todo, lo si-
guieron.

En otro pasaje del Evangelio, Jesus le habla a la multitud
acerca de la dura vy dificil tarea de seguirlo.
