SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

March

17, 2019

From the Desk of the Pastor:

"Jesus took Peter, John and James and went up the
mountain to pray” Lk 9:28-36

Brothers and sisters, today's Gospel Lesson is the story of a
peak experience in the life of Jesus and three of the Apostles.
Jesus takes Peter, James and John "up on a high mountain by
themselves." They have gone up the mountain "to pray,"
Mathew tells us.
Somewhere on the solitary slopes of this high mountain, Jesus
and the three disciples have come to be alone for a time of
prayer. Each has his own special need. Jesus has come to a
turning point in His life and ministry. His enemies are pressing
in on Him and he must decide whether to retreat from the Holy
Land or go to Jerusalem and directly confront those who are
plotting to kill Him. Jesus' need is to discern the Will of God
in this matter: Am I doing the right thing? Am I making the
right decisions? Am I fulfilling My life's purpose?
For Peter and the others, it is a time to seek guidance in their
understanding of Jesus' mission. Only six days earlier, Peter
had had his wonderful insight about Jesus: "You are the Mes-
siah." But when Jesus began to talk about how the Messiah
would have to suffer and die, Peter refused to listen. Since
boyhood, Peter had heard that the Messiah would be a great,
conquering military hero. Consequently, it was most difficult
for him to accept Jesus as "Suffering Servant." "This shall
never happen to You Lord," he said to Jesus. And Jesus se-
verely rebuked him, saying, "Get behind Me, Satan! You are a
hindrance to Me; for you are not on the side of God but of
men" (Mt. 17:22, 23). Clearly, Peter and the others need to
pray for guidance in this matter.
As Jesus and the others are praying, Moses (representing the
Law) and Elijah (representing the prophets) appear to them
and talk with them. Matthew wants us to understand that Jesus
and the disciples are searching the deepest levels of their back-
ground and tradition in order to discover God's Will. And we
can almost hear the voices of Moses and Elijah confirming
what Jesus had said to Peter and the other disciples: "He's
right! ... Listen to Him! Go with Him to Jerusalem regardless
of the consequences."
This is an important lesson for us. God comes to us in a hun-
dred different ways, but there is none more important than
when He gives Himself to us directly and we experience His
Living Presence in an intensely intimate way. Jesus and the
Apostles had to be willing to climb the mountain in order to
experience, in an intimate way, God's Living Presence. The
experience was an end in itself, but still they needed to re-
spond. Peter wanted to stay on the mountaintop. We can un-
derstand this. Some of have been on retreats that were so spir-
itually uplifting we didn't want to leave. Peter literally wanted
to build some shelters and stay up there on the mountain. But
Jesus ignored the suggestion and led the Apostles down the
mountain and back into the valley. And what did they find?
They found people in need. Immediately, they encountered a
father pleading for his son: "Lord have mercy on my son for
he is an epileptic and he suffers terribly" (Mt. 17:15).

SEGUNDO DOMINGO DE CUARESMA

Marzo 17, 2019

Del Escritorio del Parroco:

“Jesus se hizo acompanar de Pedro, Santiago y
Juan, y subio a yn monte pra hacer oracion.”
Lucas 9:28-36

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo, el evangelio de hoy
es una leccidn de una experiencia climax en la vida de Jests y
sus tres apostoles. Jests toma a Pedro, Juan y Santiago y subid
a una montafia para orar.

En algun lugar de las lomas solitarias de esa montafia, Jestis y
sus tres discipulos para orar. Cada uno de ellos tiene sus propi-
as necesidades. Jesus ha llegado a un punto muy delicado de
su ministerio y de su vida. Sus enemigos lo estan presionando
y ¢l tiene que decidir si se queda en esa montana para
esconderse o va a Jerusalén a confrontarlos directamen-

te. Jesus necesita discernir la voluntad de Dios en este momen-
to dificil de su vida.

Para Pedro, Juan y Santiago es también una oportunidad para
buscar la guia de Dios en su entendimiento de la mision del
maestro Jesus. Seis dias antes, Pedro habia tenido esta grandi-
osa estimacion de Jesus: “Tu eres el Mesias.” Pero una vez que
Jesus comenzo a declarar que el Mesias tenia que sufrir y mo-
rir, Pedro se revelo. Desde pequeiio, Pedro habia escuchado
que el Mesias vendria como un gran héroe militar que liberaria
al pueblo de Israel. Por lo tanto, es entendible, que para él era
muy dificil aceptar lo que Jesus decia, “Esto nunca te sucedera
ati, Sefior.” Entonces, Jests le reprocha, “aléjate de mi sa-
tanas. Tu no piensas como Dios sino como los hombres.” Asi
que, Pedro necesitaba urgentemente rezar.

Cuando Jests y sus apostoles estan orando, Moisés
(representante de la Ley), y Elias (representante de los Pro-
fetas) se aparecen y comienzan a dialogar con Jesus. El evan-
gelista quiere que entendamos que Jesus y sus discipulos estan
recurriendo hasta lo mas profundo de sus tradiciones religiosas
para descubrir la voluntad de Dios. Casi podemos escuchar a
Moisés y Elias confirmando lo que Jests habia dicho a Pedro y
sus otros discipulos: “Jesus tiene la razon...

Esctichenlo! Vayan con €l a Jerusalén sin importarles las con-
secuencias.”

Esta es una leccion muy importante para todos nosotros. Dios
viene a nosotros de muchas maneras diferentes, pero nunca
como cuando llega de la manera mas intima. Y esto sucede
cuando buscados discernir su sagrada voluntad y la aceptamos,
cueste lo que nos cueste.

Pedro quiso quedarse en la cima de la montafia. Muchos de
nosotros podemos entenderlo al estar en retiros espirituales que
nos nutren tanto que no queremos salir de ellos. Pedro queria
construir tres tiendas, pero Jesus ignora su sugerencia y los
guia de regreso hacia el valle de las necesidades y sufrimiento
humano. Tan pronto bajaron, encontraron a un padre que le
rogo a Jesus que lo sanara porque padecia de epilepsias y sufria
mucho. Asitambién, tenemos que hacer nosotros.
