FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT

April 7, 2019

FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR

“If there is one of you who has not sinned, let him be the first to
throw a stone at her” - John 8:7

Dear brother and sisters, the scene in today’s lesson is
the courtyard of the Temple in Jerusalem where some
Scribes and Pharisees had gathered with a miserable
woman and a bag of stones. There they encountered
Jesus, and “Gotchal!” must have been what they thought
when they asked Him this question: “Master, this woman
was caught in the very act of committing adultery, and
Moses has ordered us in the Law to condemn women
like this to death by stoning. What have You to say?”
No wonder they thought that they had Jesus trapped.
How could He safely answer their question? If He said,
“Yes, go ahead and Kkill her,” His reputation for gentle-
ness and kindness and forgiving love would be contra-
dicted. But if He said, “No, don’t kill her,” He would be
going against the Rule of Law as it existed then. “Aha”
thought the Scribes and Pharisees, “neither answer will
do. Jesus, we've gotcha!”
What happened next has become one of our most famil-
iar pictures of Jesus who gave this answer: “If there is
one of you who has not sinned, let him be the first to
throw a stone at her.” Now the “gotcha” was reversed.
Jesus had them! And when they heard Jesus’ answer,
“they went away, one-by-one, beginning with the eldest.”
Now we ask ourselves the question: “Do we like this pic-
ture of Jesus? Maybe, as we ponder the story, we can
hear Jesus asking those Scribes and Pharisees some
basic questions:
You are the religious leaders. You are the cream of the
crop. Don’t you really think that this woman is more im-
portant than the Rule? And, assuming that the Rule is of
great importance, is there anyone here who thinks he is
pure enough to judge this woman?
Is there anyone here who knows enough about this
woman to judge her? Who are her parents? Is she mar-
ried? Does she have any children? Has something gone
terribly wrong in her life? Where is the man who is in-
volved in all of this? Does anyone here know all these
things?
Jesus frequently spoke about the perils of making judge-
ments. “Do not judge,” He said, “Why do you observe
the splinter in your brother’s eye and never notice the
plank in your own?
Again, we can hear Jesus asking,
Is there anyone here who doesn’t think this woman can
change? Is there anyone here who doesn’t feel his own
need to change? And isn’t the opportunity to change
what we really want for ourselves --and for others?
These questions give us a picture that should be most
appealing to us. Jesus had enormous faith in a person’s
ability to change, to start over, to begin again. He be-
lieved the lost sheep could be found. He believed the
Prodigal Son could return home to His father’s house.
He believed that a woman caught in adultery could begin
again, clean and fresh.
