From the Desk of the Pastor:

20th Sunday in Ordinary Time Year C
Luke 12:49-53

Perhaps some homilists might be tempted to pass
on this Gospel with its hard statements, and choose a
more attractive sacred text about peace, love and re-
ward. Nevertheless, the divisiveness that Jesus’
words and work brought to bear on the world is an
integral aspect of his message.

By describing his mission in terms of fire and di-
vision, Jesus made it clear that there could be no
neutrality regarding his words and Works. He knew
that the challenging character of his teaching with
meet with growing opposition and hostility on the
part of those who refused to accept the truth.

“I have come to bring fire”, Jesus says in today’s
Gospel. Fire was a frequent metaphor for God’s pre-
sence among the chosen people because of its des-
tructive potential and its purifying qualities, fire was
also a sign of God’s activity.

Furthermore, Jesus claim to be a source of divi-
sion rather than of peace points to the crisis his very
presence induced. By the radical nature of his person
and his message, Jesus’ presence among humankind
necessarily demanded a choice. Are you for him or
are you not? There is no abstention from this
choice. Those who accepted him and believed
would be naturally set at odds with those who rejec-
ted him and remained without faith. Simeon had
proclaimed this at Jesus’ presentation in the temple:
“This child is destined to be the downfall and the
rise of many” (Lk 2:24). To put it another way, in
the person of Jesus, each human being is presented
with an ultimatum; a choice for or against Jesus.

The terms of this choice and its consequences are
more binding than the
blood ties that form
and unify family.
How shall you
choose?
