From the Desk of the Pastor:

Lost and Found
"... and the Pharisees and the scribes complained.
'"This man,’ they said, '"Welcomes sinners and eats
with them.'" Luke 15:2

Dear brothers and sisters, today’s Gospel lesson
should fill our hearts with hope and joy. God in and
through his Son Jesus offers us mercy and for-
giveness. the opening lines in today's Gospel tell us
the following: "The tax collectors and the sinners,
meanwhile, were all seeking His company to hear
what He had to say, and the Pharisees and the
scribes complained, 'This man,' they said, 'Welcomes
sinners and eats with them." It is in this context that
Jesus spoke the three parables directly to the self-
righteous scribes and Pharisees, who could see a
need to repent in everyone but themselves. We must
not miss the blessed irony in Jesus' voice when He
says, "There will be more rejoicing in heaven over
one repentant sinner than over ninety-nine virtuous
men who have no need of repentance." The ninety-
nine such men never existed. We are all sinners --
even the Pharisees, who identified all virtue with
strict adherence to religious formalism. In today's
parlance, the Pharisee's definition of sinner would be
"a non-Churchgoer". From Jesus we learn that real
virtue in formal religious practice is to acknowledge
one's own need of repentance and reconciliation, be-
cause we are all sinners -- each in His own way.
Like the woman in the parable of the lost coin, we
become careless with our greatest treasure -- Jesus'
Gospel of love and reconciliation. Like the Prodigal
Son, we are subject to the extravagances of self-
indulgence. Like the Pharisees, we are quick to num-
ber ourselves among the mythical ninety-nine who
have no need of repentance.
Nevertheless, in our lostness, we gather together as
Jesus' friends and neighbors. Having listened to His
word we are ready to accept His invitation to
"rejoice and celebrate" with Him. That's the marvel-
ous thing about our Christian faith: God becomes
Incarnate -- one of us -- to seek us in our lustiness.
However, lost we may be, we are never abandoned.
Jesus finds us where we are. He is with us now.
Come to the table of the Lord! Join Him in the cele-
bration!

Perdido y Encontrado
“... Los fariseos y los escribas murmuraban entre si:
‘Este recibe a los pecadores y come con ellos.” Lucas
15:2

Queridos hermanos y hermanos, El Evangelio de hoy nos
debe llenar de esperanza y alegria al escuchar la gran mi-
sericordia que Dios manifiesta hacia nosotros por medio
de Jesus. En la apertura del Evangelio se nos dice que,
“En aquel tiempo, se acercaban a Jesus los publicanos y
los pecadores a escucharlo; por lo cual los fariseos y los
escribas murmuraban entre si: ‘Este recibe a los pecado-
res y come con ellos.””

Es en este contexto que Jesus nos ofrece estas tres precio-
sas parabolas. El mensaje era dirigido a los fariseos y a
los escribas legalistas y puritanos, quienes juzgaban que
todo mundo deberia de arrepentirse de sus pecados me-
nos ellos. No debemos de perder de vista la bendita iro-
nia en la voz de Jesus cuando nos dice, “Yo les aseguro
que habra mas alegria en el cielo por un solo pecador que
se arrepiente, que, por noventa y nueve justos, que nos
necesitan arrepentirse.” La ironia es que los noventa y
nueve nunca existieron. Todos somos pecadores, sin ex-
cepcion, incluyendo los fariseos y los escribas. Estos se
identificaban por una adherencia rigida y estricta a for-
malismos religiosos. Hoy en dia, los pecadores, del pun-
to de vista de los fariseos, son todos aquellos que no ob-
servan ninguna regla religiosa — aquellos que no van al
templo. De parte de Jestis aprendemos que la verdadera
virtud en la practica religiosa es la necesidad individual
que tenemos de arrepentirnos de nuestros pecados — cada
persona en su propia manera. Como la mujer en el Evan-
gelio de hoy que tiene diez monedas de plata. Muy a me-
nudo perdemos de vista el tesoro mas importante entre
las trivialidades del mundo. Y lo mas importante es el
amor y la misericordia de Dios que nos manifiesta a cada
uno de nosotros, a pesar de nuestra condicion pecadora.
Pero, en ocasiones, somos prontos en nombrarnos entre
los miticos noventa y nueve justos que no necesitan arre-
pentirse de nada.

Aun asi, en nuestra condicion perdida, nos reunimos co-
mo amigos de Jesus. Y habiendo escuchado su palabra,
estamos mas que listos de aceptar su invitacion de
“regocijarnos y celebrar con é1.” Una de las cosas mas
maravillosas de nuestra fe cristiana es que Dios se encar-
na para Ser uno como nosotros para buscarnos y rescatar-
nos cuando andamos perdidos. El nunca nos abandona.
Y el esta con nosotros en este preciso momento. Asi que,
no tengas miedo, jAcércate a la Mesa del Altar y ven a
celebrar con El!
