From the Desk of the Pastor:

26th Sunday in Ordinary Time
The Challenge of the Prophet Amos and Luke

Dear brothers and sister, if you didn’t know better, you might
think that today’s readings would be proclaimed to us shortly
before national elections in the United States. Over and over

this year, we keep hearing passages from scripture that apply
directly to issues at stake in the election.

Of course, part of the reason for this dynamic is that we are in
Cycle C of the lectionary, which relies heavily on the Gospel
according to Luke. Luke shows a strong concern for the poor
and downtrodden in society, so hearing that Gospel through
this year naturally puts Gospel values up against the values
espoused by various candidates and political parties.

Both last Sunday and today, the first reading comes from
Amos, who is subtle when he condemns those who live in lux-
ury while the poor suffer. Last week’s passage was more ex-
plicit about the exploitation of the poor, while this Sunday’s
selection focusses more on the indifference of the wealthy to-
ward the state of the country. Most people who gather for wor-
ship will not recognize themselves as actively cheating the poor
(though many in business and financial worlds should!), but
most of us fail often by indifference to the needs of those
around us.

The Gospel today is not subtle either. The parable of the rich
man and Lazarus surely challenges our whole society, as Pope
John Paul II made explicit during his first visit to the United
States. “We cannot stand idly by, enjoying our own riches and
freedom, if, in any place, the Lazarus of the twentieth century
stands at our doors” (homily at Yankee Stadium, Oct. 2, 1979).

It is a challenge for us as Christians to address the issues of
inequality that marks our world or even our own country. Even
when Pope Francis speaks on this topic, many Catholics call
him a socialist and totally dismiss what he says. But that does
not give us permission to ignore the issue or to water down the
Word of God.

At the same time, raising the issues does not give us permission
to be condemnatory like Amos, but we might consider praying
for those workers who are denied a living wage, for those
abused by wage theft, for those whose

possessions blind them to the needs of others, for those who
value wealth over love of God and neighbor, for those trapped
by their own possessions, that when we vote, we will consider
how to shape a society that truly cares for the poor.

Del Escritorio del Parroco
El Desafio del Profeta Amos y el Evangelista Lucas

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo, si ustedes no estuvi-
eran bien informados, pensarian que las lecturas de hoy fueron
elegidas a proposito del clima politico que estamos viviendo en
este pais. Una y otra vez, a lo largo de este ano, hemos escu-
chado pasajes de las Sagradas Escrituras que parecen tener una
conexion directa con la tematica de las elecciones politicas.

Es obvio que parte de esta dinamica de razonamiento es el
hecho que estamos celebrando el Ciclo C del leccionario littr-
gico de la Iglesia. Este ciclo se concentra mayormente en el
Evangelio de Lucas. Y Lucas manifiesta una gran pre-
ocupacion por los pobres y marginados de la sociedad. Por lo
tanto, escuchar el Evangelio de Lucas nos pone en directa con-
frontacion entre los valores evangélicos y los valores
promovidos por los candidatos y sus partidos politicos.

Tanto el domingo de la semana pasada como esta, la primera
lectura es del Profeta Amos. Amos condena a aquellos que
viven en lujos mientras que el pobre sufre. El pasaje de la
semana pasada fue mas explicito acerca de la explotacion del
pobre, mientras que este domingo se enfoca mas en la
“indiferencia” del rico ante las necesidades del que sufre. La
mayoria de los que vienen a misa cada domingo no se sienten
incluidos entre los opresores y abusivos. Por lo tanto, se sien-
ten libres de culpa (aunque muchos que administran negocios y
toman ventaja de los demas, deberian). Pero, la mayoria somos
indiferentes a las necesidades de los mas desafortunados.

El Evangelio de hoy es fuerte y directo. La parabola del hom-
bre rico y Lazaro nos presentan un gran desafio a todos no-
sotros. El Papa Juan Pablo II durante su primera visita a los
Estados Unidos, lo dijo claramente. “No podemos permanecer
indiferentes, gozando de riquezas y libertad, si, en algun lugar,
los “Lazaros” del siglo XX permanece ignorado en las puertas
de nuestras casas” (homilia en el estadio de los Yankees, 2 de
Oct, 1979).

Ciertamente es un desafio para todos nosotros confrontar la
desigualdad que marcan nuestra sociedad y nuestro mundo.
Cada vez que nuestro Papa Francisco habla sobre estos temas,
muchos, incluyendo catolicos, lo juzgan de socialista e ignoran
totalmente sus ensefianzas. Pero esto no nos da permiso de
ignorar el tema o intentar suavizar la Palabra de Dios.

Por otro lado, tocar el tema de la desigualdad, tampoco nos da
el permiso de condenar con la facilidad que lo hace el profeta
Amos. Tenemos que luchar y orar para que los trabajados reci-
ban salarios justos, por aquellos que son abusados y explota-
dos, por aquellos que se ciegan a las necesidades de los demas,
por aquellos que el valor del dinero es mas importante que am-
ar al préjimo, por aquellos que son aprisionados por sus pos-
esiones materiales y mas importante, cuando salgamos a votar
durante las proximas elecciones, lo hagamos por aquello que
nos ayude construir una sociedad que se preocupe verdadera-
mente por las necesidades del pobre y oprimido.
